Review Proposed Changes/Updates to Zoning Ordinance:   Proposed changes were discussed for Advertising Signs & Billboards; Cell Towers and Facilities; and, Alternative Energy Sources – Solar and Wind for residential and commercial properties. 4.   Other Business:  Mack mentioned that at the Chamber Banquet the gentleman responsible for the Refinery spoke.  One point of discussion is that they found a niche here in the petroleum market and that the location and situation fits their company and they can make money doing the refinery.  Some of the big selling points were location, transportation, railroad, and power corridor is all there.  This will be starting up shortly and they then found out there is a problem getting all the crude out of the basin.  In Carbon county there is three load outs on the railroad where they can put the crude on the railroad.  There are 100 hundred trucks a day coming over Indian Canyon, the problem is they pull up and have to off load the truck onto the tanker car.  Now in the mix, there is a new tanker yard for rail cars below Wellington on Ridge Road that has gone up in the last eight months.  Somewhere along Ridge Road they are going to build a tank farm for the crude oil which is big huge tanks so either by truck on the highway or by pipeline system the oil comes to the tank and from the tank it can be more efficiently loaded onto rail cars and routed anywhere the railroad can take it.  Mack also mentioned that the proposed road between Grand and Uintah counties is being discussed again.
