May 6, 2014

	The Board of Davis County Commissioners met in room 303 of the Davis County Administration Building, 61 South Main Street, Farmington, Utah on May 6, 2014.  Members present were Commissioner Louenda H. Downs - Chair, Commissioner P. Bret Millburn, Commissioner John Petroff, Jr., Clerk/Auditor Steve Rawlings, Chief Deputy Civil County Attorney Neal Geddes and Deputy Clerk/Auditor Shauna Brady. 

	
		Davis County Fair Coordinator Brooks Burr led the Pledge of Allegiance.  All in attendance were invited to stand and join in.

	Davis County Gala announced Utah Foster Care is charity benefactor
	             Davis County Gala co-chair Shawna Durbano announced this year’s charity benefactor from the Davis County Gala is Utah Foster Care.  Shawna introduced Debbie Hoffeins, representing Utah Foster Care.  Debbie explained Utah Foster Care’s mission is to find families who can care for children in the foster care system.  They educate the families with a nationally accredited curriculum and support them through a well-organized support group system.  Anything that can be done to get the word out to the community about foster care benefits the children.  Currently, there are 144 foster children in Davis County; however, there are not enough families to meet the needs of those children.  Debbie explained that because families have the right to choose foster children by such things as age, gender and special needs, not all foster children will be placed in homes.  More families are needed to provide temporary and permanent care.  Utah Foster Care is hopeful that the Gala donation will help recruit more foster families, help existing foster care families, and help with media and marketing.  Ultimately, the donation will help children find families.  Shawna reminded us this year’s Gala theme is “Masquerade – Celebrating 10 Eventful Years” and encouraged all to attend on October 9th.  Commissioner Downs asked the Gala committee members to stand to be recognized for their efforts and said she is looking forward to helping more children through support for Utah Foster Care.  Commissioner Millburn complimented the committee and acknowledged the growth of the Davis Conference Center in the past 10 years. 

	USU Extension Davis County celebrates 100th Anniversary May 8, 2014
	             Justen Smith, Director-USU Extension Davis County, announced the 100th anniversary of the USU Extension services in Davis County.  Commissioner Downs recognized Justin as an extension and ag expert all over the world and read a comment Justen made in an email:  “This is a great opportunity to come and talk about the 100 years of extension in Utah and the United States.  Our U S extension system is truly the envy of the world and each country I have traveled to has tried to duplicate what we have without the success that we have.”  Justen gave an historical background of how state extensions came to be, starting with the Morrill Land-Grants Act, which Abraham Lincoln signed into law in 1862.  This Act gave each state land to have a university for the people.  Before that time, most people that obtained a higher education had to be wealthy to be able to afford the education.  Once the Morrill Land-Grants Act took place, the common person realized the opportunity to receive a higher education.  With this land grant system, many research and agricultural experiment stations sprouted up in every state.  There was a great deal of information that was not getting out to the people.  Realizing this, Senators Hope Smith and Asberry Leaver came up with the Smith Leaver Act in 1914.  This Act created a cooperative extension program based in every state and county, which was administered by the Land Grant Universities to allow the research to be disseminated to the people.  On
May 8, 1914, President Woodrow Wilson signed into law the Cooperative Extension Program.  It was created as a partnership between federal, state and county governments.  Speaking of Davis County history, Justen said in 1902, there was an experimental farm in Davis County located by what is now Cherry Hill.  Most of the disease-resistant tomatoes we have today originated at that farm, as well as the Valencia or Spanish onion, and many beans and annual flowers.  Commissioner Downs remembered the Gleason Elberta peach tree was also invented in Davis County.  Justen said horticulture is still big in the county and people constantly call for information on subjects such as food preservation.  He said the Extension is owned by the people and is unique to each county and its residents.  He distributed historical photos of the Extension in Davis County.  Justen introduced Shawn Olsen, USU Extension Agriculture Faculty Member, and announced Shawn has co-authored and recently published a book entitled “A Guide to Common Organic Gardening Questions.”  This is the only book of its kind that is unique to Utah.  Shawn said most of the information for the book was developed at the Kaysville farm.  The Commissioners were presented with a copy.  Copies can be obtained at the Extension office.

	Davis County Library Summer Reading Program flyer distributed
	             Josh Johnson, Davis County North Branch Librarian, distributed the 2014 Davis County Library Summer Reading flyer noting this year’s theme – “Fizz – Boom – Read.”  Fourteen topics will be presented at County libraries June 3 through July 10 with accompanying displays and incentives.  The program is designed to get children to enjoy reading.  The schedule is also available on the County website www.daviscountyutah.gov. 

