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BACKGROUND DISCUSSION:

After the design work had been started for a maintenance yard at Ron Wood Park at a

location previously selected for by the Parks Division, it was discovered that a sewer
system connection was not feasible on the selected site.  Another site on the north side of

Barney' s Wash was then selected that would allow for the sewer connection to be made
to the existing sewer line in the future 8600 South street.  This amendment is to cover the
additional survey, engineering, soils testing and design costs associated with the location
change.

Presently, our contract is for$ 12, goo dollars and we have completed
and billed for$ 5, 930 of professional services to date. Yet to be
completed services are in the amount of$ 6, 970.

1 have reviewed the new parcel with my consulting engineers and the
impact this will have on the design requirements to relocate the

building on this parcel.

The new location of the facility will involve connection to a sanitary
sewer line to the north approximately goo feet away. This will
necessitate more extensive survey and design work, both on the site
and along the length of the road to the connection point to the sewer.

It is anticipated that there will be few changes to the metal building,
but the site will need to be reworked as far as circulation and utilities

routing.
