NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, pursuant to the provisions of Sections 17C-4-401 and 402, Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended, that the Board of Directors of the Redevelopment Agency of Provo City (the “Agency”) have scheduled a public hearing on Tuesday, July 1, 2014, at 5:30 p.m. or as soon thereafter as reasonably feasible and completion of Provo City Council business permits, in the City Council Chambers, Provo City Center, 351 West South Downtown, Provo, Utah. 
PURPOSES OF THE PUBLIC HEARING
The purposes of the public hearing, as required by Section 17C-4-102(1)(d), Utah Code Annotated 1953, as amended, will be to:
(a) allow public comment on the draft proposed project area plan (the “Project Area Plan”) for the South Downtown Community Development Project Area (the “Project Area”);
(b) allow public comment on whether the draft Project Area Plan should be revised, adopted or rejected; and
(c) receive all written objections and hear all oral objections to the draft Project Area Plan.
Notice is hereby given of the following:
1. The proposed boundaries of the South Downtown Community Development Project Area are as follows: Beginning at the intersection of 100 South and 100 East; then south on 100 East to 900 South; then west on 900 South, which becomes 920 South, to 250 West; then south on 250 West to 960 South; then west on 960 South to 310 West; then south on 310 West to 1020 South; then east on 1020 South to 290 West; then south on 290 West to Towne Centre Boulevard; then westward and southward on Towne Centre Boulevard to 1200 South; then westward on 1200 South to 500 West; then north on 500 West to 500 South; then east on 500 South to 300 West; then north on 300 West to 100 South; then east on 100 South to 100 East and the point of beginning. The Project Area takes in all privately- and publicly-owned land in this area, including the full width of the rights-of-way which form the Area’s boundaries. 
2. A map showing the boundaries of the Project Area being proposed for community development is available for inspection at the Agency offices, 351 West Center Street, Provo, Utah.
3. If the Project Area Plan is adopted, then the Agency may negotiate with taxing entities to obtain their voluntary agreement to provide funding, in the form of property tax revenues resulting from an increase in valuation of property within the proposed Project Area, and/or sales tax proceeds, to be paid to the Agency for community development purposes rather than to the taxing entity to which the tax revenues would otherwise have been paid.
4. Any person objecting to the proposed draft Project Area Plan or contesting the regularity of any of the proceedings to adopt it may appear before the Agency Board at the hearing to show cause why the proposed draft Project Area Plan should not be adopted, or may file with the Agency written objections prior to the time and date of the public hearing showing cause why the proposed draft Project Area Plan should not be adopted.  Oral and written objections will be received and considered at the public hearing.
5. The proposed Project Area Plan is available for inspection at the Agency offices; contact Paul Glauser of the Agency at 351 West Center Street, Provo, Utah 84601. You are invited to submit to the Agency comments concerning the subject matter of the hearing referred to above prior to the hearing date.
