Sheila Page asked the subcommittee to strike #1 Jim’s Family Restaurant, #15 Hyatt Place, and #17 Kabuki Japanese Steakhouse.  She asked that #22 Moon Dog’s Café be approved and given until Friday, May 2, 2014, to come into compliance.

Mr. Nielsen recommended that the consent calendar be approved with the exception of #1 Jim’s Family Restaurant, #15 Hyatt Place, and #17 Kabuki Japanese Steakhouse; and that #22 be given until Friday to come into compliance.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve the items on the consent calendar with the exception of #1 Jim’s Family Restaurant, #15 Hyatt Place, and #17 Kabuki Japanese Steakhouse; and that #22 Moon Dog’s be approved and given until Friday, May 2, 2014 to come into compliance.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Ms. McDermott asked the commission to strike #2 Duck on in Saloon as they are now in compliance, and #5 Pinky’s.  She noted #1 Legends Tavern, #3 Caribbean Club, #4 Los 2 Compadres Market, and #8 Buca Di Beppo will be stricken and moved to the May agenda.  

		 (6)	Club Rio, Moab.

Ms. McDermott gave an overview of the order to show cause for Club Rio.  She noted they were issued a conditional club license last month as they met all requirements except for obtaining a business license.  When the department received a report from law enforcement regarding some alleged violation, they realized Club Rio was selling alcohol prior to the department releasing their license.  As a result they were given notice to stop selling alcohol.  Ms. McDermott clarified that once the department received the business license they were allowed to operate under the club license until the meeting today.

Tony Basso came forward to address the commission.  He explained that Moab City issued the business license on May 25, 2014 pending a health inspection and background check.  Once Mr. Basso was aware of the conditional requirement, he contacted Moab City to obtain the signatures and had the business license to the department in 45 minutes.  He expressed frustration about being intimidated and not educated about the conditional license process.

Ms. McDermott stated they may not have completely understood the conditional license requirements.  Mr. Basso stated they thought they were in compliance.  Going forward staff will have conditional license recipients sign a document saying they understand the conditional license requirements. 

The commissioners, Ms. Page, Mr. Basso and staff discussed the timeline and the events after the conditional club license was granted.  Ms. Page noted that by statute a license does not become valid until the business license is received by the department and the department releases the license.  It is a crime to sell without a license.  Ms. Page was uncertain as to if the charge had been referred to the local prosecutor.  Ms. McDermott reiterated that the department became aware they were serving alcohol prior to submitting their business license when law enforcement gave notice they were referring a violation for Club Rio.  

The subcommittee will recommend no action with respect to the order to show cause for Club Rio.  They will wait and deal with the other violations as they come forward.

		 (7)	Bone Yard, Park City.

Ms. Mc Dermott gave an overview of the order to show cause for the Bone Yard.  Originally Bone Yard’s request for a location change was denied due to concerns of moving a club license from an underserved area to a more saturated area.  However, during the October 2012 meeting the commission approved the applicant’s request to swap a restaurant license in Park City with a club license in Santaquin.

Due to construction delays, the club license remained in Santaquin until November 2013.  Upon completion of the club move, the department understood some kitchen remodeling was necessary at the Santaquin location but that operations would be continuous.  In March 2014 staff received notice that the former club location was now a karate studio.  Staff contacted the licensee and he expressed plans to open in Utah County.  Staff informed the licensee that the commission had approved a specific location in Santaquin.  The licensee consequently signed a lease in the same strip of stores.  He is before the commission to explain the delay and to request a change of location to the new suite.

Jesse Shetler came forward to address the commission.  He explained the reasons for the delay in opening the restaurant in Santaquin.  He stated that there may have been a lack of communication on both sides but no malicious intent.  They are ready to open in Santaquin as a restaurant.

Mr. Gladwell proposed that the order to show cause be continued for three months to allow staff to monitor and give a report on how the restaurant is doing.

Ms. McDermott asked if the commission wanted to vote on the change of location request for the full-service restaurant, item 6a Brumpy’s Home Town Café (previously Butcher’s Chophouse and Bar).  

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve a change of location for Brumpy’s Home Town Café.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

SPECIAL USE PERMITS:   

a.	Amber Technology, Tooele.   (Manufacturing Permit)

Abe Kader explained that the applicant is requesting a manufacturing permit to purchase wine and whiskey to manufacture herbal supplements and a herbal tincture for pets.  

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission approve a manufacturing permit for Amber Technology in Tooele.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

b.	Liquid Canvas, Ogden.  (Educational Permit)

Abe Kader gave an overview of the application noting the item is for discussion only as the administrative rule to regulate educational permits is still being developed.  

Kristin Floyd with Liquid Canvas came forward to address the commission.  She gave an overview of her curriculum, certifications and alcohol control measures.  

Ms. McDermott reiterated that this is a discussion item and not an action item today.  The commission asked to hear examples of how the educational permits may be used.  

Mr. Gladwell thanked Ms. Floyd for her presentation.  Ms. Floyd asked to be on the agenda as an action item next month.
