The new well at the airport has 100 feet of drilling to reach the goal depth of 1800 ft. The pump for the golf course well will be installed on the 27th of May. It should begin pumping water in June 2014.

Manager Westfall said he would like to submit an application to the Community Impact Fund Board (CIB) to help with funding the purchase of a new emergency response vehicle. The Council was in favor of the application. An action item will follow with CIB required noticing. 

13. Consider Fertilizer Purchase – This item was postponed to the next agenda. 


14. Consider 2014 Flower Pot Watering Contract

Manager Westfall said the flower pot watering contract is included in the tentative budget. Parks & Beautification Committee Chair, Carol Van Steeter, said the local scouts are excited to take this contract – it will be paid directly to the scout group. It is $700 for 4 months of watering. Gravel was donated by Sonderegger Inc for the flower pots. The City’s water tank will be pulled with a personal vehicle. Shana Black will be in charge of the project.
