BACKGROUND 

The request for approval of this final plat was initially reviewed by the 

City Council on May 6
th

, 2014.  Issues regarding a realignment of 1350 

East and the soils stability in the area were of significant concern that the 

item was remanded back to the Planning Commission for further review 

on May 22
nd

, the Planning Commission held another public hearing, 

wherein there was much discussion and many questions asked by the 

public.  The developer’s engineer answered satisfactorily all of the 

questions and concerns regarding soil issues.  He also presented the new 

alignment of 1350 East on the north end with its reasonings. 

 

The applicant’s request for approval of a 17-lot final plat called Walker 

Ridge Plat B was initially reviewed by the Planning Commission in 

October 2013, and an approval of the preliminary was granted based on 

access being provided to the property to the north owned by DJKC 

Enterprises. 

 

In trying to accommodate this and address the City’s engineering 

concerns, the developer sought two variances that were approved by the 

Board of Adjustment on March 20, 2014. The first one is to eliminate 400 

North from being built because it would have made the grade to steep.  

This made the block longer than would otherwise be allowed.  The second 

variance is to allow for a flag lot to come off of a cul-de-sac so the 

property to the north can be accessed.   

 

ANALYSIS  
Staff has reviewed the proposal for realignment of the road, and with an 

agreement in place with the Matlock’s that border the subject property on 

the north of lot 22, there should be no further concerns there. 

 

Two geotechnical soils reports prepared for the subject property have 

previously been sent to the City Council members for review.  The 

developer’s engineer and City Engineer Degen Lewis will be available at the 

meeting to offer understanding regarding the soils and any other issues.

BACKGROUND 

The applicant is proposing a code text amendment to section 10-9B-7-F5 of 

the Pleasant Grove City Code to allow greater ability to construct a garage in 

his corner lot rear yard area.  

 

The Planning Commission did recommend approval to the City Council of 

this item on April 10, 2014.  At the City Council meeting it was decided that 

more clarifying verbiage was needed with regards to the clear vision area on 

corner lots, and this item was remanded back to the Commission for further 

review. 

 

ANALYSIS  
The code currently states that on a corner lot, an accessory building needs to 

a 25 ft. setback from the street, whether it is in the side or rear yard.  The 

applicant would like to change that to be a 10 ft. rear yard setback from the 

street on a corner lot.  The corner clear view area would also need to be met. 

 

The proposed new verbiage to this section of code states:  

“Additionally, all accessory buildings must be approved by the city 

engineer and comply with the Clear Vision Area; Corner Lots, section 

10-15-10.”   

 

Staff feels that the issue of clear vision that arose at the City Council meeting 

should be satisfied with this new verbiage.  The Community Development 

Director and the City Engineer both feel that this proposal is fair and it 

should not create any problems on corner lots. 

 

RECOMMENDATION 

Following their review if this proposal on May 22, 2014, the Planning 

Commission recommend that the City Council APPROVE the proposed text 

amendments to Section 10-9B-7-F5, yard requirements in the R-1 Single

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ORDINANCE NO. 2014-22 

AN ORDINANCE OF PLEASANT GROVE CITY, UTAH COUNTY, UTAH, 

AMENDING SECTION 10-9B-7-F5  OF THE PLEASANT GROVE MUNICIPAL CODE 

CHANGING THE CORNER LOT SETBACK REQUIREMENT OF THE REAR YARD 

REQUIREMENTS WITHIN THE R-1 SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL ZONES, TO 

BE SET AT 10 FEET, INCLUDING AN EFFECTIVE DATE (PLEASANT GROVE 

CITY, APPLICANT). 

WHEREAS, the City recognizes the need for a setback requirement that benefits both the city 

and the individual property owner; and  

WHEREAS, on May 22, 2014 the Pleasant Grove City Planning Commission held a public 

hearing to consider the amendment to the rear yard requirements in the R-1 Single Family 

Residential zone chapter of the Pleasant Grove City Municipal Code; and 

WHEREAS, at its public hearing the Planning Commission decided that the requested 

amendment to the yard requirements in the R-1 Single Family Residential zone chapter of the 

Pleasant Grove Municipal Code are in the public’s interest and consistent with the goals and 

policies of the General Plan; and  

WHEREAS, the Pleasant Grove Planning Commission recommended to the Pleasant Grove City 

