PAYMENT STANDARDS - HOUSING CHOICE VOUCHER PROGRAM

The U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development (HUD) sets the Fair Market Rent’s annually to be effective October 1.  The payment standard is the maximum amount of housing assistance that can be paid on behalf of a participant family.  Cindy Warren stated that payment standards must be set between 90% and 110% of the fair market rent, and is recommending that payment standards be set at 110% of the fair market rents.
