	Amendment #2013-74A West Point City for animal control services
	              Clint Thacker, Davis County Animal Care & Control Director, presented the following:
             Amendment #2013-74A with West Point City for animal control services.  The receivable amount is $23,145.20.   The contract period is January 1 – December 31, 2014.  Commissioner Petroff made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	              Amendment #2013-132A with Bountiful City for animal control services.  The receivable amount is $60,933.00.  The contract period is January 1 – December 31, 2014.  Commissioner Petroff made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye.  The document is on file in the office of the Davis County Clerk/Auditor.

	Animal Care & Control statistics: adoptions; rescue rate
	              Clint reported Davis County Animal Care & Control (DCAC&C) has 350 adoptions to date, which is down from 400 at this time last year.  They have been working diligently with the rescue organizations; i.e. Community Animal Welfare Society (CAWS), Golden Retriever Rescue, to help pick up the slack so there are not as many animals being euthanized.  The rescue organizations then adopt the animal out through their avenues.  According to Best Friends Animal Society, who tracks the statistics, DCAC&C has an 80% save rate, which is excellent. There are two different statistics: 1) rescue rate, and 2) adoptions.  Clint indicated the “live release rate” (inclusive of adoptions and rescues) is what they are working on.

They have been very involved and thanked them for their service.  Commissioner Petroff made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Millburn seconded the motion.  All voted aye. 	               Dale Peterson, Davis County Tax Administration Director, presented the Property Tax Register which reflected 8 corrections and adjustments.  Commissioner Millburn made a motion to approve.  Commissioner Petroff seconded the motion.  All voted aye.
