1. Salt Lake County (the “County”) entered into a Lease Agreement, dated December 21, 2007 (“Lease Agreement”) for office space at the building located at 111 East Broadway, Salt Lake City, Utah (“Building”), where certain divisions the Salt Lake District Attorney are located.

2. The Lease Agreement was amended by Amendment No. 1 to the Lease Agreement dated October 3, 2012 (“Amendment No. 1”) and by Amendment No. 2 to Lease Agreement dated on or about March 21, 2013 (“Amendment No. 2”).

3. The County also entered into a Parking Agreement with Broadway Centre Investment Limited Partnership and Ampco System Parking on March 23, 2010, which was amended by the First Amendment to Parking Agreement dated October 10, 2012 (“Parking Agreement”).  The Parking Agreement allows the County to make certain use of the parking  structure adjacent to the Building.

4. The County has determined that it is necessary and prudent to lease additional space on the seventh floor of the Building, to extend the term of the lease for an additional five years and to make certain other amendments and modifications to the Lease Agreement as amended by Amendment No. 1 and Amendment No. 2.

5. Additionally, the County has determined that it is necessary and prudent to modify the Parking Agreement in conjunction with the amendment to the Lease Agreement.

6. To achieve these goals, the best interests of the County will be served by amending and modifying the lease terms as provided in Amendment No. 3 to the Lease Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit A, and to modify the Parking Agreement as provided in the Second Amendment to Parking Agreement, attached hereto as Exhibit B.

	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that Amendment No. 3 to the Lease Agreement (“Amendment No. 3”) is accepted and approved, and that the Mayor is authorized to execute said Amendment No. 3 (as attached hereto as Exhibit “A”) and any additional documents necessary to effectuate the above referenced lease amendment.

The Property was acquired by tax deed or by trade for tax deed parcels in the 1920s and 1930s, and is not currently in public use by the County.

B. The Property is adjacent to the Jordan River and to land already owned by Salt Lake City (the “City”), and the City would like to acquire Property to preserve it as open space.

C. The City has offered in writing to purchase the property for County’s minimum real estate sale fee of $150.00, which will cover the back taxes and administrative fees owned on the Property.

D. Because the Property has no use to the County but will be placed in public use by the City and will be preserved as open space, the Salt Lake County Real Estate Section has determined that payment of the minimum real estate sale fee of $150.00 and the preservation of the Property as open space is full and adequate consideration for the conveyance of the Property.

E. Proceeds from the sale of the Property will be distributed in accordance with Section 59-2-1351.5 of the Utah Code.

F. It has been determined that the best interest of the County and the general public will be served by the sale and conveyance of the property for the sum of $150.00.  The sale and conveyance will be in compliance with all applicable state statutes and county ordinances.

	NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the real property constituting the Property to be conveyed to the City be and the same is hereby declared surplus property.

	IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the sale and conveyance of said parcels of real property by quitclaim deed to the City for the agreed consideration, as provided in the Interlocal Agreement attached hereto as Exhibit A and by this reference made a part of this Resolution, is hereby approved; and the Mayor is hereby authorized to execute the original of said Interlocal Agreement.

	IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED by the Salt Lake County Council that the Mayor and County Clerk are hereby authorized consistent with the terms of the Interlocal Agreement to execute the Quitclaim deed, attached hereto as Exhibit B and by this reference made a part of this Resolution, and to deliver the fully executed document to the County Real Estate Section for delivery to the City upon payment of the agreed upon purchase amount.
