1.  Open Meeting

3. Discussion:

· Resolution 2014-21 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Appointing Adam Allen to the Administrative Control Board of the North Tooele City Special Service District
Presented by Debbie Winn

There was a vacancy created on the Administrative Control Board of the North Tooele City Special Service District when Tim Fullmer resigned.  The current members of the board asked around to see who would be interested.  Adam Allen's name was submitted.  The board is in support of Mr. Allen serving.  He was the only applicant that came forth expressing an interest.

· Resolution 2014-20 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Amending Animal Control Dog and Cat Licensing Fees
	Presented by Police Chief Ron Kirby

The Chief distributed to the Council a table which compared licensing fees from other cities.  He explained that this change to the Tooele City licensing fees makes it easier for personnel and the public to make change because it rounds everything to whole dollars.  This amendment also makes it the same price for female and male animals.  Overall, there is a net increase of $6.75, when all added together.

· Ordinance 2014-07 An Ordinance of the Tooele City Council Amending Tooele City Code §5-1-8 Regarding Business License Inspections
	Presented by Roger Baker

Mr. Baker explained that this item has been discussed with the council on prior occasions.  The Council received, in their packets, two different versions of the ordinance.  The first version has an 'or' and the second version has an 'and.'  Mr. Baker further stated that the first version indicated that if an inspection indicates a violation, or if there is a civil or criminal penalty outstanding, a business license would not be renewed.  The second version states that a business license will not be renewed if an inspection indicates noncompliance and civil or criminal penalties are outstanding.  Mr. Baker suggested that the Council choose the first version.  Mr. Baker stated that it could take up to a year for a conviction on a criminal penalty.  There would be more burden on the city to prove that a person was charged, convicted, and didn't pay their penalties.  Mr. Baker asked the Council for direction on this proposed amendment.  Councilman Pruden stated that it was unfair to those business owners that do comply with the business codes, paying their license fees, etc, to give the same privileges to those that are bucking the system but yet continue to do business.  Chairman Pratt stated, on the record, that he is a Tooele City business owner and has a Tooele City business license.  

Mr. Baker stated that business owners can appeal to the administrative hearing officer if they don't agree with revocation or non-renewal.  The Mayor stated that the city issues business licenses, but businesses need to obey the rules.  He felt that this ordinance would make it fair for everyone so that no one was singled out.  Councilman Wardle was not comfortable with taking away a business owner's right to operate a business without due process of the administrative officer.  He wanted a finding in place before a business license was revoked.  Councilman Wardle suggested that the ordinance read that a business license would not be renewed if a ‘determination is made by the administrative officer’.  That would show that the process was concluded and a finding of violation was upheld.  Mr. Baker suggested that 'A' be eliminated in the second version.  Mr. Baker will amend the ordinance and present it at the next meeting in June.  He recommended that this matter be tabled during the Business meeting and be brought back at the next meeting in June.

· Tooele Boulevard Roadway Dedication Plat
Presented by Jim Bolser

The City has been under construction on the next segment of Tooele Boulevard for about two months.  The purpose of the final plat is to dedicate the property as a public road instead of a privately owned piece of property.  Mr. Hansen said that once the plat is recorded, the City will also record a 10-foot public utility and drainage easement along the western side of the roadway.  USU has also prepared a similar 10-foot easement for the eastern side of the roadway that will also be recorded.  
  
4.  Council Reports

Councilwoman Winn:  The North Tooele Special Service District is continuing to look at the issue of overgrown trees.  They have a partial plan in place to replace the trees over several years.  Communities that Care (CTC) had a meeting where they presented some of the SHARP survey results.  Some components of the survey look really good, and others don't.  Councilwoman Winn feels that the CTC program overall makes a positive impact on this community.  Councilwoman Winn missed the last arts council meeting due to attendance at a funeral.

Councilman McCall:  His committees haven't met.

Councilman Wardle:  USU hasn't had a meeting.  The Council should have received, or will receive, invitations for USU’s groundbreaking ceremony.  The groundbreaking ceremony will be held on Thursday, May 15th at 2:00 p.m.  USU held their graduation ceremony and had approximately 158 graduates.  Councilwoman Winn sang and Councilman Pratt was there.  

Councilman Pruden:  The groundbreaking for Cabella's is on May 13th at 1:00 p.m.  The first Fridays on Vine is Friday, June 6th.  This is the ninth season for Fridays on Vine.  Councilman Pruden feels that this year will be the best lineup ever.

Chairman Pratt:  The Council on Aging is asking for schedules for Fridays on Vine.  Michelle Pitt announced that the schedules will go out in the newspaper on May 29th.  The Council has been asked to judge a car show this Saturday at the city park.  Chairman Pratt will let the Council know the time of the judging. 

5. Close Meeting to Discuss Pending Litigation and Property Acquisition

Councilman Pruden moved to close the meeting to discuss pending litigation and property acquisition.  Councilman Wardle seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, "Aye", Councilman Wardle, "Aye"' Chairman Pratt, "Aye"' Councilwoman Winn, "Aye"' and Councilman McCall, "Aye".  The meeting closed at 5:36 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Paul Hansen, Councilman McCall, Councilman Wardle, Councilman Pruden, Councilwoman Winn, and Chairman Pratt.  

No minutes were taken on these items.

6.  Adjourn

Councilman Pruden moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”, Councilman Pruden, “Aye” and Councilman McCall, “Aye.”  The meeting adjourned at 6:53 p.m.
