Review & Approve Minutes. 
Review & Approve Minutes of the October 12, 2023, Town Council Meeting. Pat Kearney made a motion to accept the minutes, Jordan Pace seconded the motion and all council members voted in favor. 
Agenda Revisions: Add to Agenda; the Council needs to clarify the Short-Term Rental license award process and set a date for the drawing. 
Conflict of Interest: None
Agenda Requests/Discussion: 
Amanda Brown – Water Leak asking for forgiveness. 
Amanda Brown is asking for forgiveness for the leak which was discovered when the irrigation water was turned off. The repair was made as quickly as possible. Jordan Pace made a motion to forgive the overages for both months, September, and October. Pat Kearney seconded the motion and all council members voted to approve. 
Paula Pace – Water Leak. Paula Pace discovered a water leak in her sprinkler system. It was repaired immediately. Pat Kearney made a motion to approve the overage, Jordan seconded the motion, and all voted to pass the motion. 
Morgan Knight – Submitted a business license application for her Foot Zoning business based in her home. Following a discussion, Pearl Thorndahl-Stewart made a motion to approve the business license.  Pat Kearney seconded and all approved. 
	
Mayor Business
Review Mayor’s October Report. A copy is included in these minutes. 
Eclipse – approximately two dozen people attended the eclipse viewing in Torrey Park. The local businesses reported this was the busiest weekend ever for their business. 
Flag display – Saturday, November 11 at 11:11AM, Torrey will display the American flag and the military service flags to honor Veterans Day. The event will be held at the DUP. All are invited.  
Stop signs were requested last month. An observation was made that on the South side of HY 24 there are no stop signs when entering the highway from the South side of highway 24. Torrey will install signs on 100 W, entrada (200 W), Center St, and 100 E.
Water Tank Construction. Excess funds allocated to the tank project can be spent on items related to the project. To identify the amount of surplus funds the outstanding project bills will be computed. 
Code Enforcement, Mayor Wright is still working on this with Brock Jackson from Six County Association of Governments. Additional concerns have been identified to be addressed to the City Attorney.

Water System Upgrade. The 1.9 million funding for Torrey is still awaiting approval. There would be a $50,000 grant match. This is Torrey’s contribution limit.
Review public comments from the CIB public hearing held this day at 6:00PM, prior to this Town Council meeting. The CIB grant request is to construct a Torrey town hall.  
Public Hearing for CDBG Grant. The council will review public comments of which there were few.
Mayor Wright is still working on the Center Street bridge replacement funding.
The Council continued discussion regarding the creation of a designated ATV route through Torrey. (Mayor Wright will get more information and the Town Council will revisit in a future Meeting.) 
An outdoor recreation workshop was attended by Mayor Wright. January first is the opening date for grant planning. Torrey will create a plan for trails, walking paths, town history displays, and recreation areas.
Wayne county tourism meeting. Discussions will be held regarding the current lack of tourists and the closure of the Scenic Drive in Capitol Reef Park next year.
Affordable housing projects are in process with the Utah Housing Corporation. 
IT updates – The Torrey town website has been moved to a new server.  
Public Comments on CIB- Not many comments were made. Torrey needs renovation and updated systems in the current building that we use for town meetings. In the grant budget proposal 1.4 mil is the request with a $50,000 match from Torrey. Colleen confirms that we have the funds. 
Mayor Wright asked for a motion to approve the $50,000. Jordan Pace made the motion to approve the $50,000 match for a potential CIB grant. Pat Kearney seconded the motion and it passed unanimously. 
CDBG – Comments were made regarding road upgrades which are needed. Due to the very short timetable for submission of proposal, we will not apply at this time.
Mayor Wright proposed that we wait to submit a CDBG grant proposal and focus on current projects. Then the council will evaluate needs.  
Trail and off-Road ATV routes, this is still in the planning process. Will be working with UDOT in the future.  
Bids for the electrical upgrade in the pavilion –the first bid is from Andrew of $1,857 for electrical, plus $7,500 for a bigger mini split. Another bid from PT is for a total of $8450.00 for the complete project. Pat Kearney has requested a timeline. Pat Kearney made a motion to accept the PT bid. Jordan Pace seconded the motion, and all voted to approve. 
Mayor Wright is concerned about the number of residential water leaks and the continued forgiveness of the overages.  Discussion was held about the public awareness campaign for winterizing homes. Also, a discussion was held regarding the policy of forgiveness of overages in billing. The forgiveness policy is that there will be a one-time limit for forgiveness. Not to include negligence.
Torrey currently has one Short-Term Rental license (STR) available. Mayor Wright proposes that the council has a drawing in the January meeting for the STR license. We will draw three names. The opportunity will go to the first one that is selected who accepts the license. The drawing will be advertised in the Town Newsletter and in the Insider Newspaper. 
Shall the Town Council hold a December meeting was the next discussion. Mayor Wright suggested If there are no pressing issues then no meeting. Pat Kearney made a motion to cancel the December meeting Jordan Pace seconded the motion and all voted in favor. 
The January meeting will have the drawing for Short-term Rental on the agenda and review the draft of the New General Plan. 
Clerk Report – Karen Mayne
The Affordable Housing Authority letters, submitted by Torrey, were presented. Also, the Housing Authority building plans for two 4-plex buildings were distributed.

There will be no Tree Festival this year. The Hoe-down will be Friday, December the 8th at the DUP building. Crafts are at 4:00PM. More information is to come. 
Maintenance Report Dustin Oyler
The new water tank concrete work is complete. Next step is to fill the tank and test for leaks next week. 
P&Z Report – Dave Love, 
Planning and Zoning is now going to give Carrie Torrey the ability to post the agenda and the minutes on the Public Notice Website.
Monday at 6:30 PM the League of Cities will present the legislative process. The presentation will be open to all. 
Dave discussed the building permit application submitted by Entrada for their deck. It is out of compliance, and it has not been through the Planning and Zoning Commission. Mayor Wright spoke with Don Gomes about correcting the plan. Entrada will be meeting with their architect.  The discussion continued about the June decision of the Town Council regarding the Entrada auditorium and approval given in June 2023.  Entrada has not submitted the building permit application for the auditorium. The Council will review the June recording to clarify the understanding with Entrada.
