I just want to say thank you very much.

· Mayor Cutler expressed that Theodore Roosevelt had been out of the presidency for a year and was making speeches in all the European countries. One of the talks that he gave in 1910 at the University of Paris was called the Man in the Arena. Mayor Cutler read that and expressed that it described perfectly Council Member Smith and Council Member Boothe. They stepped up and into the arena. They have 
· been through tough times, and they never shied away from that. They had the best interest of Uintah at heart. I appreciate their steadfastness. 
· In 1934 a poem was written called the Guy in the Glass and Mayor Cutler read that and said that I do not think either of these men have cheated the Man in the Glass.
