)MINUTES
 OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE
TOOELE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS
HELD JUNE 3, 2014


Chairman Clegg called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  The time, place and agenda of the meeting had been provided to the Tooele Transcript Bulletin and to each member of the governing body by delivering copies of the notice and agenda at least two days before to each of them.

	
PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE.  The Pledge of Allegiance was offered by Myron Bateman.

ROLL CALL.  The Clerk called the roll which showed Commissioners Bruce Clegg, Chairperson, Jerry Hurst and Shawn Milne present.  Also present were Doug Hogan, Attorney and Marilyn Gillette, Clerk.

MINUTES.  Commissioner Milne moved to postpone the approval of the minutes for the Commissioner Meeting held May 20, 2014 because the attachments which were referred to were not included in his packet.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

CONSENT AGENDA.  Commissioner Hurst moved to approve the consent agenda.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

Tax Adjustments and Deferrals.  A)  Rodney Grossman, parcel #1-258-25,  paid $4,000 on May 2, 2014 and will pay $100 per month starting June 20, 2014 until it is paid in full.  Balance due, $1,138.32;  B)  Carmen A. Trujillo, parcel #02-011-0-0097 will pay $100 per month beginning June, 2014 until the total amount of $1,786.05 is paid in full;  C)  Remon Carranza, parcel #8-9-74, will pay $400 per month until the balance of $6,260.32 is paid in full.

5.	SPECIAL RECOGNITIONS.  Myron Bateman, Health Department and the Commissioners presented Malaena Toohey with a Certificate of Appreciation.  She has received numerous awards for her work in finding ways for people to be healthy.  Commissioner Hurst stated that Tooele County has led the State in obesity, heart problems and  then diabetes.  He talked to Myron about doing something bout the problem.  Myron tasked Malaena with finding a program to reduce those numbers.  She started the Live Fit Coalition, works with the County Wellness Program and gets people excited about these programs.  

Myron Bateman and The Commissioners also presented Jay DelaMare with a Certificate of Appreciation.  Myron had done some research on Jay who is 89 years old.  He served in the Navy, attended dental school then worked as a dentist for 36years.  He donated 19 years to the Salt Lake Dental Clinic, he then worked for the Tooele Dental Clinic for 6 years.  Commissioner Hurst has known Jay all of his life, he was his dentist and Jerry's  Mother worked for Jay as a receptionist for many years.  They belong to the Back Country Horseman.  Jay arranged for wood cutting sessions to help one of the members heat her home with firewood.  
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Jay stated it takes many individuals to get something like this done.  He thanked the organizations and people who have helped him along the way, including Cindy Searle with Healthy Smiles, the Tooele County Board of Health, surgeons and Lab people in Salt Lake.  They are the mainstays of keeping the prosthetic clinic open.  

6.	SUSPENDED THE RULES AND SKIPPED FORWARD ON THE AGENDA.  Commissioner Milne moved to suspend the rules and skip forward on the agenda while they are getting the presentation set up for the next agenda item.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

7.	BOARD APPOINTMENTS.  Senior Council on Aging - 1 position.  Commissioner Milne moved to appoint Ann Smith.  Commissioner Clegg seconded the motion.  All concurred.

8.	CONTRACTS.  Attorney Hogan reviewed the contracts as follows:  A)  99‑07‑12‑  Communications Lease Agreement Utah Communications Agency Network (UCAN) and Tooele County will be reviewed June, 2015;  B)  07‑10‑05‑  Fatpot Mapview, Mobile, and Records Management System "RMS" License Agreement Between Fatpot Technologies and Tooele County will be reviewed November, 2014;  C)  07‑11‑06‑  Agreement Between Wendover City and Tooele County for Law Enforcement Services will be reviewed December, 2014;  D)  09‑06‑02‑  Local Program Agreement for the Provision of On‑Site Employment Counselor and Eligiblilty Specialist with the Central Region Department of Workforce Services and Tooele County Relief Services‑ Amendment #1 will be brought back to the next Commission Meeting;  E) 11‑07‑03‑ Lease Agreement to Construct and Maintain a Trail Head for Public Use Between Kennecott Utah Copper LLC and Tooele County will be reviewed April, 2015.

9.	FINAL PRESENTATION OF THE MUNICIPAL SERVICES TAX STUDY.  Tenille Tingey and Alex Buxton, Zions Bank Public Finance gave the final presentation of the Municipal Services Tax Study.  See attachment #1.

There were questions asked concerning the shortfall this will create in the general fund, , how some of the MSF services were allocated per department, that the revenue sources and expenditure outlays for the budget be itemized.  The study will be available on the county website.  Final certified tax rate will be adopted in July, immediately after the Commission will make a decision on how to proceed with the presentation. 

