A Motion Was Made By J. Jacobson To Approve The Minutes From Dec. 13th, 2023. With Needed Changes. A. Ekker Second The Motion. M. Visarraga -Aye G. Hart-Aye, Mayor K. Alvey -Aye.

· Citizens Requests: 
1. Mike Stevens/ John Forsythe  
Speed Limits And Enforcement Mr. M. Stevens & J. Forsythe Would Like The Speed Reduced To 25 Mph On All Of Main St. Mr. Stevens Gave Some Examples Of The Speeding That Happens On Main St. At This Time. Because It Is The Road A Lot Of Trucks And Such Use To Get From Sr 118 To Sr 24 Which Accesses The County Dump. He Mentioned In The Last 7 Years That They Have Lived There The Traffic Has Steadily Increased. To Where It’s A Real Concern For Them And Their Neighbors The Speed Limit At This Time Is Posted At 35 Mph. But Between Him And Mr. Forsythe They Have Clocked People On An Average Of 45-50 Mph.
They Feel Its A Real Safety Concern With No Sidewalks To Ride Their Bikes And Such. And Kids Playing Close By. Some Of The Kids On That Road Are Home Schooled. They Feel Being A Town Road That Sigurd Should Opt To Lower The Speed Limit For The Benefit And Safety Of Their Residents. Mr. Stevens Also Said They Would Like 2 Speed Bumps Put In. The Mayor Said The Council Would Need To See If That Was Legal To Do. M. Visarraga Asked Mr. Stevens If He Had Asked The Other Neighbors How They Felt About That. Mr. Stevens Said No. But, Pointed Out That There Are Some Hand-I-Capped Kids And Older People Along The Road That They Are Concerned About. M. Visarraga Pointed Out That The People Across And Down The Road A Little Have Even Put Up Their Own Sign To Hopefully Slow Vehicles Down. J. Forsythe Pointed Out That It Would Be Better To Have Them Slow Down For The Safety Of The Residents Than Save Two Minutes Of Time For The Trucks Going Down The Little Stretch Of Road, Also He Asked That We Put A Sign Up That Says No Commercial Traffic Allowed On Main St. And Have Them Reroute Down To The North End Of Town. They Also Understand That Enforcement Is Part Of The Equation, But If The Speed Limit Is Lowered Then Hopefully The Average Speed Will Lower Itself Too. Mayor Alvey Mentioned He Felt Being A Town Municipal Road He Would Like The Speed Limit Reduced. 
It Was Also Brought Up We Need To Make Sure There Are School Bus Signs Where They Should And Need To Be.
The Possibilities Of Cameras Was Brought Up, But A. Ekker Believes They Are Not Permissible Any Longer In Court.
