I. PLEDGE
Commission Chairman Guy Brinkerhoff brought the Planning and Zoning Commission meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. and led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.

IV. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING
Commission Member Clark Mortensen made a motion to approve the minutes as presented for December 13, 2023. Commission Member Joy Partridge seconded the motion, all voted aye. Motion carried. 

V. REPORT OF BOARD – COMMITTEE’S

VI. PUBLIC HEARING
To receive and consider public comments on a proposed zone change application from Residential (R-1) to General Commercial (GC) located at approximately 202 N. 100 E., Hinckley, Utah.
Commission Chairman Guy Brinkerhoff opened the Public Hearing at 7:04 PM, stated the reason for the Public Hearing, Lori Singleton has requested a zone change from R-1 to GC at property owned by her at 202 N. 100 E. Commission Chairman stated that the necessary steps had been taken prior to this meeting getting us here. One of the steps taken has been to mail certified return receipt letters to all residents within 300 feet of the property proposed for zone change. Planning & Zoning Clerk Dixie Talbot stated all letters have been received back to the town excluding three. A total of 19 letters were sent. Commission Chairman Brinkerhoff then asked if anyone had any thoughts or comments regarding the requested zone change that they come forward and speak to the commission. Mayor Florang stated the purpose of the Public Hearing is to hear from the public and not an exchange back and forth. The person making the application would be encouraged to state why the proposed zone change would be a good thing to do. Lori Singleton spoke to the commission and stated her family has been finishing the school as a place to hold family reunions and a wedding venue in the gymnasium. She stated families wishing to use her home and property had questioned if there were RV sites with hookups available. Ms. Singleton stated she has been working on this project for about nine months and feels the first step is a zone change. Ms. Singleton stated her first idea was for a few RV hookups and after looking into the cost she would like to make more lots available and permanent to help recover some of the expenses. Ms. Singleton also stated she has talked to several Hinckley residents about her plans regarding an RV park and has gotten positive feedback. Several questions came from the audience regarding excavation, sewer and if Hinckley Town was going to be responsible for such expenses. The audience was reminded that this meeting was regarding a zone change only and any other questions were premature at this point. Mayor Florang stated he would be willing to talk with anyone who was interested after the meeting or by telephone pertaining to the next steps if the zone change is approved for Singleton’s 7 acres from R-1 to GC. Ryan Johnson questioned if the whole property including where the school and gymnasium are located is going to be changed to GC. It was answered that the request is for the entire property to be rezoned. Chairman Brinkerhoff stated that at this time Hinckley Town has no RV ordinance. Christy Finlinson stated that she wanted more information before making any decision. She also stated she is concerned with the traffic increase in the area of her property and also how the town infrastructure would handle an RV park. Trent Staheli stated his concern was having people live in RVs in his neighborhood and the possibility of having less than desirable people as neighbors. Ryan Johnson stated his experience with previous families staying at the old school had been a lot of people riding motorcycles around his home and didn’t agree with a commercial zone in the middle of town. Aaron Nelson stated his biggest concern with zoning the property commercial was the tax value of the adjoining property owners. He also stated his concern for additional traffic in the area. Commission Member Clark Mortensen stated that Hinckley Town does have ordinances that define what is allowed in a commercial property zone. Thomas Miller stated his property is in direct contact with Singleton’s and he doesn’t have any problem with the rezoning request or development in the area. Commission Chairman Brinkerhoff closed the Public Hearing at 7:35 pm and returned to the regular Planning & Zoning meeting. Chairman Brinkerhoof explained the next steps regarding the zone change would be the Planning and Zoning Commission would discuss the comments received and the request would go to Hinckley Town Council. 

VII. NEW BUSINESS
1. Application to Appear – Steven Howes. Relocate mobile home from Clydesdale Subdivision to 101 N. 100 E. Mr. Howes stated he would like to purchase mobile home from Francisco Colqui and move to his parents’ property. Mayor Florang stated that this mobile home was built in 1974 and was built to a different set of standards. According to HUD requirements anything built before June 1976 is considered a mobile home and by ordinance is not allowed in any residential zone. Mr. Howes questioned where the code was located and said according to the Utah Code mobile homes should be allowed. Mayor Florang further stated that Hinckley Town currently has no ordinance that allows mobile homes in residential zones. Mr. Howes stated that the property he wanted to relocate home to has cement pads where a previous home had been. After discussion it was brought to the Commission’s attention that the ordinance was in Chapter 10, Section 5-2. Commission Member Clark Mortensen made a motion to deny moving mobile home to residential property. Commission Member Joy Partridge seconded the motion. All voted aye.
2. Application to Appear – Building permit, Steven Howes. Open Photo Shop at 105 N. Main St. Mr. Howes explained to the Commission that he had received an inspection from Sunrise Engineering outlining the improvements needed to the building. The first item was to obtain a building permit from Hinckley Town. He stated he had completed several items on the list and was requesting a building permit. After much discussion it was stated that the Commission was only issuing a building permit and Sunrise Engineering would do the inspections. Steven was told after Sunrise Engineering has issued a Certificate of Occupancy; he could then apply for a business license from Hinckley Town. Commission Member Clark Mortensen made a motion to approve building permit for Steven Howes at 105 N. Main St. Commission Member Joe Taylor seconded the motion. All voted aye.
3. Business License Renewal – Margene’s Appraisal. Commission Member Clark Motion made a motion to renew the business license for Margene’s Appraisal. Commission Member Joy Partridge seconded the motion. All voted aye.
4. Business License Renewal – Spencer Trucking LLC, Edell & Sidney Spencer. Commission Member Joe Taylor made a motion to renew the business license for Spencer Trucking LLC. Commission Member Joy Partridge seconded the motion. All voted aye.
5. Business License Renewal – Double T Trucking, Todd Smith. Commission Member Joy Partridge made a motion to renew the business license for Double T Trucking. Commission Member Clark Mortensen seconded the motion. All voted aye.
6. Business License Renewal – Hinckley Homestead LLC, Derek Christensen. Commission Member Clark Mortensen made a motion to renew the business license for Hinckley Homestead LLC. Commission Member Margene Stevens seconded the motion. All voted aye. 
7. Application to Appear – Jesus J. Gutierrez-Soliz. Change property at 600 W 500 N., 2.12 acres to (3) one-half acre lots and (1) lot of .62 acres. After discussion item was tabled.

VIII. OUTSTANDING BUSINESS
1. Updating the General Plan for Hinckley Town.
