4) WATER LEASE AGREEMENT- Shawn Wilkins

5) ENGINEER PROJECT UPDATES –
TANK AND WELL PROJECT -- Ryan Richens with CRS Engineers gave an update for the well and tank. Property descriptions have been put together for the easements that will be needed. They are working with Clark Allred for those easements. Division of Drinking water has until the end of February to let us know on the well. Test drilling will take place around the first part of May.
LEAD AND COPPER PROJECT -- Regarding the lead and copper revision Ryan said that they are currently mapping the water that will be affected.
