Mayor Swenson opened the meeting at 7:30pm.  Kent Wilson offered the opening prayer and Ethan Olsen led the Pledge of Allegiance.

1.  PUBLIC COMMENTS – none

2.   KEITH BRADY – not present

3.  CAMRYN COX, ASHTON BELL – DONATION GIRLS STATE
Camryn Cox was not present.  Ashton Bell was unable to attend the meeting but did present a letter to the council requesting a donation to Girls State.  Carol Stilson moved to approve a $100.00 donation to Ashton Bell to attend Girls State.  Second Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Tom Baltzer – aye,  Carole Larsen – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carol Stilson – aye.  Motion passed.

4.  MELODY HOFFMAN – DONATION ORANGEVILLE CITY LIBRARY
Melody Hoffman was before the council to request a donation to the Orangeville City Library.  This money is used to help with summer story hour.  Tom Baltzer moved to approve a $100.00 donation to the Orangeville City Library.  Second Carole Larsen.  Voting:  Tom Baltzer – aye, Carole Larson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carol Stilson – aye.  Motion passed.

5.  APPROVAL OF LANDLORD AGREEMENT
Kent Wilson moved to approve the Landlord Agreement for 115 South 100 East.  Second Tom Baltzer.  Motion passed.  Utility bills will now be sent to the above address.

6.  APPROVAL  OF MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Carol Stilson moved to approve the minutes of the April 10, 2014 meeting.  Second Carole Larsen.  Motion passed.

7.  APPROVAL OF ALL BILLS AND WARRANTS
Carole Larsen moved to approve all bills and warrants as presented.  Second Carol Stilson.  Voting:  Tom Baltzer – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carol Stilson – aye.  Motion passed.

8.  DISCUSSION OF REMOVAL OF RUSSIAN OLIVE TREES AT APPROXIMATELY 40 NORTH MILLDAM ROAD
Dennis Tuttle informed the council that just as you make the turn on Milldam Road there is a curve sign on the side of the road.  The Russian Olive trees have almost covered up the sign.  They are in the right of way.  The street sign is inside the property line.  The property owners cannot use the full width of the driveway.  The sign and trees do need to be moved.  Kent Wilson indicated that we need to be sure that everything is blue staked.  Mayor Swenson will contact Deb Dull with PacifiCorp. and get this scheduled.

9.  DISCUSSION AND POSSIBLE APPROVAL OF GARBAGE INCREASE
Kent Wilson explained that in other cities the rate increase happens automatically.  Orangeville City contract requires that he ask for it.  There has been four years with no increase.  The contract states that the maximum increase is 3% per year.  Emery Sanitation is asking for a 3% increase in garbage collection fees.  The fee for one can is currently $4.75 this will increase $.13 per can.  Carole Larsen moved to approve a 3% increase to Emery Sanitation for garbage collection fees.  Second Carol Stilson.   Abstain – Kent Wilson.  Motion passed.

10.  DISCUSSION OF POTENTIAL SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT PROJECTS
Mayor Swenson informed the council that the Castle Valley Special Service District has some contingency funds that have been held in case of problems that need to be taken care of.  The amount is $250,000.00.  Each city needs to determine potential projects.  The mayor has been made aware of some culinary water lines that need to be replaced.   Casey Toomer stated that currently these water lines are 4in. lines and could be expanded to 8in.   Mayor Swenson will submit this to the Castle Valley Special Service District.

11.  DISCUSS AGRICULTURAL WATER SCHEDULES
Kent Wilson explained that flood irrigation can get done in the allotted time but sprinklers cannot.   The schedule should go by the acreage instead of the size of the riser.   We are currently paying Cottonwood Creek $7,000.00 per year.  This amount should give us 1200 acre ft. per year.  The citizens should not be subsidizing that.  He proposes that agricultural users water from 9pm until 6am Monday through Friday and from 9pm Sat. to 6am Monday morning.   Also if there is no sprinkler system then the user will use the old system and will have to call for water and be given the same time as long as they are working toward sprinklers.  There will be a cut off date when they must be using sprinklers or they will not be given water.

Kent Wilson moved that those water users that are on sprinklers will water from 9pm until 6am Monday through Friday and from 9pm Saturday to 6am Monday morning.  Those who do not have sprinklers will water under the old system and will be temporary only.  Orangeville City will also adopt Johansen and Tuttle fee schedule.  The base rate needs to be on what they are irrigating not what they own.

12.  APPROVAL OF 2014-2015 TENTATIVE BUDGET
Mrs. Leeflang explained the changes to the 2014-2015 budget.   Carole Larsen moved to approve the 2014-2015 Tentative Budget.  Second Carol Stilson.  Voting:  Carol Stilson – aye, Kent Wilson – aye, Carole Larsen – aye, Tom Baltzer – aye.  Motion passed.

13,  KEITH BRADY – CANDIDATE FOR EMERY COUNTY COMMISSIONER
Mr. Brady informed the council that he is a candidate for Emery County Commissioner.  He has served on the city council in Green River.  On the Emery County Business Chamber and the Travel Board.  Economies are hurting in our county and he would like to see the county run as a business.  He will work in Castle Dale three days a week.

14.  SET DATE, TIME, AND PLACE FOR PUBLIC HEARING TO APPROVE 2014-2015 BUDGET
Kent Wilson moved to set the date for the Public Hearing to approve the 2014-2015 budget for the General Fund, Municipal Building Authority and the Utility Fund on June 12, 2014 at 7:00pm at the Orangeville City Hall Council Room 25 North Main.  Second Tom Baltzer.

16.  STAFF REPORTS –
Dennis Tuttle –
· Because of a lot of wind there are a lot of roofs needing repair.  Some do not need a lot of repair and some do.  He has contacted the building inspector and asked him when a citizen should need a building permit.  A permit for a re-shingle is $80.80.  The building inspector said that a permit would not be required if the repair is under five squares.  Anything above that amount would require a permit.  

Katlin Bell – 
Kent Wilson stated that they are making headway with dogs that are not licensed.  Would it be possible to send tickets out in the mail?  Dennis Tuttle asked what is being done with people that have three dogs?  This is an ordinance and if you have a neighbor that is not in compliance come into city hall and file a complaint.  There was a complaint filed by citizen who was walking her dog and the dog was attacked by a pit bull.  The sheriff’s office will be contacted on this matter.

17.  COUNCIL BUSINESS
Carole Larsen –
· Mrs. Larsen and Dennis Tuttle will be attending training on May 16 in Ephraim, Utah on the general plan.  
· Someone made a bike rack at the library for an Eagle Scout Project, if the city would like to have it, it is available.
· Would like to have the Youth City Council help with story time in the summer.
· She has been approached by a woman who said that Orangeville is not inviting to businesses.  Her daughter had wanted to start a business in Orangeville but took her business elsewhere because the city was not very inviting.  Economic Development has money available for those who need help in starting a business.
