WELCOME:
Mrs. Page welcomed the Board to the meeting.

BOARD CHANGES – JAMIE RASMUSSEN RESIGNATION:
Due to a permanent change in residency, Jamie Rasmussen has resigned her position on the board effective immediately.  Mrs. Rasmussen told the Board that it had been interesting serving on the Board.  She appreciated all the help along the way and will miss the opportunity to grow.  Commission Downs and other members of the Board thanked her for her service.
ACCESS TO PATRON ACCOUNTS, AND CIRCULATION POLICY #120 – PROPOSED CHANGES:

Mrs. Sanford told the Board that the proposed changes to Policy #120 clarify that we will only accept a Utah state issued driver’s license or identification card as an alternate form of identification that may become part of the patron’s record.  Commission Downs made a motion to approve the changes.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mrs. Sanford also included guidelines the staff will use as a basis for implementing these changes starting June 1, 2014.
OPEN MEETING LAW TRAINING – NEAL GEDDES:
Neal Geddes, from the County Attorney’s office, conducted the annual open meeting law training for the Library Board.
SUMMER READING OVERVIEW – MARILYN GETTS:
Marilyn Getts, Central Branch Librarian, went over our 2014 Summer Reading Program, “Fizz, Boom, Read” and passed out the calendar of events.  The Summer Reading program will begin the first week in June.  She told the Board that children get excited about reading about a subject that has been presented at one of our Summer Reading Programs.  

CONTRACTS – RATIFICATION:

-Mrs. Smith made a motion to ratify the contract with Gordon Geotechnical Engineering in the amount of up to $6,400 for additional bore holes on the site of the new Kaysville Library.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Their findings will be reviewed by the structural engineer at FFKR Architects.
-Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the contract with Quinn Rollins in the amount of $1,050 for Launch into Lego Summer Reading Programs.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
-Mr. Tucker made a motion to ratify the contract with local author, Jennifer Nielsen, in the amount of $500.  The program will be at the South Branch Library on July 12, 2014.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  
BUILDINGS – UPDATE:
Mrs. Sanford told the Board that we are ready to award the bid to the contractor but are holding off until we have the boring results from the geotechnical company.  When we have that we can establish the new time frame.  The design team has gone as far as they can with the interior of the building until the bid is awarded.  We are continuing to work on the parking lot issues at the Centerville Branch.  We are moving forward with an action plan to move forward with those repairs but don’t want to do anything until the Summer Reading program has concluded.  There is some additional work that needs to be done at some of our libraries in anticipation of them being vote centers.  This involves some restriping of the parking lots and the attachment of a handrail at the North Branch Library.  We are getting bids for that now.  There may be some grant money available to help offset the cost.  
RATIFICATION OF BILLS - MARCH 2014:
Mr. Tucker made a motion to ratify the bills paid in March 2014 in the amount of $467,962.73.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
ADJOURNMENT:

Mrs. Smith made a motion to adjourn at 9:00 a.m.  Mr. Tucker seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
