AGENDA ITEM Consideration regarding authorization to release the Improvements
Durability Retainer of $25,125.00 for Bach Apartments, located at 742 East 620 South.

SUMMARY RECOMMENDATION The City Engineer recommends that the Improvements
Durability Retainer be released. The improvements were found in a condition meeting City
standards for workmanship and performance after one (1) year of service.

BACKGROUND  Pursuant to the terms of Sections 17.9.100 and 17.9.403 of the City
Development Code, the City Council may authorize the release of the Improvements Durability
Retainer following the one (1) year durability testing period. The release is based on a finding
that the quality of construction and materials have endured without evidence of unusual
depreciation, wear, non-conformance of City standards or need for remedial action.

BUDGET IMPACT Following the release of the Improvements Durability Retainer, the City
is responsible for all future maintenance and replacement costs for any publicly-owned property

or improvement. In developments with Home-Owners or Unit-Owners Associations, all common
area maintenance and replacement responsibilities will then fall to the Association. All privately-
owned improvements will be the responsibility of the owner of the given parcel.

SUGGESTED MOTION  Move to authorize the City Engineer to issue documents and/or
payments to release the Improvements Durability Retainer of $25,125.00 for Bach Apartments.
Find that the quality of construction and materials have endured without evidence of unusual
depreciation, wear, non-conformance of City standards, or need for remedial action.

Hazard tree. A tree which has been deemed by the city forester as having the
potential to cause physical damage or harm to human life, existing structures or
improvements, or utilities; including (but not limited to) any tree that is host to a
communicable disease or destructive disease or other pestilence, a tree whose roots
cause the surface of a public street, curb, gutter, or sidewalk to be up-heaved or
otherwise disturbed, or any tree whose condition or location constitutes a danger to
the health, safety, or well-being of the public.

Temporary Cul-de-sacs may be allowed where recommended for approval by the
City Engineer and Development Services Director and approved by Council. In the

a. If the longitudinal slope of the roadway slopes into the cul-de-sac (whether

thereto and the city recorder of the Lessee is hereby authorized to affix the seal of the Lessee to
such documents.

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Section 3.  Other Actions Authorized. The officers and employees of the Lessee shall
take all action necessary or reasonably required by the parties to the Agreements to carry out, give
effect to and consummate the transactions contemplated thereby (including the execution and
delivery of a Final Acceptance Certificate, escrow agreements, disbursement requests and any tax
certificate and agreement, as contemplated in the Agreements) and to take all action necessary in
conformity therewith, including, without limitation, the execution and delivery of any closing and
other documents required to be delivered in connection with the Agreements, including
designation of the Agreements as “qualified tax-exempt obligations” under Section 265(b)(3)(B)
of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, if requirements for such designation can be
met.

Section 4.  Appointment of Authorized Lessee Representatives. The officers and officials
of the Lessee are each hereby designated to act as authorized representatives of the Lessee for
purposes of the Agreements and any escrow agreements until such time as the governing body of
the Lessee shall designate any other or different authorized representative for purposes of the
Agreements or any escrow agreement.

If you also requested PBT’s, they will be
shipped directly to your agency.

SUMMARY RECOMMENDATION
Staff would recommend approval.

BACKGROUND

The American Fork CTC Program is now rolling out an exciting new parent coaching pilot
program in two of our schools: Polaris High School and Forbes Elementary. This program will
be 100% funded through a Utah County grant obtained by the AF CTC Program. The Cook
Center for Human Connection, based out of Pleasant Grove, will be the service provider. The
Cook Center will provide qualified and licensed therapists available by phone to parents of the
students at these schools at no cost to the parents. The Cook center therapists will be available to
parents, free of charge, to answer questions regarding struggling students, provide expertise and
insight regarding child psychology, and develop and implement success plans for those students.

While use of the service will be available to all parents of students, the CTC program hopes to
specifically target the services to parents of students struggling with substance use at the schools.
The CTC Program will encourage the schools to require the parents of the involved student to
meet with Cook Center therapists to develop a success plan for their child. The original pilot
program will run for 12 months.
