
   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, MAY 21, 2014
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 21st of May, 2014 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

1.  Opening Remarks given by Allen Henningson.
2.  Meeting called to order and roll call.  Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting.  
3.  Approval of minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the April 16th  Town Council meeting were presented for approval.  All members had reviewed the minutes.  Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes.  The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

4.  Comments from Residents.
Matt Mclean of the Sevier County Sheriff's Office asked the council if there were any concerns.  He asked if there were any more problems with missing newspapers.  He said that he thought he had solved the problem.  David Nielson noted that the gentleman that had been involved was back in town.  There has not been any missing newspapers recently.  Matt commented that the speed radar sign was being moved around and was helpful to reduce speeding in town.  He asked that the council notify him of any needs from the Sheriff's Office.
Dale Gifford asked if a decision had been made regarding storing the CERT trailer.  Mayor Peterson responded that he was working on a solution for protecting the trailer.  Dale also reported that there were several large cottonwood trees in town that could fall on our streets.  The trees are located on private property and should be maintained by the property owners.  Mayor Peterson will talk with the property owners about the problems their trees could cause.   Dale also reported that the little trees west of the Community Center need to be pruned.  Becky assigned Darren to prune the trees.
5.  Park Project update.  Splash Pad Project Proposal presentation by company representative of Splash Zone, Ryan Werlich.  Discussion and Questions.  Other Park Needs.  Becky Bastian

Mayor Peterson welcomed Ryan Werlich, the company representative of Slash Zone, the company that has been selected to install our splash pad.  Becky Bastian reported that Mayor Peterson, Darren Neilson, Allen Henningson and herself had shown Ryan the proposed location for the splash pad.  Becky introduced Ryan to the council and asked that he make his presentation.  Ryan presented a power point presentation describing how a splash pad is constructed from the excavation to the finished product.  Ryan stressed that splash pads are a great safe environment and that there are no drownings associated with splash pads.  The splash pad uses chlorine and UV to assure disinfection of the water used for the system.  The splash pad takes about three to four weeks to install.  The pad is concrete.  Dale Gifford asked how often the water in the tank needed to be changed.  Ryan stated that the water should be replaced each year.  The system has a pump that is constantly cleaning the water.  The filter should be back washed twice a year.  David Nielson asked how long the pumps would last.  Ryan stated that the pumps have a two year warranty, but should last up to ten years.  Mayor Peterson asked how often the chlorine container needed to be changed.  Ryan stated that it would last most of the season.  David Nielson asked if the UV disinfectant system was required.  Ryan stated that it was not currently required in Utah.  It is an effective protection against cryptosporidium.  Becky added that the rules for Utah are being reviewed and that UV disinfection may be required in the future.  Dale Gifford asked if the tanks were assessable to the public.  Ryan reported that the tanks are buried underground.  
Mayor Peterson reported that the town is planning to build the facility building for the splash pad which will save $5,000.00.  Wilma Ames asked how many people our splash pad is planned for.  Ryan stated that the slash pad is planned for 1,000 square feet.  It has been determined that each child needs 25 square feet of space.  Our splash pad would accommodate 40 kids.  The council discussed the feasibility of increasing the size of the splash pad.  Bryan Brown asked about the type of cleaning that would be necessary.  Ryan stated that it should be pressure washed once in awhile.  Bryan asked about the potential for vandalism.  Ryan stated that the features are stainless steel and are quite durable.  Wilma Ames asked if the system has an automatic shutoff.  Ryan explained that it has a timer that can control the times of use.  There is an emergency shut off.  Mayor Peterson asked about the advantage of using chlorine tablets or liquid chlorine.  Our system is designed for liquid chlorine.  Becky's research established that liquid chlorine would be best for our use.   The council discussed increasing the size of the tank from 600 gallons to 1,200 gallons.  It would cost an additional $600.00 to increase the size of the tank.  Ryan feels that 600 gallons is an adequate size for our tank.  The health department has suggested that increasing the size of the tank would improve the testing results.  Wilma Ames asked about maintenance costs for the splash pad.  Ryan estimated that the annual maintenance cost would be between two and three thousand dollars with electricity being the biggest expense.  The system will be operational for about five months.  The above ground features will be removed during the winter months.  
Becky Bastian reported the fund raising activities have raised $4,760.00 for the splash pad project.  She will plan to attend the August CIB meeting to present our proposal to drop the loan and increase the grant.  The balance would be funded by town funds and thru additional fund raising activities.  

Becky asked the council to consider having this year's Fourth of July activities at the pavilion.  It would reduce the need for putting up shade canopies.  
Becky reported that she had attended a progress meeting for the Bike Trail.  The paving process has started.  The planned completion date is June 20th.  A ribbon cutting celebration is planned.  The county will pay the cost of the celebration.  Becky is helping plan the activity.  A four foot fence is planned along the canal where the concrete structures are located.  The county will be responsible for maintenance of the bike trail.  We may be asked to do some snow removal.  

