BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:

The Planning Commission has reviewed and made a recommendation for final approval of the
Lehi Bakery plans to the City Council. The Fire Marshal, City Engineer, the City Building and
Zoning have all signed off on the proposed plans. The proposal includes the construction of a
building west of Hart's Food and Fuel, at 10018 N 4700 W. The location will have three options
for customers to purchase baked goods, a drive-thru, walk-up window, and inside the business.
The plans show 30 parking stall, two of which are ADA compliant. The landscaping is at 17%
when the park strip and other areas that will be maintained by the commercial business are
considered. The building itself consists of a one-story red brick facade with black accents. The

lighting plan shows that the impact will be near zero at the property line, from this point there is
a 65’ road and 6’ fence prior to any residential area.

The City of Cedar Hills has received an application to purchase a real parcel of property. A legal
description of the proposed land for purchase has been included in the City Council packet. The land
is marked as “Described Area” on the attached survey, and includes 6,713 sq. ft., or .15 acres of

parcel 36:903:0113. The parcel is currently unused open space that serves as a buffer between the
golf course and neighboring properties.

Per City Code 6-9, this parcel is considered significant, and is required to have notice of the potential
sale provided to all adjoining properties, and hold a public hearing prior to any decision being made
on the parcel. Notification was mailed out to all adjacent homeowners and the public hearing noticed
as part of this meeting. While the City has received a bid for the land, if there is a competing offer
made during the hearing or prior to the meeting, the City may entertain that bid as well.

DISPOSAL OF CITY REAL PROPERTY

Classification of lands

CLASSIFICATION OF LANDS:

A. For future classification purposes, the lands meeting the following criteria are
considered “Significant Land”:

1.

Lands that have a national, regional, or local historic feature, which may include
but is not limited to: land classified upon its acquisition or thereafter by the city
as viewsheds or viewpoints, outdoor classrooms, and/or scenic and historic
corridors.

Lands that have an ecological feature not susceptible of economically reasonable
mitigation, which may include, but are not limited to, lands with: excessively
steep slopes (over 25 percent), water quality protection features, drainage
corridors, significant geological features, land classified upon acquisition or
thereafter by the city as important wildlife habitat and/or vegetation important
to erosion control.

Lands that are the site of city activities such as active fire stations, City Hall, utility
facilities, development-oriented open space which may include but are not
limited to: required development code commercial buffers, park strips, entryway
features, infrastructure and capital facilities, roads, trails and rights-of-way.
Lands that have a recreational feature which may include, but are not limited to,
recreational facilities, trails, semi-improved natural areas, neighborhood parks,
community parks, regional parks and trails, and golf courses.

B. For future classification purposes, city property considered “Insignificant Land” will have
one or more of the following attributes:

1.

An easement or right-of-way that is located in a place that will not be used for an
easement or right-of-way and no public facilities, roads or utilities are
foreseeable using the easement or right-of-way.

Unimproved isolated parcel(s) or a remnant parcel surrounded by development
and not received originally as required open space.

The city has no plans or reasonable anticipation for improving the parcel.

The parcel is not defined as having cultural or ecological significance.

The disposal of the land will not cause a violation of the standards in the
development code by surrounding or adjacent lands or fragment or subdivide an
existing parcel.

The parcel no longer serves a public purpose or the purpose that was originally
intended for the land is not viable.

CONVEYANCE FOR VALUE:
Every sale of city owned real property including trades, leases, permits, licenses,
franchises, rights-of-way, revocable permits and easements shall be conducted by the
city council or under their express written authority. All conveyances or encumbrances
of such property shall be based on the highest and best economic return to the city.
The city council shall determine the best method to dispose of the property to maximize
the value to the city, such as retaining a real estate professional to market and sell the
property, auctioning the property, or direct sale to the applicant. The city council may
also condition the disposition of the property on such factors as a minimum sale
amount, specific uses that benefit the city or surrounding area, or other factors that the
city council deems appropriate.
The highest and best economic return to the city, as referred to in this chapter, shall be
estimated by one or more of the following methods:
1. Sealed competitive bid;
2. Evaluation by a qualified and disinterested appraiser;
3. Other professional publication and valuation services; or
4. An informal market survey conducted by the City Manager in the case of items of
real property having a readily discernible market value. The valuation of the
property for disposal should be calculated based on the average per acre value of
unimproved agricultural land on the records of the Utah County recorder located
within a five-mile radius of the land proposed for disposal.
Sales of city real property determined to be insignificant parcels, shall be based,
whenever possible, on competitive sealed bids. The City Manager, in consultation with
the Mayor and city council, may waive the competitive bidding requirement when the
value of the property has been estimated by an alternate method under subsection B of
this section, and:
1. The value of the property is considered negligible in relation to the costs of sale
by bid;
2. Sale by bidding procedure is deemed unlikely to produce a competitive offer;
3. Circumstances indicate that bidding on the property will not be in the best
interests of the City.
APPLICATION REQUIREMENTS:
Application: A complete application shall contain at least the following information
submitted by the applicant, unless certain information is determined by the City Planner
to be inapplicable or unnecessary to appropriately evaluate the application:
1. The applicants name, address, telephone number, and interest in the property;
2. The street address and legal description of the subject property;
3. The zoning classification and present use of the property;
4. A complete description of the proposed use of the property requested to be
declared surplus;
Site plan of property;
6. Other information or documentation necessary for proper review and analysis of
a particular application.

