A RESOLUTION APPROVING AN INTERLOCAL COOPERATION AGREEMENT BETWEEN MURRAY CITY AND SALT LAKE COUNTY FOR PHASE I JORDAN RIVER WATERWAY IMPROVEMENTS.

WITNESSETH

	WHEREAS, Title 11, Chapter 13, of the Utah Code, provides that two or more public agencies may, by agreement, jointly exercise any power common to the contracting parties for joint undertakings and services; and

	WHEREAS, the Jordan River waterway courses through Salt Lake County (“County”) and the City (County and City are sometimes referred to collectively as the “Parties”); and

	WHEREAS, certain members of the public elect to use the waterway for recreational purpose in spite of the inherent risks of such use; and

	WHEREAS, the Parties have determined that prohibiting the recreational use of the waterway does not serve the public interest and enforcement of such prohibition is impractical due to the facts that the Parties have jurisdiction over only certain portions of the river, the public desires to utilize the river for recreational purposes, and people will use the waterway despite any prohibition of use; and

	WHEREAS, the Parties do not charge any person to use the river for recreational purposes; and

	WHEREAS, the Parties owe no duty of care to such users, but the legislative bodies of the Parties desire to mitigate the hazards related to the users of the waterway; and

	WHEREAS, the respective governing bodies of the Parties have determined that the hazards cannot be completely eliminated as river flows and hydraulics are subject to conditions outside the Parties’ control including snow pack, snow melt, flood control, irrigation demands, weather, temperatures, water usage, river flow, the creation of or movement of hazards due to river hydrology, turbidity, the skill level of river users, construction in or near the waterway, and other factors; and

	WHEREAS, the Parties recognize that mitigation is subject to river conditions and have determined that mitigation must be done in phases; and

	WHEREAS, it is beneficial for the County and the City to have an agreement setting forth the terms, conditions of their joint and cooperative action to undertake Phase 1 to mitigate Jordan River waterway hazards; and

	WHEREAS, an Interlocal Agreement has been prepared to accomplish such a purpose.  

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of Salt Lake County as follows:

1.  It hereby approves the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement, in substantially the form attached hereto; and
2. The Interlocal Cooperation Agreement is in the best interest of the County; and
3. Mayor Ben McAdams is authorized to execute the Agreement on behalf of the County and act in accordance with its terms.

	WHEREAS, the City, Salt Lake County (“County”) and the State of Utah, Division of Forestry, Fire and State Lands (“Division”) want to work cooperative to mitigate a hazard on the Jordan River near the location of the Winchester Street Bridge in the City (“Project”); and

	WHEREAS, the Utah State Legislature, in its 2014 session, appropriated approximately $350,000 to the Division to be used towards the Project subject to certain terms and conditions; and

	WHEREAS, it is the intent of the Division to use the appropriated funds towards the costs of the Project, subject to certain terms and conditions; and

	WHEREAS, the County wants to use its expertise to engineer and design the Project; and

	WHEREAS, the County, the City and the Division shall share in the cost of the engineering and design; and

	WHEREAS, after the County provides the estimated costs of the Project and the engineering and design for the Project, the County shall seek bids to construct the Project according to the engineering and design plans provided the procurement laws; and

	WHEREAS, the County would oversee and manage construction of the Project with input from the City and the Division; and

	WHEREAS, it is beneficial for the County, the City, the Division and their respective citizens to mitigate the hazard in the Jordan River, take advantage of the funds appropriated to the Division by the 2014 Legislature for the Project and cooperate to the fullest extent in completing the Project; and

	WHEREAS, the County, the City and the Division want an Agreement setting forth the terms, conditions and their respective responsibilities regarding the Project; and

	WHEREAS, an Interlocal Agreement has been prepared to accomplish such a purpose.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Council of Salt Lake County as follows:

1. It hereby approves the Interlocal Cooperation Agreement, in substantially the form attached hereto; and
2. The Interlocal Cooperation Agreement is in the best interest of the County; and
