DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON A PRELIMINARY SITE PLAN FOR AN AUTO BODY SHOP AND
EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION



a. A PRELIMINARY SITE PLAN APPROVAL FOR BLAINE WILLARDSEN LOCATED AT
APPROXIMATELY 3747 MIDLAND DRIVE (PARCEL #080220017 AND #080220042
(APPLICANT BLAINE WILLARDSEN)

Blaine Willardsen was present

Mr. Willardsen advised that he was moving his business to the new building and starting a new
company that will be focused on improving skKills for others in the trade. He mentioned that there
is a huge market for 6 to 8 people at a time in a class to teach them how to paint. He has

also been contacted by big corporations and Hill Air Force Base on training for their employees
because there isn’t any where to facilitate that and so what they would like to do in his current
business and another business that will be teaching young kids how to paint and make a good
living doing it. The industry is suffering severely because of a lack of talent and if he can help
kids learn a lifelong skill trade that will pay them good money it’s a win win. They will not be an
accredited school. They will be teaching them off of his reputation. The area in the north would
be the storage of those vehicles if needed. He will asphalt around the first building and then

asphalt when it is time for the 2" building.

Commission member Galt wanted Mr. Willardsen to elaborate on the education side, and will
they become an accredited school. He also wanted to clarify with Alika regarding the parking
spaces in the work yard would also be counted towards there required parking spots.

Alika wanted to clarify that the education part, that there will be only one classroom. This
approval would be primarily for just the back building. He would have to come back for the
ond building because of the elevations. There is about 19 spaces for the cars that he will be
working on, the rest of the parking is mainly what she is looking for the parking

requirement. Right now, the parking ordinance is based off the square footage of the building
and both of the buildings are pretty big (each building being 20,000 square feet) so they would
be required to have about 80 parking spaces, so she is asking the commission to look at
reducing that number. He uses typically about 15 parking spaces. He still will need to
landscape around 2700 W until the 2% building is built. That would be part of the conditions of
this approval, that he would need to provide an updated Landscape Plan. Variance would be
needed for 2" Phase.

Commission member Nece asked Mr. Willardsen if he will be sharing the driveway and parking
with the existing business? He also asked Alika if he will need to come back to the commission
to ask for a variance.

Chairman Roundy stated that he would still have access from 2700 W. They would be starting

with the 1 building and then Phase 2 for the ond building. Asked if his frontage would be
considered 2700 W. He will still need to landscape where phase 2 will go.

Commission member Hepworth asked what will the ground cover be in the meantime, does he
plan on asphalting or just asphalt what he needs for Phase 1.

Commission member Hepworth made a motion to approve preliminary site plan for Blaine
Willardsen at parcel 080220017 and 080220042 2.63 acres in total with the following conditions
with staff recommendations of completing a landscape plan to be submitted and submission for
variance on parking to the Planning Commission. Commission member Nece seconded the
motion.

DISCUSSION AND ACTION ON PRELIMINARY SITE PLAN



a. A PRELIMINARY SITE PLAN APPROVAL FOR AN AUTO REPAIR BUSINESS LOCATED AT
APPROXIMATELY 3972 S 3275 W (PARCEL #087050001 (APPLICANT RKF PROPERTIES
LLC, AGENT MIKE MCFARLANE/RYAN FORSYTH)

Chris Forsyth present representing RKF Properties, LLC regarding Good Year Auto Shop.

Chris Forsyth said the main issue with this parcel is the easements and how the restrictions of
the easements have taken 3 uses down to 1. On the latest site plan, it shows the building there
with a large area of landscaping behind it and the triangle in the back is also under power

lines. Mr. Jones/Owner is proposing to the City that the Auto Repair Shop be the primary

use. The owner will also have tow trucks that will bring vehicles in for repair and would use the
back of the business as a staging area. He would also like to store towed vehicles including the
towing truck in the back with a nice opache visual barrier fence. He is familiar with the Rocky
Mountain Power restrictions and that is why he believes this is the highest and best use would
be. He wasn’t sure why Rocky Mountain Power requirements would be on the height of the
fence.

Alika advised this is a Conditional Use Permit so the commission can set conditions such as the
number of cars and fencing things like that but as far as the code is concerned there is nothing
that restricts that.

Commission member Hepworth asked Mr. Forsyth if he was familiar the restrictions that Rocky
Mountain Power has on height regarding the power lines. He just doesn’t want a chain link
fence with weeds growing at the bottom of it.

Vice Chairman Reyna recommends to layout that area like it was a parking lot and that might
help with how many vehicles can be in there.

Commission member Hepworth made a motion to approve preliminary site plan approval for
an RKF Properties, LLC, Point S Commercial Tire/Mechanic located at approximately 3972 S
3272 W Parcel 08-705-0001, 2.03 acres in total with the following conditions that they met staff
recommendations to include a landscape plan that is updated and include specific landscape
items and a materials table on their plans to include percentages of preliminary and secondary
material and architectural features as well as a preliminary layout of the north portion of the
parcel with relation to a privacy fence, parking lot layout, and hard surface

recommendations.. Commission member Nece seconded the motion.
