Background:   The Community Services system has not been funded properly by the Utah Legislature for many years, complicated by the depression we experienced in 2008.  In 2007 the Council had focused upon increasing direct support professional wages because providers were having difficulty finding staff to hire.   Now fast forward to 2014 – and as the economy improves and the unemployment rate falls, providers trying to hire staff are experiencing that same issue.   We need the Legislature to adequately fund community services so that qualified staff are hired and retained.
