1. Invocation – Scott Jackman

2. Resolution 01-13 – Lease Agreement with Zion’s bank for Defibrillators – Brad gave an example of how these units have already saved a life in Alpine.  It was noted that the interest rate is 2.37%.  Discussion ensued.  Scott Jackman made the motion to approve Resolution 01-13 entering into a Lease Agreement with Zion’s First National Bank for the purchase of two defibrillators. Scott Smith seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.

3. Nominate a Board member and One Alternate to Serve on UASD Board - Hunt made motion to nominate Mayor Gygi to the Board.  Lynn Ritchie seconded.  Discussion of benefits of being a member of the District ensued.  Rich explained that we mainly joined to help the District transition to a Local District.  Mayor Ritchie moved to amend the motion to include Scott Smith as an alternate.  Hunt seconded that motion.  Tom made a motion to review this annually as to whether it is a good investment to be a member.  Scott Smith seconded the motion.  The voting was unanimous.

4. Matrix Review – Brad gave his personal impression of the survey and felt that it missed the mark.  He felt that when Lehi dropped out we lost the real benefit of doing it.  Many items in the study are misleading such as employee surveys, information on other entities budgets etc.  Discussion ensued.  Mayor Gygi suggested that the Board have a work session to work through the study and see if there is anything of value. Tom felt if there is no reason in the study for us to join with American Fork or Pleasant Grove that the Board shouldn’t spent any more time on it.  Discussion ensued.  

5. Discussion and Update of Creating a Local District – Rich stated that after contacting the State to find out how to put this on the ballot we were informed that it was too late to make it on this November’s election.  Scott Smith feels that this will give us time to weigh the benefits and educate the public.  

6. Dispatch Update – The Directors met with Utah Valley Dispatch Special Service District and our attorney and theirs.  Rich gave the Board a copy of their proposed changes in their by-laws. Because of not dispatching Lone Peak to Cedar Hills for police it has made moving to Pleasant Grove more difficult.  Hunt asked if this agreement would lock the District in to helping them build a new facility.  Rich assured the Board that when that decision is made it would speed up the process with Pleasant Grove.  Discussion ensued regarding the ability to leave the Utah Valley Dispatch Service based on the new by-laws.   Rich sent the document to David Church for review and comments.  

7. Minutes – Lynn Ritchie moved to approve the minutes of May 9, 2013 and June 27, 2013.  Scott Smith seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.

8. Resolution 13-03 – E&F Recovery has requested that the District pass a resolution authorizing them to assist in cleanup costs of hazardous spills.  The board was reluctant to adopt this resolution until they understood who this company is and if there are any competitors in the market.  They wanted to find out how much they take off of the top before sending the District a check.  They stated the resolution needs to say, “Now therefore it is resolved by the Lone Peak Public Safety District.”  Scott Jackman made the motion that Board continues this item after they have the chance to do the necessary reviews.  Scott Smith seconded the motion and the voting was unanimous.
