
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JUNE 23, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN COMMISSION CHAMBERS, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Glen Murphy and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Public Works Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Roseanne Ellis Road (CR 343) has been paved and the posted speed limit is 35 MPH. He hasn’t heard any complaints about the posted speed so far. They decided to gravel all of the approaches and the road will be completed Wednesday. 
Director Murphy also reported that the Road Department had to put in a new culvert that was washed out by the Price’s in Pleasant Valley. We will go back to Mortensen Lane tomorrow and we will finish cleaning up Ostler Corner this week. Burdick’s Paving will roto-mill one mile on Mortensen.

Consideration Of Miss Utah Pageant Costs
Commissioner Peatross stated that that Fair Board pays for the entry fee to the Miss Utah Pageant. The request from Duchesne County Queen Lexi Adams is for a clothing allowance and other associated expenses. He was told that they spend around eight thousand dollars ($8,000) on their ward robe for this event and he proposed allowing two thousand dollars ($2,000). Commissioner Wood asked Assistant Casper to find out what they have given past Queens for their attendance to this event before a decision is made.

Consideration Of Resolution No. 14-07, A Resolution Declaring That The Public Health, Convenience, And Necessity, Require The Annexation Of Certain Properties To The Upper Country Water Improvement District And Declaring The Intent Of The Board Of Commissioners Of Duchesne County To Annex Into The Upper Country Water Improvement District Said Properties
Upper Country Office Manager Ilene Jensen joined the meeting at 9:30 A.M…
Mrs. Jensen stated that there are two (2) pieces of properties that are being petitioned to be annexed into our water district. Tyson and Tawya Lawton are owners of one property and Ledell Brinkerhoff is the other property owner. We meter it right at our main line. We don’t go in on any private lines, but we will pay a difference of a line upgrade and some of the bedding fees. The State of Utah doesn’t mandate any of our rules. We take no responsibility for it if it’s not done by our specifications. The board looks at these on a case by case basis. We currently charge one thousand dollars ($1,000) to annex, but we are considering turning this over to an attorney, which would raise the cost.
