


The regular meeting of the Orderville Town Board was held Wednesday, March 6, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. in the basement of the Orderville Town Office.  Those present were:  Mayor Lyle Goulding, Chelcie Cox, Rory Hatch, Shaun Sharkey, Marianne Leigh, Kane County Commissioner Celeste Myers, Joseph Sorensen, Tony & Tyana Collins, Shanda Frost, Stacy Frost, Chantry Jensen, Earl Levanger, Ursula Bullen, Heather Sharkey, Kami Coleman, Shanna Frost, Eddie Utzig, Chris Esplin, Kane County Commissioner Wade Heaton, Kellie Frost, Verl Sawyer, Jessica Sawyer, Connie Crofts, Sharon Baysinger, Don Jennings, Breanna Crofts, and Carol Lamb.

Mayor Goulding called the meeting to order.  Minutes of the meeting January 3, 2024, were reviewed.  Rory Hatch motioned to accept the minutes from January 3, 2024.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Bills were presented for payment.  Rory Hatch motioned to pay the bills.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

Public Comment:  Tyana Collins said she was here to support Shanna Frost’s proposed zone change and project and thinks that it is a great thing for the community.

BUSINESS:

1. HINTON BURDICK & ADVISORS – REVIEW FINANCIAL AUDIT ENDING 6-30-23 – Chantry Jensen from Hinton Burdick & Advisors was here to review the annual audit ending June 30, 2023.  He said they issued a clean opinion on the audit report.  There was one small compliance item that was issued for open meetings training.  Chantry reported that the town is in a good financial position.  One item that came up during the audit was related to fundraising.  As long as the town is heading up the fundraising and town employees are in charge of it or keeping track of the money, that is fine.  But, if there are fundraising events that outside parties are organizing in the name of the town, that doesn’t quite work.  If an outside party wants to head up a fundraiser and then donate the money to a project, that’s ok as long as they are not using the town’s name to raise the funds.

2. [bookmark: _Hlk165449388]CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A PETITION FOR ANNEXATION OF PARCELS 1-7-29-1, 1-7-20-1, 1-7-28-1 AS REQUESTED BY MONGINI & SELNA – Chelcie Cox said that Chris Heaton, representative for Mongini and Selna, was unable to be here tonight.  This wasn’t on the agenda last month for a vote so it needs a vote tonight.  Mayor Goulding says there are no plans currently to develop this land but if there ever is, the owners would be working with the town instead of the county.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the petition for annexation of parcels 1-7-29-1, 1-7-20-1, 1-7-28-1 as requested by Mongini and Selna.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  Mayor Goulding called for a roll call.  Marianne Leigh – aye, Shaun Sharkey – aye, Rory Hatch – aye, Chelcie Cox – aye, Lyle Goulding – aye.  Motion carries.

3. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A ROLL CALL VOTE FROM THE ORDERVILLE TOWN PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A ZONE CHANGE AS REQUESTED BY SHANNA FROST FOR THE FOLLOWING PROPERTY: O-5-8 FROM SINGLE FAMILY RESIDENTIAL (R-1A) TO COMMERCIAL (C-1) PROPERTY IS LOCATED AT 50 NORTH 100 WEST, ORDERVILLE, UTAH – Shanna Frost presented some maps of the town and the commercial zone areas.  Shanna said that in the planning and zoning meeting there was no one that was fully opposed to her idea.  She is proposing to put in some storage units and a laundromat.  She feels like there is a need in the community for it.  She also said that this property is surrounded by commercial on the southeast side and it would not create an island.  She said she would bring in storage containers and not be building any structures.  The laundromat would go in an existing building on the property.  Setbacks were discussed.  Shaun Sharkey asked if the town approves the zone change, does it open up the property to have any kind of commercial and the answer is yes, whatever is allowed in the current commercial zone (C-1) per the zoning ordinance, could be allowed on this property.  Rory Hatch said that in the planning and zoning meeting it was discussed of possibly creating another commercial zone (C-2) that would be for conditional uses only and that idea received more positive feedback than zoning it straight commercial.  Rory said he would be more in favor of a C-2 zone.  Shaun Sharkey said he went and talked to several of the surrounding neighbors that received letters regarding the zone change to get their opinion.  Joseph Sorensen gave a re-cap of the public hearing that the planning and zoning conducted.  He said a lot of questions were asked.  One citizen had concerns about the possibility of extra traffic.  Ultimately most of the neighbors that were in attendance were in favor.  The planning and zoning didn’t have a quorum vote because of one member abstaining and a recent vacancy on the commission.  The vote was one in favor and two against.  Chelcie Cox feels that creating another commercial zone would work better than the C-1 zone.  Mayor Goulding asked Shanna if she would be able to wait two months while the planning and zoning drafted the language for a C-2 zone, then a public hearing could be held in April for the new zone and it could come back to the town’s agenda at their May meeting.  Shanna said she would be willing to wait but she asked if the fees could be waived the second time around.  Mayor Goulding told her the town could waive the fees.  After much discussion, Marianne Leigh motioned to table Shanna Frost’s request for a zone change from R1-A to C-1 until a C-2 zone could be created and adopted at the May meeting.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  Roll call, Chelcie Cox - aye, Rory Hatch- aye, Marianne Leigh – aye, Shaun Sharkey – aye, Lyle Goulding - aye.  Motion carries.

4. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE TOWN PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A MINOR SUBDIVISION APPLICATION SUBMITTED BY ANTHONY & KELLIE FROST, PARCEL O-32-1 GOING FROM 1 LOT TO 2 LOTS LOCATED AT 525 SOUTH CENTER STREET, ORDERVILLE, UTAH
New Parcel Description:

Joseph Sorensen from the planning and zoning commission gave a re-cap from their meeting.  This is splitting the lot their home sits on into two lots.  Joseph said it met all the requirements and it was a unanimous vote in favor of the split.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the minor subdivision application submitted by Anthony and Kellie Frost for parcel O-32-1.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

5. [bookmark: _Hlk160531386]CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A TINY HOUSE SHORT-TERM VACATION RENTAL AS REQUESTED BY TYRON SPENCER AT 190 EAST 100 NORTH, ORDERVILLE, UTAH – Joseph Sorensen said the planning and zoning denied this application unanimously because it doesn’t meet the requirements of the R1-A zone.  The tiny house is allowed in the zone but it can’t be rented out, short or long term.  Rory Hatch motioned to deny the conditional use permit as requested by Tyron Spencer for a short-term vacation rental.  Chelcie Cox seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

6. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A SHORT-TERM VACATION RENTAL AS REQUESTED BY WILLIAM ALLER AT 369 W. PINYON PINE DRIVE, ORDERVILLE, UTAH The planning and zoning unanimously recommended for approval this conditional use permit.  Shaun Sharkey motioned to approve the conditional use permit for a short-term vacation rental as requested by William Aller at 369 W. Pinyon Pine Drive, Orderville, Utah.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  Ayes:  Rory Hatch, Marianne Leigh, Shaun Sharkey, Lyle Goulding.  Nays:  Chelcie Cox

7. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A SHORT-TERM VACATION RENTAL AS REQUESTED BY CHARLES BAYSINGER AT 85 SOUTH 200 EAST, ORDERVILLE, UTAH – The planning and zoning commission said this was unanimously recommended for approval.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the conditional use permit for a short-term vacation rental as requested by Charles Baysinger at 85 South 200 East, Orderville, Utah.  Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion.  Ayes:  Rory Hatch, Marianne Leigh, Shaun Sharkey, Lyle Goulding.  Nays:  Chelcie Cox

8. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL THE FOLLOWING BUSINESS LICENSES – NORSK CUSTOM BUILDERS, BCC MORGAN LLC – SOLITUDE, AND SHARON’S HOUSE – Shaun Sharkey motioned to approve the above business licenses.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

9. DISCUSS/CONSIDER A MOU BETWEEN CEDAR MOUNTAIN FIRE PROTECTION DISTRTICT, ALTON FIRE, GLENDALE FIRE, ORDERVILE FIRE, AND BIG WATER FIRE AND RESCUE – Earl Levanger said Alton has backed out of the MOU.  He said these departments are going after a FEMA grant for some new equipment.  Our share would be approximately $10,000.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the MOU between Cedar Mountain Fire Protection District, Glendale Fire, Orderville Fire and Big Water Fire and Rescue.  Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

10. CONSIDER APPOINTMENT FOR A VACANCY ON THE ORDERVILLE TOWN PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION TO FULFILL THE REMAINDER OF A 2-YEAR TERM – Jared Harlan resigned last month from the planning and zoning commission.  Mayor Goulding said we can advertise for applications or just appoint a new member.  After discussion the board decided to advertise the position for 2 weeks and have a special town council meeting on March 20, 2024, to appoint a new member to the planning and zoning.  Shaun Sharkey motioned table this item until March 20, 2024.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:

Streets and Roads:  Chelcie Cox said a surveyor approached her about having the town surveyed because its hard to do surveys in Orderville because it is hard to identify streets.  He said there are no monuments to go off of.  There was also some discussion about the elementary school and changing the crosswalk, etc.  Need to write a letter to UDOT supporting the change in the speed limit on Hwy. 89.

Parks, Recreation, and Cemeteries:  Marianne Leigh has received two bids for the sprinkler system at the ball field but she needs to get some more information from one of the bidders.  The Easter Egg Hunt will be Saturday, March 30.  

Buildings and Fire Department:  Earl Levanger said we now have 2 EMT’s at the fire station during daylight hours.  They would like to have an open house sometime soon.  

Water Department:  Verl Sawyer/Shaun Sharkey reported that we are making progress on the Red Hollow Well repairs.

Administration:  Breanna Crofts reported that we are making progress on our transition from Quickbooks to Caselle’s accounting program.  Office will be closed March 28-29th while Breanna and Carol attend the court clerk conference.

Other necessary items:  Chelcie Cox said she would like to schedule a work meeting with the planning and zoning commission.  After discussion it was decided to hold it after the special town board meeting on March 20, 2024.  

Shaun Sharkey reported that the trail project from Mt. Carmel to Orderville passed the first cut for funding.

Kane County Commissioner Wade Heaton announced that the county just received approximately $6,000,000.00 in federal funding to upgrade the road thru the sand dunes.

Executive Session:  No business.

Rory Hatch motioned that the meeting be adjourned.  Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.


On May 1, 2024, Chelcie Cox motioned to approve these minutes.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
