[bookmark: _Hlk164410581]Coming up soon is a meeting in Duchesne where CIB will discuss the applications that will be presented and will vote on whether they will send them to the state CIB board for funding. Because we are currently working on a 1500 E. project with B&C road money and a portion of sales tax already tied up, the concern is if we ask for more money to complete another project there is a good chance that it would be a partial grant / loan which would just put us further in debt. 
Council Members feel that there might be a time to have another meeting before that meeting in Duchesne to discuss whether we want to pursue another project for this coming year. It was stated that the state encourages all entities to have at least a year’s budget in the bank to ensure that if we have a bad year we can continue as a city. It was decided that we will defer and discuss this at our next meeting when we have a full board.

Serenity Park’s grass is in real bad shape, last year UC Parks & Rec. stated that they were going to work on getting the alkali under control. Dustin with UC parks indicated to Mayor Abercrombie that they already have the chemical and they have not done anything yet. Council Member Shaun Murray stated in their last meeting that they put some treatment down last year and will continue this year, however they didn’t expect much improvement this year though and said that they are working with the baseball fields right now. 
Mayor Bob Abercrombie stated that both parks are on the list for major work this year and he encouraged Council Member Shaun Murray to keep after them to get things done. Mayor Bob Abercrombie asked to have the mulch changed again this year. Another suggestion was for maybe adding some pickle ball courts or other amenities. Council Member Shaun Murray asked if it was us that would pay for the improvements. They would need to put us on their list.
	
4) ENGINEERING UPDATE –
1500 E. roadway project – Engineer Jeff Baker stated that the construction bids are in for the 1500 E. Roadway Project. There was one that came in at just over our estimate and will be awarded in the next couple of days from UDOT. Late this week or next week we should know who got the bid. We allowed it in the specs that the roadway either be built entirely this year or next year so that will be the first item on the list to be discussed.
Roadway Maintenance – The Roadway Maintenance patching project is going on right now. There are a few patches that still need to be smoothed out and the ones CKC Construction have done lately are looking much better than when they started. Jones & DeMille are watching that they do build the roadway back to spec. Jeff Baker submitted a partial pay request for what they have done and meets spec. (which includes 141 square yards) for $25,913.40.
