1. Announcements	Commissioner Petroff, COG Chair
Of necessity, the previously scheduled item “Third Quarter-Cent Tax Option for Transportation Funding” discussion was removed from the meeting’s agenda due to Wayne Bennion not being able to attend.

Information Item:  Next COG Meeting:  July 16 will begin at 6 pm instead of 5 pm at a park in Bountiful City.  This will also be the COG Summer Social.  **Spouses Invited.  Mayor Lewis will be donating and cooking fresh caught wild Alaskan Salmon from his upcoming trip; exact location TBD.  RSVP will be required.

2. Air Show Update 	Major Kris Long
HAFB Air Show is back on for this year.  This is an amazing opportunity to see a full line up of flight entertainers and to enjoy celebrating HAFB and the great collaborative relationship between the public and HAFB.  Major Long reviewed the scheduled activities, items allowed and not allowed on base, ease of access for COG members, and other particulars for the general public.  The PowerPoint shown to share details of this event is attached to these minutes (combined with the Enhanced Use Lease-EUL information.)

3. Enhanced Use Lease 	David Williamsen

Changes in 2002 law authorized the military (and thus HAFB) to lease out underutilized land for fair market value.  The Enhanced Use Lease (EUL) program follows private sector practices to create income producing assets from ground lease.  The development will consist primarily of offices, research and technology activities along with supporting retail and hosting facilities.  This plan supports the State’s Aerospace Economic Cluster Initiative.

Value to Air Force (AF) can be cash or Payment In-Kind (PIK).  Development is scheduled for an area 3.5 miles along I-15 (550 acres) with space carved out for key buildings & historic areas.   It should be noted that the base perimeter fence was moved east for greater public access.

Falcon Hill “Vision:” Full development of a commercial office park with supporting retail, restaurant and hotel; 8 million sq ft total.  In 25+ years, it is projected to be the largest commercial office EUL in DOD, and the only EL with the only commercial “Class-A” office.  This EUL has a goal to replace dilapidated WWII era buildings in 1200 zone with energy efficient, co-location, AT/FP compliant, and adequate parking.

Falcon Hill “Deal” detail:  Created a revenue sharing arrangement that is non-standard to EUL; involving less risk to developer, creating greater AF income potential.   Falcon Hill EUL began with upfront payment only: $45 million.  The current Falcon Hill EUL outlines percentage rent above $300 million.  This provides a safeguard against economic downturns.  Rent to AF based on developer income (market demand).  As a result of this EUL HAFB has built a new 35,000 sqft Security Forces Building and completely remodeled the West Gate and roadway to create greater accessibility, overall ingress to  HAFB, flow of traffic benefiting HAFB and the surrounding community-particularly those using I-15 during peak HAFB traffic times.

Structure of the deal is also non-standard to EUL.  It provides 50-yr Master Lease followed by site development leases.  This delays developer assumption of 550 acre liability and taxes while allowing AF operational use until 1200 zone buildings replaced.

AF challenges when executing the EUL in the future include the need to increase timeliness in response to developer need to be competitive, a commitment to stay true to original structure/agreements with developer as leadership changes and time passes, and keeping leadership informed on complex issues.

HAFB values the opportunity to work with the public and the private developers and businesses to make this EUL mutually beneficial.  More details about the EUL at HAFB and the EUL process can be found in the attached PowerPoint presentation (combined with the Air Show information.)

5. TravelWise – UDOT Trip Planning 	Angelo Papastamos/Kim Clark	

As Utah continues to experience unprecedented growth, challenges inevitably follow. To address some of the transportation challenges created by this growth, the Utah Department of Transportation (UDOT) developed TravelWise -- a set of strategies that encourage Utahns to use alternatives to driving, especially as a single occupant in the vehicle. The state of Utah is asking individuals, businesses, communities and organizations to implement TravelWise strategies in an effort to reduce energy consumption, optimize mobility and improve air quality, ultimately improving the quality of life in Utah.

Small changes can add up to a huge difference in issues related to travel and congestion, especially when it comes to air quality.  Travel wise has issued a ‘Clear the Air’ Challenge to coordinate efforts and improve the air along the Wasatch Front.  This effort is dependent upon support of businesses, State and local agencies and other organizations.  Opportunities to partner with TravelWise exist, and partnerships have already been formed with many businesses, cities, agencies, employers, citizens and the Governor's Office. The development of these partnerships and the program support that comes from them is critical to the progress of TravelWise and its goals. An official partnership is formed following a meeting with a TravelWise representative where a TravelWise Integration Plan (TRIP) is completed. As a partner, you select the TravelWise strategies that best fit your organization or city’s needs and commit to specific efforts to implement them. In return, the TravelWise program pledges resources and support to ensure your success.
