1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:03 p.m.

3. Discussion:

· Resolution 2014-29 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Authorizing the Application for and Acceptance of Edward Byrne Justice Assistance Grant Funding for Police Department Equipment
Presented by Mayor Patrick Dunlavy

Mayor Dunlavy explained that the Tooele City Police Department applies for this grant every year.  This year, the $13,791.00 will be used to purchase software which would benefit internal affairs, investigation, crime scene and training records.

· Resolution 2014-30 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Accepting for Further Consideration the Annexation Petition of Mathew Arbshay Et Al
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Hansen showed the Council an aerial map of the area being considered for annexation.  Mr. Baker explained that the area is east of the Loma Vista subdivision.  Mr. Baker provided to the Council a memorandum detailing the annexation laws, providing recommendations from City Administration, and suggesting further information to be obtained from Mr. Arbshay.  Mr. Arbshay is already working on obtaining information for the Council.  The Council expressed concern about Mr. Arbshay’s desire to have the area rezoned to allow animal rights.  Mr. Baker stated that this resolution would allow Mr. Arbshay to provide further information, and to inform the Council of water, sewer and traffic impacts.  Zoning issues would be discussed at a later time.    
· Restaurant Parking Requirements
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Baker stated that he has discussed this issue with community development staff.  The City’s current parking requirements for restaurants is one parking space for every three dining seats, or one parking space for every 100 square feet of dining area, whichever is less.  Mr. Baker recommended changing the word “less” to “more” so that it reads:  one parking space for every three seats; or one parking space for every 100 square feet of dining area, whichever is more.  Mr. Baker will revise the ordinance with this change and bring it back to the City Council for consideration.  

· Regulation of Special Events
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Baker explained that the City is receiving an increasing number of requests for special events which require use of City streets or parks.  Some of the requests want to close City streets or are requesting security for their event.  It is time to implement a policy.  Mr. Baker emphasized that this matter is for discussion only; it is not to be approved at this time.  Mr. Baker stated that the city wants to protect the rights of people to speak and assemble.  The proposed Ordinance would protect the public’s health and safety.  The Mayor stated that Mr. Baker has researched other cities to see what regulations they had in place.  Councilman Pruden asked if long-standing traditions would be allowed, or grandfathered in.  Mr. Baker acknowledged the desire to protect long-standing traditions, but pointed out the challenges of regulating some uses and not others.  It was decided to discuss this matter again in a future work session.

Mr. Randy Sant joined the meeting at 5:27 p.m.

· Resolution 2014-34 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Granting an Underground Powerline Easement to Pacificorp
Presented by Roger Baker
Mr. Hansen showed an aerial map of the City’s sod farm near Vernon.  Mr. Baker explained that the underground powerline easement would be at the very far north end of the Vernon Sod Farm property.  This area has not been used for farming but may have been used for pasture.  The Mayor stated that the City and Rocky Mountain Power are working on a cooperative agreement to replace street lights and possibly other improvements.  
· Resolution 2014-31 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Kilgore Contracting for the 2014 Roadway Improvement Project, Schedule “A” Roto-mill and Asphalt Overlay
and

· Resolution 2014-32 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Intermountain Slurry Seal for the 2014 Roadway Improvement Project, Schedule “B” Type III Slurry


Presented by Paul Hansen
Mr. Hansen stated that the 2014 Roadway Improvement Project went out to bid and the City only received one bid, from Kilgore Contracting, for the Schedule “A” roto-mill and asphalt overlay.  Mr. Hansen felt that Kilgore’s pricing was in line and that the City has a good history with them.  The City did not receive any bids on the slurry seal, the City extended the bid opening and made contact with several contractors.  The City received three bids, with the lowest responsible bid from Intermountain Slurry Seal.  There is one road near a school that is scheduled to have slurry seal.  Mr. Hansen has asked Intermountain to complete that road before school starts.  

· Copper Canyon Subdivision Phase 3 Public Improvements Exception Request
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser stated that he received a request from Bach Homes for a public improvement exception on a portion of their site.  Their site is located to the west of 200 West and approximately 900 North.  Mr. Bolser explained that the planned Phase 3 of the development would include a short stretch of Tooele Boulevard along the rear property line of the northernmost six lots.  That segment of Tooele Boulevard has not been constructed.  City staff is recommending denial based on terms of a development agreement between Bach and the City which mandates construction of the road.  Mr. Baker suggested allowing Bach to escrow the amount for the road.  It was suggested that Mr. Bolser discuss possible options with Bach Homes.    

