Redevelopment Agency held on Tuesday, May 14, 2024 in the Commission Chambers in the
Daggett County Courthouse at 95 North 1st West in Manila, Utah and through electronic means.
Commissioners Matt Tippets, Randy Asay, Jack Lytle attended in person. Attorney Kent Snider
attended virtually. Auditor Keri Pallesen and Clerk Brian Raymond attended in person. The meeting
was called to order at 9:21 am by Commission Chair Matt Tippets. The invocation was given by
Commissioner Matt Tippets and he then led those in attendance in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Approve Minutes: Commission meeting minutes for the Tuesday, May 7, 2024 meeting
were available for review and approval. Commissioner Lytle brought up a question on the issue
updates and a comma was added to clarify things.

Commissioner Asay motioned to approve the minutes for the Tuesday, May 7, 2024 Daggett
County Commission and RDA Meeting as written. Commissioner Lytle seconded the motion. The
Commissioners voted as follows on the motion:

Issue Updates: Commissioner Lytle said they are still working on getting the MBA Bond
issue squared away for the Water Treatment Plant and Attorney Kent Snider noted he is still working
on that. There was a comment that some applications have been turned in for self help housing.

Commissioner Tippets talked with Bob Slagowski to trade some ground for ground. Kent
Snider spoke with CIVCO and they are working on getting the legal descriptions so we can draft
deeds to transfer the properties. James Olsen with the roads department asked that it be noted on the
minutes that the State had asked that we certify the reflectivity of the signs. This has been completed.

Kent said that there has been an initial notice sent out to those people with properties that are
not in compliance with code. Vicky Nelson has sent out 5 of these notices and all but one have
complied. Kent stated we are in the process of filing charges against the one individual who is still
out of compliance.





Citizen Comments: Christian Colovich asked if there was an update on the agreement and
Kent Snider said he has been working on it and he still has stages 4-7 to complete before getting it
before the Commissioners.

Commissioner Asay said he thought Steven Wood was having some issues about the
grandstands as nobody was returning his calls. Jesse Platt thought he would join the meeting and he
did. There was talk of borrowing stands for this year. Commissioner Lytle said we could talk to
Sweetwater about borrowing the stands we have used in the past. Steven said the emphasis needs to
be on ADA and Commissioner Tippets thought that was part of it, but not the only consideration.
Steven said there are mobile stands made in lowa that are ADA compliant and within the budget.
They would also have a higher resale value. Commissioner Lytle asked if the Board had been
consulted and Steven said that the Board has not been completely formed yet. The bleachers being
considered are not elevated, so dirt would need to be placed to allow the spectators to see beyond the
fence. Commissioner Lytle recommended getting those interested together as the board. Steven said
he had called several contractors and had not heard back from them. He was encouraged to try
several of them again. Commissioner Tippets will talk with Maxfields. HK and Timberworks have
gotten back to us, but haven't responded since then. Steven had not contacted steel companies to see
if they can do what is needed in time. Commissioner Tippets thought a contract with a fabricator
might lead to getting a bid from the contractor’s to put it together. Commissioner Asay thought this
approach would probably be more costly. Steven thought that this project may need more of a
commercial builder. The fabricators may have contractors they use that could do this.

Discussion And Consideration Of RDA And Trails for Dutch John. Commissioner
Tippets noted the Trails was the only thing that was on the agenda and Clerk Raymond apologized
for not getting this noted correctly. Mayor Butch Johns said the first thing was for equipment from
Uintah County to work with on Trails in the County and Dutch John. Kent Snider said the MOU is on
his desk, but it looks like we need a three way MOU. Commissioner Lytle said that we have to look
at this carefully as we don’t want to be prescriptive. There is a process and we have a Trails Plan.
There was agreement that a trail system is of value but it shouldn’t encumber or devalue the RDA
property. Mayor Johns was told to not begin improving trails without formal request and approval
from the RDA. Mayor Johns understood and wanted to see the MOU move forward as it is dead in
the water. There was talk of developing a green zone that would protect private property from
development. The MOU was stuck and maybe the Town needs to be on the MOU. Kent said that it
is only between the Counties and not the Town.

Mike Harrington is the Town’s
Attorney and the Mayor will have him reach out to Kent and Kent said he would try to make contact
with him as well. We want to do something as we have agreed to try and work together, so in
essence this is conversational, but it is also notice that we need to look into this more. 17C-1-200 or
maybe section 204 is the section that may apply. Mayor Johns is asking more questions and trying to
get answers. We want to try and work together to resolve issues. Sometimes it might be
uncomfortable, but you just have to move forward. Mayor Johns said the Town Council has been
notified and now the RDA has been notified and he is continuing to come up with questions to ask
the Town’s Attorney. How do we get to where we want to be? Commissioner Lytle asked where do
you want to be? The Mayor was unsure of where he wanted to be, but he just wanted to do the right
thing. Every question he has brings up more questions. He just wanted to make the RDA aware of
this potential issue.
