· SUMMARY OF THE STATUE OF RESPONSIBILITY FOUNDATION STAGE II PROPOSAL

They were accompanied by Jade Teran from FFKR Architects, Jeremy Blank from Okland Construction, and  Val Hale, all of whom expressed their support for the project. · STATE HOUSING POLICY AS APPLICABLE TO THE POINT
Steve Waldrip, the Governor’s Senior Advisor on Housing Strategy and Innovation, discussed housing issues and strategies in Utah, emphasizing their relevance to The Point. He addressed the housing shortage and outlined the Governor’s Office's proposed solutions to improve the situation. These solutions include creating incentives for cities and municipalities, offering lower interest loans, and granting land use authorities the ability to create smaller lots, all aimed at enhancing affordability and home ownership.


· PREVIEW OF FY25 LAND AUTHORITY BUDGET
Don Willie shared a draft of FY25 budget and requested board input in preparation for approving the budget in the June meeting.  He reported that they are in the process of hiring an additional team member to their staff and have adjusted personnel expenses, contractual services, and professional and technical services for the coming FY25 budget.  He will bring the final budget to the board for approval at the June meeting
