
   SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF THE MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL OF CENTRAL VALLEY TOWN, SEVIER COUNTY, UTAH

HELD WEDNESDAY, JUNE 18, 2014
A regular meeting of the Mayor and Town Council of Central Valley Town was held on Wednesday, the 18th of June, 2014 at the Central Valley Community Center, 50 West Center, Central Valley, Utah at the hour of 7:30 p.m. after due and timely notice had been provided pursuant to Section 52-4-6, UCA, 1953, as amended.

CITIZENS PRESENT

1.  Opening Remarks given by Mayor Peterson.
2.  Meeting called to order and roll call.  Mayor Peterson welcomed those in attendance at the meeting.  
3.  Approval of minutes of previous meeting.  The minutes of the May 21st  Town Council meeting were presented for approval.  All members had reviewed the minutes.  Mayor Peterson asked for a discussion of the minutes.  The minutes were approved upon the motion of Bryan Brown and seconded by Charles Evans.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

4.  Public Hearing to a SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1ccept public comments concerning Central Valley Town’s proposal to adopt an ordinance providing for the compensation of elected and statutory officers of Central Valley and its proposal to adopt a resolution for the 2014-2015 Fiscal Year Budget and Certified Tax Rate and to consider amending the 2013-2014 Fiscal Year Budget.

Mayor Peterson closed the regular meeting and opened the public hearing for comments on the budget.  Allen Henningson explained that the compensation ordinance does not include an increase for the mayor and council.  It does include a three percent increase for the town clerk and treasurer.  A three percent increase for all town employees was approved last month.  The general fund for next years budget is proposed at $346,000.00 and the water fund is proposed at $166,000.00.  The only change from the tentative budget that was adopted last month includes an additional $5,000.00 for the splash pad.  The additional funds came from donations that were received.  The amount needed in donations for the splash pad was reduced to $10,000.00.  The certified tax rate for next year is proposed at 0.001671.  The proposed amendments to the current years budget include removing revenue in the amount of $105,000.00, which was a CIB grant for the splash pad as well as removing the $105,000.00 expenditure for the splash pad.  The splash pad is proposed in next years budget.  
Dale Gifford stated that the town employees should not receive a raise.  Mayor Peterson responded that the raise had been approved last month.  

Bruce Hendrickson asked about the splash pad.  Becky Bastian explained the proposal for the splash pad.

Mayor Peterson closed the public hearing to further comments.  The council resumed its regular meeting.

5.  Comments from Residents.  None
6.  Waste Irrigation Water Issues near David Jensen property.  Bruce Hendrickson

Bruce asked the council if they had observed the flooding that was occurring when he irrigates his field adjacent to David Jensen's property.  The water has always gone north past the Jensen and Lloyd properties.  David Jensen has blocked the water.  This has caused the water to back up and go out into the road.  The water may be damaging the road.  Bruce wants to keep farming his property and does not want to create a problem for the town.  David Nielson asked about the culvert near the middle of the Hendrickson property.  Mayor Peterson asked if it would help to build up the roadway.  Bruce responded that he thought it would be helpful.  Mayor Peterson stated that he did not think we could get the ditch put back in front of the Jensen and Lloyd  properties.  David Nielson stated that the council is aware of the problem and is willing to work with him.  David Nielson and Mayor Peterson will look at the situation and try to determine a solution.  Bruce stated that he does not want to create a problem for the town.    

7.  Park Updates.  Splash Pad.  July 4th Celebration. Other Park Needs.  Becky Bastian

 Becky Bastian reported that there would be a walk thru inspection for the bike path on June 23rd at 11:00 a.m.  The bike path should be complete by then.  There will be a ribbon cutting celebration planned for sometime after July 4th.  The county, Jones and DeMille Engineering and Hales Sand and Gravel will sponsor the ribbon cutting.  A raffle fund raising event for the splash pad will be held at the ribbon cutting.  Becky asked if there were problems with the bike trail.  Mayor Peterson stated that the gravel between the trail and the road may cause problems.  The area south of town does not have the gravel due to the road being wider there.  David Nielson stated that the weeds may be a problem in the gravel area.  Charles Evans stated that they would need to locate the water valves that they have covered over.
Becky reported that she and Shelley had planned the July 4th celebration.  She provided a map of the locations of the planned activities.  Becky asked that the council assist with the celebration.  Randy Chesley will provide root beer.  There will be a water slide.  The county will provide a sound system.  Dale Gifford will make sure the grill is working.  We will set up at 7:00 a.m.  After the parade we will meet and start cooking the hamburgers.  We will plan to start serving at noon.  There will be a flag ceremony, ice cream and games.  Mayor Peterson has ordered some aprons with the town symbol for the cooks.  Dale Gifford asked about putting up the canopies.  He will obtain some bricks to help anchor them.

