Seeing no other members of the public present, Mr. Weston motioned to close the public hearing. Mr. Gottlieb seconded. Approved unanimously.

Mr. Weston called for a motion to approve the final 2024 budget. Mr. Arnold motioned to approve the final budget; Mr. Gottlieb seconded. Approved unanimously.
