PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Mr. Murakami provided an update on the Parents Empowered campaign.  He introduced two local prevention representatives attending today – Caryn Coltrin, Regional Prevention Program Director overseeing Salt Lake, Wasatch, and Summit Counties; and Pamella Bello, Director of Behavioral Health Prevention for Summit County Health Department – and gave an overview of their achievements.  

Mr. Murakami responded to a question from the last commission meeting regarding online surveys by explaining the process Cisero uses to develop and conduct the surveys.  He also announced a new campaign and showed an example of the signage being installed in the liquor stores.


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Mr. Williford provided an update on the March 2024 financials.  In March, retail revenue totaled $57.5 million.  Current YTD revenues are over $443.9 million.  The department is on track to return $105 million YTD to the general fund. 


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Clason welcomed the group to Park City.  She thanked the commissioners for visiting the Park City warehouse store this morning.  She also thanked those that came to visit with the commissioners at the meet and greet held prior to this meeting.  Finally, she thanked the Park City Municipal Corporation for the use of their meeting facilities.

Mr. Meier gave an update on the new store in downtown Salt Lake City.  The 205 West 400 South store is being relocated to Edison and 300 South.  Currently the department is anticipating an early summer opening.

Ms. Thue thanked compliance staff members for the opportunities provided to commission members to attend licensee audits.
