Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

1. Pledge of Allegiance

3. Public Comment Period

Chairman Pratt welcomed anyone from the public who would like to come forward and address the Council to please do so.  

Kendall Thomas from Stockton addressed the Council.  Mr. Thomas thanked Tooele City for the suicide prevention training that they had on June 17th   He thanked all those involved and said that they did a great job.  He feels that this is very important training for the community.

Richard Delsign, 366 E 770 N addressed the Council.  Mr. Delsign has been dealing with his neighbor’s weeds for a year and feels that the City Code has not been enforced properly.   He indicated that he has received a letter from Mr. Bolser and he has a problem with the letter.  Mr. Bolser told him in the letter that he does not have a right to e-mail Kasie Hall, the Code Enforcement Officer.  He feels that he has a right to contact her.  Mr. Delsign received an e-mail from Kasie Hall on May 14, 2014 that says “if you have any issues, any time feel free to contact me”.  He is very upset about his neighbor’s weeds.  He feels the Mr. Bolser and his department is not enforcing the code the way that it is written.

Chairman Pratt closed the public comment period at 7:07 p.m.

4. PUBLIC HEARING & MOTION on Resolution 2014-23 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Adopting the Final Budget for Tooele City for Fiscal Year 2014-2015

Presented by Mayor Patrick Dunlavy

Mayor Dunlavy said that he is presenting a balanced budget for 2014-2015.  He stated that the budget has been on display as required by state statute for the last two weeks. There were a few issues in the budget that the Council brought to his attention that have been addressed.  The budget except for a few minor issues is the same tentative budget that the Council approved.  He said that it is a conservative budget.  There are no major capital improvement projects that they will be taking on in the coming year.  There are some ongoing capital projects being done such replacing the sprinkling system at the cemetery.  They are giving a 3% cost of living raise to the employees, which he feels they very much deserve.  They have had an increase of 4% to the health plan for the employees and the City has absorbed the cost.  They added a 4th tier to the health plan for employees; they may choose which plan fits their needs.  They also had unfunded mandates from the state for retirement, which was a significant amount of money but they were planning on it in this year’s budget.  

Chairman Pratt stated that this is a public hearing if anyone would like to address the issue.  No one came forward.

Chairman Pratt closed the public hearing at 7:10 p.m.

Councilman Wardle thanked the Mayor, Department Heads, and staff for keeping the budget conservative and doing all they can with the resources they have.  The Mayor has done a great job managing the finances and keeps the City solvent in not only good times but bad times as well.

Councilman Pruden said that this is the eleventh budget that he has been involved in.  He said that the City is very fiscally sound.  He thanked the Mayor and Mr. Caldwell for their hard work and applauded them for their efforts.

Councilman Pruden moved to approve Resolution 2014-23.  Councilman Wardle seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

5. Resolution 2014-29 a Resolution of the Tooele City Council Authorizing the Application for and Acceptance of Edward Byrne Justice Assistance Grant Funding for Police Department Equipment

Presented by Chief Ron Kirby

Chief Kirby said this resolution is for the Justice Assistance Grant in the amount of $13,791.  He said that with the Council’s approval they would like to spend the funds on some software to keep them current with technology.  He indicated that they will be purchasing a few different kinds of software including; crime scene software, software that helps with personnel documentation, training data base software, and vehicle pursuit data base software.  He said that it is great to get this grant.  

Councilwoman Winn moved to approve Resolution 2014-29.  Councilman Wardle seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

6. PUBLIC HEARING & MOTION on Resolution 2014-24 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving Budget Adjustments for Fiscal Year 2013-2014

Presented by Glen Caldwell

Mr. Caldwell explained that every year they have to adjust the budget at year end.  He then outlined the adjustments that needed to be made before the end of the fiscal year.  (A copy is included with the minutes as Exhibit A).

Councilman Pruden moved to approve Resolution 2014-24.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

7. Resolution 2014-30 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Accepting for Further Consideration the Annexation Petition of Mathew Arbshay Et Al

Presented by Roger Baker

Mr. Baker said that the annexation petition was discussed in the Council’s work session two weeks ago and in that meeting the Council indicated that they would further consider the annexation as required by state and City law.  This resolution is required by state law for an annexation to proceed to the next step.  By approving the resolution they are not approving the actual annexation; rather, they would be approving the petition for further consideration.  The resolution outlines a number of requirements yet to be followed by the petitioner and by the City for it to eventually come back before the Council for a vote on an annexation ordinance.  The resolution also attached a recommendation from the City Administration, with information that they will require in order for them to consider a petition for annexation.  The property that is being considered for annexation is a very small piece of property which consists of about 38 acres.  The property backs onto Middle Canyon Road on the east, Loma Vista subdivision on the west, and Skyline drive on the south.

