RCAC Community Advisor Shay Morrison:
· Newsletter Starts in June
Morrison stated that the RCAC will begin sending a monthly newsletter on the 1st Monday of the month beginning in June. It will contain the general items that he covers with the communities as well as information from conferences and related meetings.

· Summer Schedule
Morrison stated that he will not be to the next couple of meetings during the summer.

· Land Use Training
Morrison reported that a land use training was held by Rob Terry with the Mona City Planning and Zoning Commission on May 1st. He said that Mr. Terry would be willing to do land use training with the Council as well. 

Morrison stated that throughout the year the RCAC will be holding quarterly growth summits to cover one or two topics and do training. It will be held at the new RCAC building in Richfield. The first one will be held in the fall.

· CIB Application
Morrison stated that he will do the AOG review on the application that was approved earlier in the meeting, and send it in for consideration. This application will not have to go before the board, so Mayor Christensen and staff will meet with CIB staff. 

· CDBG Survey
Morrison stated that the survey did not go as well as anticipated, but in the future, the Council may want to consider starting the survey earlier in the year. Councilmember Christensen requested that it be started now and Morrison stated that he would begin the process.
Morrison asked about Mona City’s status of updating their code to meet the new legislative land use updates. Recorder Hills stated that she has put in a request with the contracted company and that Mona is third on the list to have their information updated.

Mayor Christensen reminded the Council and staff that the open house for the transportation master plan would be held on Wednesday, June 12 at 6 pm. It will be ratified at the Mona City Council Meeting on June 11.

Secretary Report:
Secretary Dalton reported that a resident would like to use the pavilion to teach a country swing/line dance class, and requested to reserve the pavilion or parking lot every Thursday from 7-10 pm for the summer for free since she does not charge for the service. It was suggested that she use the driveway area in front of the old city offices so it did not interfere with paying reservations.

Dalton stated that there were several comments on the cemetery and the roads leading up to it. Mayor Christensen stated that the employees did a nice job beautifying the area.

Planning and Zoning:
Jason Keller – Accessory Building Permit – 773 South 200 West

· Finance Report
Finance Director Samuelson presented the Mona City and Recreation Disbursement Listings for 5/15/2024 to 5/28/2024.

Finance Director Samuelson reported that the irrigation rental pool was short on shares and that she spent several days calling shareowners to request to allow residents to rent their water. She stated that she was able to find enough water shares for this year, but that this situation may happen again next year. She also told the Council that the Irrigation Company will be sending out a letter stating that even though the City is doing its best to retain and provide rental water shares, their rental water shares are not guaranteed in the future. Mayor Christensen stated that a work session needs to be held to discuss this issue.

Samuelson stated that the Mona City Auditor has had some health issues and will be retiring. She said that he found someone to take on Mona City for the upcoming auditing season.

Samuelson stated that she has been working on the process of switching the Mona City website to a .gov website, and it is now working. The new website is Monautah.gov.

Fraud risk assessment- Samuelson stated that it will be completed in June and Mona City is at a moderate risk. The assessment can be found on the Mona City website.

Gas, Roads, and Water Report:
Nothing Reported

Sewer:
Brent Arns reported that the sewer is running at about a “5” and they are running about 400,000 gallons every day. He stated that he is meeting with Jones and Demille tomorrow to continue forward with the project. There is still standing water, but the railroad culverts have helped dry out the area. 

Arns stated that everything has been submitted to the State concerning Mona City’s recent DEQ fines, but we may not hear back from them for a while. 

Councilmember Kay said that Sewer Worker Jeff Elbert suggested moving the shed that is currently at the green waste site over and putting it over the meter and pipe to keep it dry and keep people from driving into it. He also stated that he has been working on pricing to get fencing. 

Recorder:
Recorder Hills reported that the Rick Kay Annexation has been approved and a certificate of annexation has been received from the Lieutenant Governor’s office. 

Hills also asked if it was necessary for accessory building permits to be approved through the City Council, as they have been approved by the Planning and Zoning Commission, and it creates a longer timeline for the builder. The Council agreed that accessory building permits could be approved through the Planning Commission and do not need to go through the City Councill. 

Council Business:
Councilmember Stanley was absent.

Councilmember Pace asked for the recreation schedule for park maintenance. Secretary Dalton said that she would talk with the recreation director to gain access to the calendar.

Councilmember Christensen had nothing to report.

Councilmember Squire stated that he received a request for work sealing cracks and fixing the roads in Mona City. He stated that he would talk with the person and get details and information.