	Davis County Sheriff’s Office 160 Year Anniversary Open House May 16, 2014
	             Chief Deputy Kevin Fielding, Davis County Sheriff’s Office, announced the Davis County Sheriff’s Office 160 Year Anniversary Open House to be held May 16, 2014.  He displayed a portrait of Davis County’s first sheriff, Lot Smith, and shared some historical background.  Lot Smith was born in 1830 in upper New York, traveled to Council Bluffs, Iowa at age 16 and joined the Mormon Battalion in the longest infantry march across the country.  He served as a private in “E” Company with the Mormon Battalion with Chief Deputy Fielding’s great-grandfather under Captain Daniel Davis, of whom Davis County is named. When the Mormon Battalion disbanded in San Diego, California, Lot returned to live in Farmington and was appointed as the first sheriff.  Lot ran the LDS Church’s herds out on Welfare Island, which, of course, is now Antelope Island.  He associated with the likes of Daniel Wells and Orin Porter Rockwell to turn back Johnson’s Army.  He traveled to upper Colorado where he was killed and buried in 1892.  Ten years later, his family brought his body back to be buried in Farmington.  Everyone is invited and encouraged to attend the 160 Year Open House.

	             Brandon Hatch, Davis Behavioral Health Chief Executive Officer, presented the Davis Behavioral Health Substance Abuse & Mental Health Area Plan FY2015 #2014-150.  The plan’s basic services remain in place; however, there is an update to the plan for the coming year to focus on suicide prevention.  It will help to recognize the growing problem of suicide across the county, provide training in the children’s program on trauma initiatives, and implement a new risk assessment to help better identify individuals at risk for suicide.  The Community Outreach Team will go out into the community and work with police departments and emergency services to help people avoid unnecessary hospital visits and work with individuals to help them manage their medications.  Service availability is increasing to include evenings and weekends.  They are opening the doors to be better partners with the primary care community to help with those struggling with psychiatric medications.  They are working toward providing a receiving center where parents, law enforcement, and family services can take a child to the center 24 hours a day, 7 days a week to help stabilize the child and hopefully keep them in their home.  DBH is working to make its substance abuse patient program more accessible to the community.  Commissioner Downs said she appreciates the Plan and that it allows partnerships more opportunities to serve.  Commissioner Millburn echoed her sentiments and said it is an honor and pleasure to be associated with Davis Behavioral Health.  He also recognized Dean Smith, Davis Behavioral Health Chief Financial Officer, saying he should be given a gold star for running through the massive financial considerations.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

             Commissioner Millburn said that as you look at today’s agenda and the variety of issues presented and approved, it gives you a sense of how many things are going on in the county, including services and activities.  It can be mind-boggling, but we have great employees, department heads and elected officials that make it happen.
              Steve Rawlings, Davis County Clerk/Auditor, commented that in the 25 years he has worked for Davis County, the Commission Meeting agendas are typical to today’s agenda.  These are items that public hearings have already been held on, budgets have been approved and this is the technical finalization of that process.  In regard to that, we have very few people that come to these meetings.  Over the years, as officials have changed, there have been attempts to have these meetings at night.  We have tried it over and over again.   Because this issue is coming up again, Steve wants his comments on the record today.  We have tried night meetings and there are some things that work against them.  Our facilities have to be here to open the building, there are risks and costs inherent in that; staff has to come in, there are costs involved in that.   A commendation needs to be made to these commissioners for finding a way to take this show on the road.  Going out to the various entities and allowing the public at those meetings to talk to them is a beautiful idea.  We’ve had very few people ever come to night meetings except when a tax increase of any consequence is involved.  This needs to be documented and now is the right time to do it.   Regarding elections, Steve thanked the commissioners for supporting the request to do vote by mail.  It will allow more people to vote.  The Clerk/Auditor’s office has been inundated by phone calls from citizens since receiving the vote-by-mail notice, 99% of which have been extremely positive.  Brian McKenzie, Davis County Elections Director, has been able to send information out to dispel the concerns of the those who have them.  Steve read the following letter:

             Commissioner Petroff appreciated Steve’s comments and said since he has been on the commission, there have been 5 budget hearings held at night.  In all of those meetings, there have not been a total of 10 people in attendance because there was no tax increase.  They don’t come to hear about the budget and don’t really understand that a budget of $100 million is being approved.  He doesn’t think the time Commission Meetings are held has anything to do with participation.  There are plenty of people that would be here if they need to be here.  Unlike a county commission meeting, a city council conducts public hearings in regard to zoning and backyard issues and there is a lot of participation.  Speaking to that, he said the meeting that drew the most people in the time he served as mayor of West Point was about cleaning the cemetery and there were 35 people there.