Council that the amendment to the yard requirements in the R-1 Single Family Residential zone 

chapter in the Pleasant Grove Municipal Code be approved; and 

WHEREAS, on June 3, 2014 the Pleasant Grove City Council held a public hearing to consider 

the request; and   

WHEREAS, at its meeting the Pleasant Grove City Council was satisfied that the amendment to 

the Pleasant Grove Municipal Code is in the best interest of the public and consistent with the 

goals and policies of the General Plan; and 

WHEREAS, it is the legislative body’s intent that the city code amendments shall be in the 

interest of the public; and  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of Pleasant Grove City, Utah 

County, State of Utah as follows: 

SECTION 1.   Section 10-9B-7-F5, of the Pleasant Grove Municipal Code is hereby amended to 

read as follows: 

10-9B-7-F: Accessory Buildings: Minimum yard and design requirements for accessory 

buildings are as follows:   



5. Corner Lots: Accessory buildings shall not be located closer than twenty five feet (25') 10 feet 

(10’) from the street side property line in the rear yard of a residential corner lot.  

Additionally, all accessory buildings must be approved by the city engineer and comply with 

the Clear Vision Area; Corner Lots, Section 10-15-10. 

 SECTION 2.   SEVERABILITY.  The sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses, and phrases of 

this Ordinance are severable.  If any such section, paragraph, sentence, clause, or phrase shall be 

declared invalid or unconstitutional by the valid judgment or decree of a Court of competent 

jurisdiction, such invalidity or unconstitutionality shall not affect the validity or constitutionality 

of any of the remaining sections, paragraphs, sentences, clauses or phases of this Ordinance. 

SECTION 3.  EFFECTIVE DATE.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its 

passage and posting as provided by law. 

SECTION 4.  APPROVED AND ADOPTED AND MADE EFFECTIVE by the City Council of 

Pleasant Grove City, Utah County, Utah, this 3
th

AGREEMENT WITH EVERBRIDGE, INC., FOR THE PURPOSE OF 

PROVIDING MASS COMMUNICATION/NOTIFICATION SERVICES TO THE 

CITY AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE. 

 

WHEREAS, Pleasant Grove City is a political subdivision of the State of Utah (the 

“State”) and is duly organized and existing pursuant to the Constitution and laws of 

the State; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City has established that there is a need for a citywide mass 

communication system to disperse information to its residents during times of emergency 

and other events; and  

 

WHEREAS, the City finds it necessary to acquire software and professional services to 

develop and maintain said system; and 

 

WHEREAS, the City has solicited information and bids from several different service 

providers; and 

 

WHEREAS, after review and upon recommendation from the Police Chief and the City 

Administrator the city council finds that Everbridge, Inc. is the service provider that can 

provide the requested services in a cost-effective manner; and 

    

WHEREAS, the City finds that Everbridge, Inc. has met the criteria to provide services; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, the City Council finds it to be in the best interests of the citizens of Pleasant 

Grove City to enter into a service contract with Everbridge, Inc., to provide said services; 

and 

 

WHEREAS, the Council finds that the Agreement comports with state law and 

adequately addresses the City’s needs for services at this time; and 

 

WHEREAS, on June 3, 2014, the Municipal Council held a duly noticed public meeting 

wherein they considered the facts regarding this matter; and  

 

WHEREAS, after considering the facts and comments presented to the Municipal 

Council, the Council finds the Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit “A” reasonably 

furthers the health, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of Pleasant Grove City. 

  

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Pleasant Grove City Council as follows: 

 

SECTION 1 
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1. The Mayor of Pleasant Grove City is hereby authorized to sign the “Core Platform 

Service Agreement” with Everbridge, Inc., for mass communication and notification 

support services.

Everbridge, Inc.  
Core Platform Service Agreement 

 
This Core Platform Service Agreement (“Agreement”) is 

entered into by and between Everbridge, Inc. (“Everbridge”), 
and ________________________ (“Customer”), effective on 
the date of Customer’s signature below (“Effective Date”).  
Everbridge and Customer are each hereinafter sometimes 
referred to as a “Party” and collectively, the “Parties”. 

1. SERVICE.  Everbridge shall provide Customer access to 

its proprietary interactive communication service(s) (the 
“Service(s)”) subject to the terms and conditions set forth in 
this Agreement and the description of services and pricing 
provided in the applicable quote (the “Quote”). If applicable, 
Everbridge shall provide the training and professional services 
set forth in the Quote.  Everbridge shall provide Customer with 
login and password information for each User (as defined 
below) and will configure the Service to contact the maximum 
number of households (each a “Contact”) set forth on the 
Quote.  