10.	RESOLUTION 2014-05 - ACKNOWLEDGING RECEIPT OF A CERTIFIED REQUEST FOR A FEASIBILITY STUDY FOR THE INCORPORATION OF THE LAKE POINT AREA; AND DIRECTING THE COUNTY CLERK TO ISSUE A REQUEST FOR PROPOSALS FOR A FEASIBILITY CONSULTANT.  
Attorney Hogan felt that some key dates need to be memorialized, this resolution memorialized the important dates.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve Resolution 2014-05 for the reasons stated.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.

11.	ORDINANCE 2014-06 - RENAMING A PORTION OF ABERDEEN LANE IN STANSBURY PARK TO STALLION WAY, IN HONOR OF STANSBURY HIGH SCHOOL.     Recorder Houghton received a letter from Stansbury High requesting that they consider changing the name of Aberdeen Way to Stallion Way.  This ordinance honors that request.  Commissioner Hurst felt this would be a great idea, so he moved to approve Ordinance 2014-06.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.
  

12.	CONTRACT WITH THE STATE OF UTAH, DEPARTMENT OF HERITAGE AND ARTS, FOR GRANT FUNDING TO UNDERTAKE LOCAL HISTORIC PRESERVATION PROJECTS.  Mark McKendrick stated they have received two grants that require matches.  The total amount of the grants is $17,800.  The Wendover Airport will receive $9,200 of the grant for restoration of the Officers Club.  The Benson Grist Mill will receive $8,600 to be used for preservation.  The Benson Grist Mill will use equipment and man power to meet their match.   Commissioner Hurst thanked Mark McKendrick and Jim Petersen for writing these grants.    He moved to approve the Contract with the State of Utah, Department of Heritage and Arts, for Grant Funding to Undertake Local Historic Preservation Projects.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

13.	HIGH DENSITY MINERAL BOND PAVEMENT PRESERVATION TREATMENT.  Rod Thompson, Road Department, send out qualifications for a bidder to do this work.  He received one application from Holbrook Ashphat.   Commissioner Hurst moved to approve Holbrook Asphalt to complete 35,089 square yards of High Density Mineral Bond Pavement Preservation treatment for the cost of $54, 387.95.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

14.	MORMON TRAIL ROAD ACCELERATION LANE AGREEMENT WITH T.M. CRUSHING AND GENEVA ROCK PRODUCT.  Rod Thompson, Road Department, this if for the acceleration and deceleration lanes out of their gravel pits. T.M. Crushing has been billed $226,270.35 for their portion of the lanes, Geneva Rock has been billed $225,318.75 for their portion.  These are to be paid prior to advertising of the project. The County has received the agreement from Geneva for their portion, the TM Crushing agreement is due June 6th.   Commissioner Hurst moved to approve the wording of the contract, based upon the condition that T.M. Crushings contract and check be received by the June 6th deadline.  Commissioner Milne seconded the motion.  All concurred.

15.	RECORDING/MONITORING EQUIPMENT FOR CHILDRENS JUSTICE CENTER.  Rachel Cowan, CJC Director, is at training so Attorney Hogan discussed this item.  The four bids are listed on the last page.  None of this cost is coming out of county funds, but will be funded by the Friends of the CJC Board.  Ms. Cowan, after discussions with the Tooele County IT Department, recommends the Utah-Yamas Controls bid.  Commissioner Milne noted that while his company was sought to give a bid, he felt this represented a conflict of interest, therefore he did not bid.  Utah-Yamas Controls has the state bid for these products.  Commissioner Milne moved to approve the bid from Utah-Yamas Controls.  Commissioner Hurst seconded the motion.  All concurred.
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16.	PUBLIC CONCERNS
Jeff McNeill discussed a GRAMA Request he submitted.

Chris Ivester discussed a segment he saw on KSL concerning the Deseret Peak Complex.  

Tom Poyner stated he doesnt feel the unincorporated Tooele County residents are being 	double taxed.  

Gordon Beals felt things need to be handled differently as far as marketing 	at the Deseret Peak Complex. 

Jeff McNeill feels the $1.5 million for the Municipal Services Tax is not enough, it should be 3-4 times more.  Likewise with the general services tax. 

Toby Lee stated the Commissioners are the only ones that can approve fund to fund transfers.  

John Beagley gets tired of hearing all of the negative about the Deseret Peak Complex.  He felt the general county leadership let the county down.  DPC was not the countys downfall, rather the way it was funded.  Lets heal it up, work together and make it good.


Attorney Hogan discussed interlocal agreements between the county, schools and military for use of the fields and gyms in youth sports. 

Commissioner Milne stated debate is healthy for a good republic, hopefully we wont become disagreeable.  He didnt do the interview with KSL to shame his community, but he does appreciate the citizens speaking up.  He appreciates when questions are asked.

17.	ADJOURN.  Commissioner Milne moved to adjourn the meeting at 9:12 p.m.  Commissioner Clegg seconded the motion.  All concurred.
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