Becky reported that Darren and Tyson are doing a good job maintaining the park.  The bleachers were moved to block access to the restroom area.  
6.  Request for approval of Raymond Jones Subdivision.  Ryan Savage

Ryan Savage explained that he was representing the Jones' since they were out of town for the week.  Ryan reported that he had been in contact with Rocky Mountain Power and that they would require a utility easement from the adjacent subdivision.  The Chisholm's have provided a letter stating that they will provide the easement requested by Rocky Mountain Power.  The Public Health Department has provided a letter approving the proposed septic system.  The subdivision has one lot of two acres with a phase two area for future development containing four acres.  We will send Raymond Jones notification that the four acre area is a non compliant subdivision.  No development would be allowed on that area until the phase 2 subdivision is approved.  A proposed road right of way was provided on the west side of the subdivision.  The required fire hydrants are in place.  The final check list for the subdivision was reviewed.  The planning commission has approved the subdivision subject to receiving an approval letter from the Public Health Department.  The town was provided water as required by our ordinance.  An one half acre foot credit was provided by the Chisholm's as a portion of the requirement.  Raymond Jones provided $1,000.00 for the balance of the requirement.  They have also paid their impact and hookup fees as well as their water deposit.  Since all infrastructure is in place the bonding requirements can be waived.  The council has waived the street light requirements for past subdivisions.  David Nielson made a motion to waive the bonding and street light requirements for the Jones Subdivision.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

Bryan Brown made a motion to approve the Jones Subdivision.  Charles Evans seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The two mylar copies on the subdivision plat were signed by the council.  It will be recorded at the county after the Jones' return from their trip.  
7.  Nuisance Complaint Roadway Right of Way.

Mayor Peterson reported that he had received several complaints concerning the road right of way in front of the Terry Foot property.  Mayor Peterson asked for comments from the council.  Other council members agreed there is a problem with the debris in the right of way.  There is an old manure spreader full of junk in the right of way as well as other metal scrap objects.   It was suggested that Terry be sent a letter giving him thirty days to clean up the roadway right of way.  It was also suggested that we offer to remove the material from the property for the value of the scrap metal.  Becky also reported that she had confronted an individual removing scrap metal from the splash pad donation bin.  Mayor Peterson stated that he and Shelley would prepare the letter.  
8.  Central Valley Cemetery. 

Mayor Peterson reported that he has several people that are interested in working on the cemetery community council.  Pat Meanea, Dale Gifford, Dwayne Bayles, Gary Harrison, Bruce Riddle and Susan Outzen have agreed to help on the cemetery planning project.  Mayor Peterson reported that he has reviewed the cemetery area and suggests that the area east of the existing graves could be used for new grave sites.  He has staked and flagged the area.  He asked the council to look at the area and make their suggestions.  There is an old fence that needs to be removed.  Charles Evans offered to level the area in return for salvaging the fence material.  The fence removal could also be a potential eagle scout project.  Bryan asked if the grave sites would need to be surveyed.  Mayor Peterson agreed that they would need to be surveyed.  Pat Meanea is looking into a computer program for cemeteries.  We need to keep the costs for the cemetery lots reasonable.  Becky suggested that there are grants available for developing cemeteries.  Water will be an issue at the cemetery.  The old pioneer cemetery will not be used for new burial sites.  We will need to develop a cemetery policy.  We will need to decide if the individual plots can be fenced.  It was suggested that the group work on some of the preliminary work.   
9.  Policy for returning Deposits on Culinary Water Accounts.

Mayor Peterson explained that the council needs to develop a policy for returning water deposits.  Our ordinance allows that the deposit be returned after two years for customers with a good payment history.  The council discussed what would be a good payment history to allow the return of the water deposit.  For determining a good payment history, the council agreed that a water customer could be late no more than two times per year or a total of four times in the two year period.  A water customer that has received a shut off notice would not be eligible for return of their water deposit.   

10.  Approve May 2014 update of Consolidated Fee Schedule.
Mayor Peterson reviewed the changes that are being incorporated into our Consolidated Fee Schedule.  Changes include the recent revisions to the water rates and well as changes to the community center rental rates.  A rate for the value of one acre foot of water was also included for use with the subdivision ordinance.  David Nielson made a motion to approve the May 2014 update of the Consolidated Fee Schedule.  Becky Bastian seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The Consolidated Fee Schedule is an exhibit of our fee schedule resolution.    