Fees: The applicant shall be responsible for payment of all fees established for providing
the public notice as required by section 4 of this chapter.
The City Planner shall evaluate the proposal and determine whether or not the property
subject to the proposal for disposition qualifies as “Significant Land” of the city or as
“Insignificant Land”.

NOTICE AND HEARING:
A significant parcel of real property owned by the City or any significant legal interest
therein shall not be sold, traded, leased or otherwise conveyed or encumbered until the
City has provided reasonable notice to all interested parties and held at least one public
hearing on the proposed conveyance as set forth herein.

1. Reasonable notice of the proposed conveyance shall be mailed to all abutting
property owners. The notice shall include:

i. A description of the property to be conveyed or encumbered;

ii. The nature of the proposed conveyance or encumbrance, whether the
property is to be sold, traded or encumbered, including the nature of the
conveyance if the property is to be sold, or if a trade or lease of property
is contemplated;

iii. The date time and location of the public hearing.

2. The Conveyance or encumbrance of a significant parcel of real property of the
City may be finalized by a vote of the City Council following notice and any public
hearing required by this section.

3. The following shall be exempt from the mandatory procedures of this section:

i. The leasing of existing buildings, infrastructure, or facilities;

ii. The leasing of recreation areas in accordance with their intended use;

iii. The granting of easements or other rights that service the property,
including grants in connection with utilities or safety equipment. Any such
easement or use right must be primarily for the benefit of the City.

An insignificant parcel of real property owned by the City shall not be sold, traded,

leased or otherwise conveyed or encumbered until the City has provided reasonable

notice to adjacent property owners. The notice shall state that the application will be

considered favorably unless an adjacent owner or the applicant objects to the proposed

disposal in writing within 10 days of the mailing date of the notice of application.
DECISION ON APPLICATION:

Upon receipt of the recommendation from the City Manager in favor of or in opposition to the
disposition of the property and after notice as required by this chapter, the City Council shall act
on the application for disposal. If the City Council approves the application for disposal, the City
Recorder shall proceed with the transfer of the property as approved. If the City Council does

not approve the application, the applicant and other interested parties shall be promptly
notified of the action.

District and other member cities

BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:
Cedar Hills is a member city of the Timpanogos Special Services District. TSSD is a publicly
operated treatment works where all of the effluent is sent, treated and put into Utah Lake. The
source of this water/effluent comes from water rights that Cedar Hills holds that is pumped out
of the ground for indoor consumption. Cedar Hills holds the rights to this water from the time it
is pumped out of the ground to the point it is treated and put back into Utah Lake. The proposed
water reuse project would treat the water to a point that the State determines is sufficiently
treated to be used as secondary irrigation. This water can then be returned to the cities for
secondary water consumption. However, because there is not infrastructure that allows for
return flows to Cedar Hills, it is necessary to exchange water in a like quantity from an alternate
source. American Fork can receive water from TSSD and supply neighboring cities with exchange
water to be used as secondary irrigation. The contract being proposed would satisfy Utah State
Code requirements for water reuse found in 73-3¢-302.

REUSE AUTHORIZATION CONTRACT
for the reuse of
WATER SEWAGE EFFLUENT TREATED BY
TIMPANOGOS SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT

THIS REUSE AUTHORIZATION CONTRACT (“Contract”) is made and entered into
effective this _ day of , 2024 (“Effective Date”) pursuant to the Utah Wastewater
Reuse Act, Utah Code Ann. §73-3¢-101, et seq. 1953, as amended (“Reuse Act”), by and between
the parties set forth below (collectively “Parties”) to satisfy the Reuse Authorization Contract
requirement of the Reuse Act for a wastewater reuse facility located in Utah Valley.
PARTIES

The Parties to this Contract include the Timpanogos Special Service District, a political
subdivision of the State of Utah located in Utah County, Utah (“District”), the City of American
Fork, a municipal corporation, located in Utah County, Utah (“American Fork), the City of
Highland, a municipal corporation, located in Utah County, Utah (“Highland”), the City of Cedar
Hills, a municipal corporation, located in Utah County, Utah (“Cedar Hills”), the City of Pleasant
Grove, a municipal corporation, located in Utah County, Utah (“Pleasant Grove™), the City of
Alpine, a municipal corporation, located in Utah County, Utah (“Alpine”) (collectively the
“Cities”). These Parties are those required for a Reuse Authorization Contract under U.C.A. § 73-
3¢-102(7)(a) (see Exhibit A attached hereto).

RECITALS

L. District owns and operates sewage effluent collection and treatment facilities
serving northern Utah County which qualify as publicly owned treatment works or “POTW,” as

defined by Utah Code Ann. § 19-5-102.