· Tooele Highland Estates Subdivision Public Improvements Exception Request
Presented by Jim Bolser
Mr. Bolser explained that Tooele Highland Estates has a similar request, but in a different subdivision.  This subdivision is located near the intersection of 100 East and 1000 North.  This subdivision has not yet been recorded but Lots 1 and 2 have been sold.  One lot has been purchased by Questar and the Scholar Academy charter school is being built on the other lot.  The request is to not put in the required curb, gutter and sidewalk until 2016.  City Staff is recommending denial based on public health and safety.  Having a school in this area will create traffic and foot traffic, and not having a sidewalk there is a health and safety concern.   
· Ninigret Depot Subdivision Phase 1 – Final Plat

Presented by Jim Bolser
This subdivision is to create Lot 102 where Cabella’s is under construction.  This would allow Cabella’s to own their own property.  Paul stated that this does not create any new public roads.
· Resolution 2014-33 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Lewis Young Robertson & Burningham, Inc. for a Comprehensive Financial Sustainability Plan

Presented by Randy Sant

Mr. Sant stated that in February or March Mr. Burningham presented a Comprehensive Financial Sustainability Plan to the Council on how to plan for the future, assess needs and debt service, and plan a way to fund them.  The cost of the plan is $52,800. Mr. Sant feels the plan would also benefit the RDA so the RDA will pay $25,000.  The remaining balance would be paid by the City.  Lewis Young Robertson & Burningham would produce a study and report that can be used for many years in the future.  Mr. Baker stated that he would like this to be a working plan, so he added in the contract that Lewis Young Robertson & Burningham would come back to the city in 6 months and then in 12 months to see if the plan is working and if the City is utilizing it.  This will be at no additional cost to the City or RDA.

4.  Council Reports
Councilman Pruden stated that the Tooele City Arts Council is sponsoring the Plein Air Art Contest this week.  Entries for this contest are on display downstairs in City Hall.  Fridays on Vine has been going for two weeks now and has been very successful so far.  Diamond Rio tickets are on sale.  Charley Jenkins is performing right after the parade in the park on the 4th of July.
Councilwoman Winn said that the North Tooele Special Service District (NTSSD) didn’t meet in May but are meeting tomorrow to adopt their budget.  Councilman Pruden expressed concern about some comments he has heard about the NTSSD board members wanting to force Sunset Estates to join their special service district.  It was Mr. Baker’s opinion that there must be special circumstances in order to annex them into a special service district.  Mayor Dunlavy stated that he would like a copy of the NTSSD’s budget.  Councilwoman Winn stated that Communities that Care presented a suicide prevention training which she attended.  She felt that Heidi Petersen and Tanya Turnbow were exceptional as they presented that training.

Councilman Wardle stated that USU will meet again in July.  COG meets tomorrow night, but he can’t attend because he will be out of town.

Chairman Pratt announced that there will not be a meeting on July 2nd.  He encouraged everyone to attend the Army Band that will perform that night at the Swimming Pool Park.  Chairman Pratt was unable to attend the last COG meeting.  Chairman Pratt would like to talk with the Mayor about possibly helping to fund a program for the Council of Aging.

5. Close Meeting to Discuss Pending Litigation and Property Acquisition
Councilman Pruden moved to close the meeting to discuss pending litigation and property acquisition.  Councilman Wardle seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, "Aye", Councilman Wardle, "Aye"' Chairman Pratt, "Aye"' Councilwoman Winn, "Aye"' and Councilman McCall, "Aye".  The meeting closed at 6:08 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Paul Hansen, Randy Sant, Councilman McCall, Councilman Wardle, Councilman Pruden, Councilwoman Winn, and Chairman Pratt.  
No minutes were taken on these items.

6.  Adjourn
Councilwoman Winn moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilman Pruden seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”, Councilman Pruden, “Aye” and Councilman McCall, “Aye.”  The meeting adjourned at 6:51 p.m.