Becky reported that we have received some donations for the splash pad.  She has a sizeable donation pledged.  She will plan to attend the August 7th CIB meeting to present our modified grant request.  The paper work needs to be completed by the middle of July.

There was a problem with the rest rooms that has been solved.  With the completion of the bike trail there will be less use of the rest rooms.  There are plans to epoxy the rest room floors to make cleaning easier.

A Babe Ruth baseball tournament is planned at the baseball park on July 8-12.       
8.  GIS Mapping Needs.

Mayor Peterson reported that he and David Nielson met with Paul Damron about our GIS mapping needs.  He can provide an electronic mapping system that shows the location of our utilities, park, streets, cemetery and water system.  It would be assessable on the internet.  We can pick and choose what we want included.  It will cost $2,200.00 for what has been selected for the town.  Jones and DeMille Engineering could provide the same service but has not provided a bid.  We would be required to keep the system up to date.  The initial bid from Paul Damron was for $4,100.00.  Several items including canals and power lines were removed to reduce the price.
Pat Meanea asked how we would work the system.  Mayor Peterson stated that the system could be accessed with a smart phone.  It was suggested that a portion of the cost could be charged to each benefiting department.  It was also suggested that we obtain a bid from Jones and DeMille Engineering.  The council feels that it would be a good investment for the town.  The project will be placed on the August agenda for consideration and approval.

9.  Street Improvements.

Mayor Peterson and David Nielson have met with Jones and DeMille Engineering concerning our street improvement needs.  David has asked Jones and DeMille Engineering to provide an assessment of our streets and what would be needed to bring them up to standard.  Jones and DeMille Engineering has estimated that it would cost $20,000.00 to $30,000.00 for the assessment.  David Nielson reported that he had learned in the road school he attended that eight miles of road in Clear Creek Canyon had been CIP (Cold In Place) processed for 2.2 million dollars.  The remaining service life of the road is twenty years.  Jones and DeMille would help us obtain a CIB grant to fix our roads as part of the study.  David reported that the only other funding available for road work is a federal rural funding program that has about one million dollars available each year.  Funding is planned for five years in the future.  The council discussed the feasibility of proceeding with the road project.  Our roads need attention.  It was suggested that we make a decision on the feasibility study in our July meeting.  Jones and DeMille Engineering will provide a cost for the study by then.  Our loan pay back costs could be a problem.  Becky Bastian asked about potential sewer lines coming thru town and the damage they would create.  We may be able to obtain a CIB grant for a portion of the study.

10.  Approve Estimate for Street Line Painting.

David Nielson reported that he had obtained an estimate from Straight Stripe Painting to repaint the lines of our streets.  The estimate is for $3,036.32.  An $825.00 mobilization fee could be waived if they are already in the area.  David Nielson made a motion to complete the paint re-striping project for our streets.  Becky Bastian seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  David will have them complete the work when they can schedule it.  
11.  Street Light Information.  Bryan Brown

Bryan Brown reported that he had contacted Rocky Mountain Power regarding installing street lights in town.  Rocky Mountain Power does not install LED lights.  Rocky Mountain Power came and looked at seven locations for potential street lights.  They could install a 100 watt light on an existing pole for $339.00.  Installing a 100 watt light on a new pole would cost $1,625.00.  The monthly cost for a 100 watt light would be $15.49.  A 400 watt light could be installed on an existing pole for $1,100.00.  The monthly cost for a 400 watt light would be $26.00.