Councilman Pruden moved to approve Resolution 2014-30.  Councilman Wardle seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

Mr. Baker noted for the benefit of the petitioners in the audience that the Council discussed this briefly in the work session before the City Council meeting and they indicated that it would be appropriate to exclude Middle Canyon Road right-of-way from the property being annexed.  Middle Canyon Road would remain all in the County’s jurisdiction instead of having a little piece in the City’s jurisdiction.

8. Resolution 2014-34 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Granting an Underground Powerline Easement to PacifiCorp

Presented by Roger Baker

Mr. Baker said that PacifiCorp has asked for an underground utility easement 15 ft. wide and 385 ft. long for a small segment of power line being installed for a client.  He showed the property owned by Tooele City on the overhead screen which has been operated as a farm ranch. The easement is at the very far north end of Tooele City’s property.  It is not an area that is being actively utilized and is not an area would be adversely affected by the easement. The City is working with Rocky Mountain Power in a cooperative effort in other areas of Tooele City and they think this is a good thing to do.

Councilman Wardle moved to approve Resolution 2014-34.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

9. Ninigret Depot Subdivision Phase 1 – Final Plat

Presented by Jim Bolser

Mr. Bolser said this is a request for a final plat subdivision in Ninigret Industrial Depot.  The property is being carved off as lot 102 which is the location that is currently under construction for the Cabela’s distribution site.  Currently this is one large piece of property and this will give Cabela’s their own site.   There are no public roads being created or dedicated as part of this subdivision; however there are private roads being established but nothing in the public domain outside of standard utilities.  The Planning Commission has reviewed this plat and has forwarded a unanimous positive recommendation to the City Council.

Councilman Pruden moved to approve the Ninigret Depot Subdivision Phase 1 Final Plat. Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

10. Resolution 2014-31 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Kilgore Contracting for the 2014 Roadway Improvement Project, Schedule “A” Roto-mill and Asphalt Overlay

Presented by Paul Hansen

Mr. Hansen said that this is a project that they bring to the Council each year. Each year they put out for bid various types of roadway preservation treatments to try and help extend the lives of the City’s roads.  Schedule “A” are those segments where they mill the edge of the pavement and put a 2 ½ inch payment overlay.  There are four small street sections that they are including as part of this project.  The areas to be done are; 100 W between Vine and Utah Avenue, also an area between 400 N and 600 N, a short segment on 200 South between 100 E and 200 E, and a small section on 2nd Street between Broadway and 200 S.  This was put out for public bid for a three week time period and the City only received one bid.  They are normally concerned when they only received one bid, but the bid was from Kilgore Contracting which the City has worked with on other projects for the last several years and their prices were in line with what they were last year.  They do not feel the bid is unbalanced or unfair in anyway.  The contract amount is for $241,100 and the resolution also asks for a 5% contingency for unknown conditions to be used at Mayor’s discretion.

Councilwoman Winn moved to approve Resolution 2014-31.  Councilman Pruden seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

11. Resolution 2014-32 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Intermountain Slurry Seal for the 2014 Roadway Improvement Project, Schedule “B” Type III Slurry

Presented by Paul Hansen

Mr. Hansen explained that this is another preservation treatment which rejuvenates the oil and puts a new surface on the pavement that extends the road for several years.  They put this project out for bid for three weeks and did not receive any bids so they extended the bid period for another five days and made personal calls to the contractors and received three bids at the modified bid extension.  The low bid came from Intermountain Slurry Seal for the amount of $95,200; the other two bids were approximately $30,000 higher.  The City has experience with Intermountain Slurry Seal and their prices are in line and their quality of work is acceptable.  The areas to be done on this project are; between 100 S and 200 S on 7th Street, work on Cedar Street and Birch Street, some work on Droubay Road and 880 East, 700 N between Main and 100 East, and part of Settlement Canyon Road toward the dam. The contract price is for $95,200 and they are asking for a 5% contingency as part of the resolution.