2. PAYMENT TERMS.  Customer shall pay the fees set 
forth in the Quote (“Pricing”). If Customer exceeds the usage 
levels specified in the Quote, then Everbridge may invoice 
Customer for any overages at then current rates.  Everbridge 
shall invoice Customer annually in advance. All payments shall 
be made within thirty (30) days from date of invoice, after 
which interest shall accrue at a rate of one and one-half 
percent (1.5%) per month or the highest rate allowed by 
applicable law, whichever is lower.  Such interest shall be in 
addition to any other rights and remedies of Everbridge.  
Pricing does not include any local, state, federal or foreign 
taxes, levies or duties of any nature, all of which Customer is 
responsible for paying, except for those relating to Everbridge’s 
income. 

3. CUSTOMER RESPONSIBILITIES. 

3.1 Users.  If Customer has purchased Mass 
Notification, Customer shall in its discretion authorize certain of 
its employees and contractors to access that Service. If 
Customer has purchased Incident Management, Customer 
shall authorize only those employees or contractors who are 
Incident Operators (as defined on Exhibit A) or Incident 
Administrators (as defined on Exhibit A) to access that Service.  
Collectively, Customer’s employees and contractors who are 
authorized to access any Service as provided above are 
referred to as “User(s)”.  Each User must be bound in writing 
to confidentiality obligations sufficient to permit Customer to 
fully perform its obligations under this Agreement. Customer 
shall undergo the initial setup and training as set forth in the 
Implementation – Standard inclusion sheet provided with the 
Quote.  The Implementation sheet provides a detailed list of 
the services included as part of the implementation purchased 
and the corresponding timelines.  If Customer fails to complete 
the Implementation process within the sixty (60) day 
timeframe, Customer must purchase any additional 
implementation services. Customer shall be responsible for: (i) 
ensuring that Users maintain the confidentiality of all User login 
and password information; (ii) ensuring that Users use the 
Service in accordance with all applicable laws and regulations, 
including those relating to use of personal information; (iii) any 
breach of the terms of this Agreement by any User; and (iv) all 
communications by Users using the Service. Customer shall 
promptly notify Everbridge if it becomes aware of any User 
action or omission that would constitute a breach or violation of 
this Agreement. 

3.2 Customer Data.  “Customer Data” is all 
electronic data Customer transmits to Everbridge in connection 
with the use of the Service.  Customer shall have sole 
responsibility for the accuracy, quality, integrity, legality, 
reliability, and appropriateness of all Customer Data. By 
purchasing the Service, Customer represents that it has the 
right to authorize and hereby does authorize Everbridge and its 
“Service Providers” to collect, store and process Customer 
Data subject to the terms of this Agreement. “Service 
Providers” shall mean communications carriers, data centers, 

collocation and hosting services providers, and content and 
data management providers that Everbridge uses in providing 
the Service. Customer shall maintain a copy of all Customer 
Contact data that it provides to Everbridge. Customer 
acknowledges that the Service is a passive conduit for the 
transmission of Customer Data and any data submitted by 
Contacts, and Everbridge shall have no liability for any errors 
or omissions or for any defamatory, libelous, offensive or 
otherwise objectionable or unlawful content in any Customer 
Data or data submitted by Contacts, or for any losses, 
damages, claims, suits or other actions arising out of or in 
connection with any data sent, accessed, posted or otherwise 
transmitted via the Service by Customer or Contacts.  

4. TERM.  This Agreement will commence on the Effective 

Date and will continue in full force and effect until all executed 
Quotes have terminated, unless otherwise terminated in 
accordance with the termination rights set forth in this 
Agreement. If at the end of the applicable Quote, Customer 
intends to renew the Agreement, but has not provided a timely 
executed written renewal prior to the end of such term, then 
Everbridge, in its sole discretion, shall continue the Service(s) 
hereunder for thirty (30) days (the “Grace Period”)  in order to 

secure an executed renewal by Customer, provided that 
Customer shall pay to Everbridge the annual fee then in effect 
divided by twelve (12) (the “Monthly Holdover Fee”).  The 
Grace Period is provided to Customer as a courtesy so that 
Services will not be terminated prior to the execution of a 
renewal.  Due to insurance and liability reasons Everbridge can 
only provide one Grace Period and will charge the Monthly 
Holdover Fee.