11.  Adopt Tentative Fiscal Year 2014/2015 Budget.  Set Public Hearing to adopt final budget. 

Allen Henningson reviewed the tentative budget with the council.  There are no changes made to the proposed tentative budget since our last meeting.  It includes a $346,000.00 general fund budget and a $166,000.00 water department budget.  Allen stated that the $100,000.00 carryover amount in the general fund would change to what is actually left as we get nearer to the end of the year.  It was determined that the $20,000.00 amount designated as the towns contribution to the splash pad would be increased by the donations received for the splash pad.  The $15,000.00 amount needed in additional fund raisers would be reduced by the amount donated by the end of the year.  The $88,0000.00 road fund will be reduced by the amount that the final expenditures of the road department for the year exceed the planned carryover amount.  The water department fund was increased by $12,000.00 due to the increase in water rates.  A breakdown of the administration budget within the general fund was reviewed.  It includes funds for a three percent increase for the town employees and the council.  It is also proposed that the mileage reimbursement rate be increased to the current federal mileage rate which is $0.56 per mile.  Proposed salary rates and the increased mileage rate were included in the packets the council has received.  Allen asked that the council approve the three percent increase and the new mileage rate since he would need to prepare a compensation ordinance for approval with the final budget.  

Mayor Peterson stated that he did not want to accept an increase for himself but was open to approve it for the rest of the council and the town employees.  David Nielson stated that the town employees had received 3% for the last three years.  He said that was 9% during a time when the economy was sluggish and is too much.  David stated that he was not in favor of the three percent increase.  Bryan stated that we should leave the rates as they are.  Becky suggested the council not receive an increase but was okay with a three percent increase for the town employees.  Charles stated that the council should not receive an increase but was okay with an increase for the town employees.  Income from the town is not the sole source for any of those that work for the town.  David Nielson made a motion to keep that salary for the council at the same level as last year and increase the town employees wages by two percent.  This motion died for lack of a second.  Becky Bastian made a motion to keep the council salary at the same level as last year and to increase the town employees salary by three percent, including raising the mileage rate to $0.56 per mile.  Becky stressed that she did not want a three percent increase to be a precedent.  The increase should be discussed and determined each year.  Bryan Brown seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted no, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted no and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was three in favor and two against.  The salary for the council will remain the same as last year.  The town employees will receive a three percent increase.  The mileage rate will be increased to $0.56 per mile.  These changes will be effective for the July payroll.
David Nielson made a motion to adopt the tentative budget as presented.  Charles Evans seconded the motion.   Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.   A public hearing to receive comments on the final budget was set for June 18, 2014.  

12.  Approval of monthly expenditures.  Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the April expenditures.  Charles Evans made a motion to approve the April expenditures as described.  Bryan Brown seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

13.  Council Members Reports.
David Nielson reported that he and Dale Gifford attended the League's Road School in St. George last month.  There was a lot of good information provided.  He contracted Straight Stripe Painting while he was at the Road School.  They have agreed to repaint our roads sometime this summer.  The roads should be completed prior to the Fourth of July.  They learned about a process to reprocess the asphalt roads at a more economical cost.  It is a cold mix process.  David and Mayor Peterson met with Jones and DeMille to evaluate the costs of using the process on our streets.  
David reported that Tom Ostrander has requested a street light adjacent to his property.  He met with Tom and explained that the town does not have the funding to install street lights.  

Dale Gifford reported that there is a lot of fence and wire material in the road right of way.  It causes problems when he is cutting weeds.  The not a thru street sign is being re-installed in Kim's subdivision.  Heavy truck traffic has caused damage to our roads that Dale is not able to repair.  

David reported that he and Mayor Peterson had attended the UDOT meeting last week.  Reflectivity of signs is an issue.  Dale Gifford has completed an inventory of our signs.  Shelley is ordering high intensity reflectivity signs when signs are replaced.  We need a plan for replacing signs.  

Bryan Brown reported that the planning commission is working on updating the general plan.  He, Susan Outzen and Aaron Elison attended a training in Ephraim last week on updating general plans.  Our map for our general plan needs updating. 
Becky Bastian reported that there was a great turnout for the town cleanup.  There was a conflict with a youth night activity.  Becky stated that Darren would be attending a certification session for the operation of our splash pad.  Becky asked for further discussion on the location of the Fourth of July Celebration.  The council members want to move the celebration to the pavilion area.  Becky will arrange to use the county sound system again.  Food and entertainment will be similar to last years celebration.  Prices will be the same.  A quilt will be raffled as a splash pad fund raiser.  
Charles Evans reported that the water samples were good for the month.  

Mayor Peterson assigned Bryan Brown to help obtain some information regarding street lights.  It was suggested that he contact Brad Christensen at Rocky Mountain Power to get cost information for potential street lights in town.  We need to decide what type of lights we would like to see in town.  We need to know the average monthly cost and what it would cost to have a light installed.  We would need to determine how we could pay for the lights.  
Mayor Peterson reported that he and David Nielson will meet with Paul Dameron to obtain further information on a GIS mapping program for the town.  Mayor Peterson thanked all those that helped with the town cleanup and asked that we all support future town activities.  He reported that the Supreme Court had ruled that prayer in town meetings was appropriate.  
14.  Adjournment.  Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn.  Becky Bastian made a motion to adjourn, Bryan Brown seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Becky Bastian voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The meeting was adjourned at 10:30 p.m.