2. The sewége effluent treated by the District’s POTW originates in several
Municipalities and Districts, including the Cities, and a number of these have asked District for
the ability to reuse treated sewage effluent.

3. The legislative authority of the District consists of a Board of Trustees, one
member of which is appointed by each City.

4, All sewage effluent generated within the Cities is collected and treated by
District.

5. Treated reuse projects must satisfy rules promulgated by the Utah Department of
Environmental Quality through the Utah Water Quality Board and by the Utah Division of Water
Rights (the State Engineer’s Office) which administers water rights in Utah.

6. The Cities operate municipal water systems and hold the water rights as reflected
in Exhibit “B” hereto.

7. In 2006, the Utah Legislature adopted, and the Governor signed, the Reuse Act
into law, which is located in Chapter 3c of Title 73 of the Utah Code. The Reuse Act specially
recognizes the continuing right of water rights holders, such as the Cities, in treated sewage
effluent and the right of District, as owner and operator of the POTW, to supply treated sewage
effluent to them for reuse purposes.

8. The Cities and District desire to enter into this Contract authorizing District to act
as the Cities’ agent for the purpose of allowing American Fork to use the Cities’ treated sewage
effluent based on the depleted portion of the water rights listed in Exhibit B, generated within the
Cities and discharged from the regional POTW, which is owned and operated by District as

authorized by Utah Code Ann. § 73-3¢-3(1)(a) and to enable District to construct additional
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treatment and distribution facilities as necessary to treat sewage effluent to sufficient standards
for reuse and to then allow American Fork to use this reuse water.

9. In exchange, American Fork will provide a like quantity of water rights to
Highland, Cedar Hills, Pleasant Grove, and Alpine to replace the Reuse Water that will be
delivered to American Fork by District.

10.  The intent and purpose of the treatment and reuse of sewage effluent is to enable
the Cities to more fully utilize their water resources for the benefit of the community as a whole
and to benefit the underground aquifer by this secondary use of treated sewage effluent.

11.  The water rights identified for use in the Reuse Project, as set forth in Exhibit B
hereto, are held in the name of the Cities for the benefit of the Cities (“Reuse Water Rights™).

12. The purpose of this Contract is to satisfy the Reuse Authorization Requirement of

the Reuse Act.

AGREEMENT
NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the mutual covenants contained herein,
and other good and valuable consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which are hereby
acknowledged, the Parties agree as follows:
1. Consent to the Reuse of Water.
The Parties agree that this Reuse Project is appropriate and the Reuse Water Rights can be
used in accordance with the Reuse Act. Therefore, consent is hereby given by the Parties to
the use of the Reuse Water Rights in accordance with U.C.A. § 73-3¢-102(7)(b)(i). The
Parties agree the Reuse Project is consistent with the underlying Reuse Water Rights, which
have been delivered for indoor municipal uses from the Cities’ systems and then transported

to the District by sewer lines.
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2. Cooperation.
The Parties agree to act reasonably to provide the necessary services and to cooperate fully

to fulfill, the purposes of this Contract to the extent permitted by applicable state, federal,

and local law.

3.  Water Shortages.
There may occur a time during any year a shortage in the quantity of water available to be
furnished to the Cities through and by means of the Reuse Project, but in no event shall any
liability accrue against the District or any of their officers, agents, or employees for any
damage, direct or indirect, arising from a shortage, on account of errors in operation, drought,
or any other causes.

4.  Use of Depleted Water Rights
Only Water Rights deemed depleted by the Utah State Engineer may be returned or utilized
by the Cities.

5. Term.
This Contract is based on and tied to the provision of sewage effluent flows of the Reuse
Water Rights to the District. This Contract will automatically terminate if the flows to
District are terminated.

6. Compliance with Law.
The Parties will comply with all applicable federal, state, and local laws, ordinances, rules,
and regulations.

7.  No Relationship.
Nothing in this Contract will be construed to create any partnership, joint venture, or

fiduciary relationship between the Parties.

Contingent Upon Appropriation or Allotment of Funds.

The expenditure or advance of any money or the performance of any obligation of the District
and the Cities under this Contract shall be contingent upon appropriation or allotment of
funds. Absence of appropriation or allotment of funds shall not relieve the Parties from any
obligations under this Contract. No liability shall accrue to the District in the eventuality that
funds are not appropriated or allotted.

Officials Not to Benefit.

No Member of the Cities or the District shall benefit from this Contract other than as a water
user or landowner in the same manner as other water users or landowners.

Drafting Party.

This Contract has been and will be deemed to be a product of joint drafting by the Parties
and there will be no presumption otherwise.

Assignment Limited — Successors and Assigns Obligated.

The provisions of this Contract shall apply to and bind the successors and assigns of the
Parties hereto, but no assignment or transfer of this Contract or any right or interest therein
by either Party shall be valid until approved in writing by the other Party.

Severability.

If any portion of the Contract is held to be unenforceable, the remaining provisions hereof
will continue in full force and effect.

Integration.

This Contract and any exhibits hereto constitute the entire agreement between the Parties
hereto pertaining to the subject matter hereof, and the final, complete and exclusive

expression of the terms and conditions thereof.