Mayor Peterson reported that he had calculated that if the town installed 30 street lights in town it would cost $5.00 per month for each household.  He has had several requests to install street lights.  If our residents want the street lights, they will need to pay for them.  The council discussed the need for street lights in town.  Bryan Brown stated that the planning commission is doing a survey of town residents.  They will ask if street lights are wanted.  David Nielson would like to see lights installed at the baseball park.  Street lighting will be discussed again in August after we have the results of the survey.
12.  Nuisance Complaint Roadway Right of Way.  Progress Update.

Mayor Peterson reported that the road right of way had been cleaned up in front of the Foot property.  The material has been moved back on the property.  The yard does not look good.  Mayor Peterson also reported that we will be sending Abby Jackson another letter regarding the old rock house on Main Street.  We will try to meet with Abby regarding her plans for the property.  
13.  Central Valley Cemetery.

Mayor Peterson reported that a group removed the old east fence at the cemetery.  The east portion of the cemetery will be leveled by Charles Evans.  Mayor Peterson will then contact Ryan Savage to provide an estimate for a survey of the cemetery.  Pat Meanea reported that he had talked with Gateway Mapping.  They also provide cemetery surveying.  They requested pictures and additional information.  Pat will get a cost estimate from them.  Pat suggested that the town pass an enabling cemetery ordinance with guiding policies and procedures.  The Utah State Historical Society has grants available for plotting pioneer cemeteries.  They may provide up to half of the necessary amount.    
14.  Adopt  SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1an ordinance providing for the compensation of elected and statutory officers of Central Valley Town.  Ordinance 2014-002.
Mayor Peterson stated that the next three items on the agenda relate to the public hearing that was held earlier in the meeting.  He asked if there were any concerns related to the budget items.  There were none expressed.  Bryan Brown made a motion to adopt an ordinance providing for the compensation of elected and statutory officers of Central Valley Town.  Ordinance 2014-002.  Also to adopt SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 a resolution for the 2014-2015 Fiscal Year Budget and Certified Tax Rate.  Resolution 2014-01.  Also to adopt SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 a resolution amending the 2013-2014 Fiscal Year Budget.  Resolution 2014-02.  David Nielson seconded the motion.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  Allen Henningson will complete the required posting and recording of the ordinance and resolutions as well as submitting the adopted new budget to the state auditors office.  Mayor Peterson stated that our new certified tax rate would be 0.001671.  It is the third highest in the county.  
15.  Adopt SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1 a resolution for the 2014-2015 Fiscal Year Budget and Certified Tax Rate.  Resolution 2014-01.  This item was combined and adopted in conjunction with item 14.
16.  Adopt a resolution amending the 2013-2014 Fiscal Year Budget.  Resolution 2014-02.  This item was combined and adopted in conjunction with item 14.
17.  Approval of monthly expenditures.  Attorney fee.  Master Meter fee. 

Richard Chamberlain has submitted an invoice for the annual retainer fee for attorney services for the coming year.  It would cost $1,200.00 for the year or $100.00 per month.  Mayor Peterson is in favor of using Richard as our attorney for another year.  We have received a $1,500.00 invoice from Master Meter to provide support for our meter reading software.  Shelley has talked with the company and they are willing to waive the fee for this year.  We may be charged an hourly fee for their services.  Mayor Peterson asked for a review of the May expenditures.  Becky Bastian made a motion to approve the May expenditures as described.  Bryan Brown seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Bryan Brown voted yes, David Nielson voted yes and Becky Bastian voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative. 

18.  Council Members Reports.
David Nielson reported that he had tried to contact Nick Jones regarding our sign reflectivity.  He left him a message.

Bryan Brown reported that the planning commission would not be meeting in July.  They will meet in August to work on the General Plan and the survey results.

Becky Bastian thanked Shelley for her help with the July 4th Celebration.  

Charlie Evans reported that the water samples were good for this month.  

Mayor Peterson stated that he had talked with the Lyman town water supervisor.  Their water system has been chlorinated for a long time.  He also reported that he had attended the LAPC meeting held at Thomas Petroleum.  He learned about safety issues.  
19.  Adjournment.  Mayor Peterson thanked everyone for their attendance and asked for a motion to adjourn.  Becky Bastian made a motion to adjourn, Charles Evans seconded it.  Mayor Kim Peterson voted yes, David Nielson voted yes, Charles Evans voted yes, Becky Bastian voted yes and Bryan Brown voted yes.  The voting was unanimous in the affirmative.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:45 p.m.