Councilman Wardle moved to approve Resolution 2014-32. Chairman Pratt seconded the motion. The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

Chairman Pratt welcomed a Girl Scout that was in the audience who was working on her Government badge.

12. Resolution 2014-33 A Resolution of the Tooele City Council Approving a Contract with Lewis Young Robertson & Burningham, Inc. for a Comprehensive Financial Sustainability Plan

Presented by Randy Sant

Mr. Sant explained that the Council has had a number of discussions about this plan in their work sessions. This plan will:

· Provide a road map to ensure the City can provide public services and amenities at desired levels of service into the future.  
· Ensure the resources necessary to provide these services remain functionally and fiscally viable into the future.  
· Develop tools and procedures that provide institutional memory moving forward as decision-makers and circumstances change.  
· Provide a standard means to both gather input from the staff, elected officials, and the public; and provide communication of City policy objectives and practices to these same stakeholders.  

He indicated that the City has a lot of master planning, including a water master plan, sewer master plan, and a general plan. This financial sustainability plan will determine how the City will accomplish these things and how they will pay for these things not only today but in the future when the Council and administration changes.  It’s a plan to make sure the City is financially sound as they go forward.  This will take all plans and put them into a financial plan.  As they have sold bonds and met with people who rate the bonds they have determined that this is very important to have this plan in place.  If the City needed to go out for a bond, having this plan in place would save 15 to 20 bases points in interest.  The cost of this financial plan is $52,800, the Tooele City RDA will pay $25,000 and Tooele City will pay balance. They anticipate that it will take three to four months to complete.

Councilman Pruden moved to approve Resolution 2014-33. Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

13. Minutes: June 4, 2014

Councilwoman Winn moved to approve the Tooele City Council Minutes for the meetings held June 4, 2014 as presented.  Councilman Pruden seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

14. Invoices 

Ms. Pitt presented the following invoices for payment:

· Tishner Ford Sales, Inc. for a F150 Crew Cab Pick-up in the amount of $28,300.

Councilman Pruden moved to approve the invoice as presented by Ms. Pitt.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.

15. Adjourn to RDA Meeting

Chairman Pratt adjourned the City Council meeting to an RDA meeting.  The meeting adjourned at 7:37 p.m.

Councilman Pruden conducted this portion of the meeting as Chairman of the RDA.

16. PUBLIC HEARING & MOTION on RDA Resolution 2014-03 a Resolution of the Redevelopment Agency of Tooele City, Utah Adopting a Budget for the Fiscal Year 2014-2015.

Presented by Randy Sant

Mr. Sant said that the redevelopment budget hasn’t changed much.  They only have two project areas now.  It is the last year for the commercial park area, which sunsets at the end of the 2015 fiscal year.  They do not know what their increment is when they budget is set, they find out in May.  They try to cut expenses so they do not have to dip into the fund balance.  He said that in this year’s budget they have agreed to help with the financing of a new fire truck.  He said that there a couple of bond payments they make.  They are making a bond payment for some of the work on 1000 North, the TATC building and the Grantsville library. He said there are no other significant changes since last year.

Chairman Pruden stated that this is a public hearing if anyone would like to come forward and address this issue.  No one came forward.

Chairman Pruden closed the public hearing at 7:40 p.m.

Board Member Wardle moved to approve RDA Resolution 2014-03.  Board Member Pratt seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Board Member Wardle, “Aye”, Board Member Winn, “Aye”, Board Member Pratt, “Aye”, and Chairman Pruden, “Aye”.
Chairman Pruden thanked Mr. Sant for all he does for Tooele City.

Mayor Dunlavy said that the RDA has had a great year with Cabela’s being the highlight.  He said that they will keep doing things with economic development.  He thanked Mr. Sant, the City Council and his staff for all they do for the RDA.  He is grateful for the work of Mr. Sant and the RDA Board.  He said that they make hard decisions.  He said that they wouldn’t be where they are today and wouldn’t have the successes that they have had if it weren’t for them and he is very appreciative for the role that they play in the process.

Chairman Pruden said that since Cabela’s has come to Tooele, other businesses and companies are looking at Tooele.  They are excited for the future.

The meeting was then turned back to Councilman Pratt, Chairman of the Tooele City Council

Chairman Pratt thanked Mr. Sant and the Mayor for the leadership of the budget.  

17. Adjourn

Councilwoman Winn moved to adjourn the RDA meeting.  Councilman Pruden seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting adjourned at 7:45 p.m.
