Sheila Page asked the subcommittee to strike #1 Jim’s Family Restaurant, #2 Kabuki Japanese Steakhouse, #3 Moon Dog’s Café, #4 Jared Thompson.  She stated that as they have not been responsive, they will be sent a notice that the settlement agreements will be withdrawn and hearings scheduled.

Ms. Page also asked the subcommittee to strike #16 La Fuente, #19 Maggie McGees, and #20 One as they will be on the agenda next month.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission accept the items on the consent calendar with the modifications in place.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

b.	ORDERS TO SHOW CAUSE:

Ms. McDermott gave an overview of the order to show cause for #1 Buca Di Beppo.  They had two managers with disqualifying backgrounds.  One was released from employment and the second is going through the expungement process.

Jon Butler and Roland Christensen came forward to speak on behalf of Buca Di Beppo.  Mr. Butler explained Mr. Christensen received a certificate of expungement and they are expecting to receive the signed order of expungement from the 4th District Court any day.  Mr. Butler requested that staff be given the ability to withdraw the order to show cause when the order of expungement is received.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission direct that if Mr. Christensen does obtain the order of expungement, the order to show cause be withdrawn so Mr. Christensen won’t have to appear at the next meeting.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  

Ms. McDermott noted that staff is waiting to hear from the tax commission regarding #2 Los 2 Compadres and asked that the item will be continued to the next meeting.

Mr. Gladwell moved to accept the recommendation of staff and continue #2 Los 2 Compadres to the July meeting.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

c.	HEARING:

		 (1)	Pinky’s, South Salt Lake.

Sheila Page explained that King Pig’s LLC dba Pinky’s did not receive notice to appear at the May 27, 2014 commission meeting.  She gave an overview of the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and Recommended Sanctions from Hearing Officer Carol Clawson regarding Pinky’s.  Ms. Page requested that the commission impose and set a due date for the fines and costs; and set a date for the suspension period to begin.  

Terry Spencer and Casey Kalm came forward to address the subcommittee on behalf of Pinky’s.  Mr. Spencer objected to the findings of the Administrative Law Judge.  Ms. Page objected stating that the commission rules do not allow for evidence to be submitted at the meeting. 

Mr. Spencer distributed and gave an overview of a hearing brief.  He asked that the commission not impose a suspension period or allow the suspension period to be served two days a week for five weeks.  The licensee will pay the fine.

The commissioners, Ms. Page, Ms. McDermott and Mr. Spencer discussed the hearing officer’s findings, license renewal forms as well as the definition of a crime involving moral turpitude.  Ms. Page also noted there is a pending additional violation.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission adopt the Findings of Fact, Conclusions of Law and the Administrative Law Judge’s recommendation as far as the fees, costs, fines and suspension days.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.  

d.	COURT OF APPEALS DECISION:

Sheila Page noted that last month the department prevailed in the Utah Court of Appeals in regards to the Brewski’s appeal.  Ms. Page noted she talked to the attorney, Ron Yengich, and they do not intend to pursue any further action.  Ms. Page recommended that the commission reiterate the order and impose the fines and fees, and set a date for the probation period.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission adopt the Brewski’s order including the recommended fines, fees and stay of suspension period pending successful completion of a probation period; and set today, June 24, 2014, as the beginning of the twelve month probation period.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Abe Kader gave an overview of the applications noting that they are complete and staff recommends approval.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission grant local industry representative licenses to Section 89 Wine & Spirits in Salt Lake City and Moroni Chalita in Salt Lake City.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.


REPORT FROM LICENSEE ON PREMISE DESIGNATION:   

a.	Hopper’s Grill & Brewing Company, Midvale.  

Abe Kader explained that the licensee was asked to report this month on the efforts they’ve made to reinforce the boundaries separating the tavern premise from the bathroom access as minors are not allowed in a tavern.  Mr. Kader reported that he visited the establishment last Thursday and they agreed to install a partition so that the section minors pass through would be part of the restaurant premise.  As of yesterday, the partition had not been installed.  

Brandon Hargett from Hopper’s came forward to address the commission.  He explained that they took over a month ago.  They have bids and the partition will be built this week.  

Ms. McDermott recommended that the tavern cease operations until staff is able to confirm the partition has been constructed.  Mr. Gladwell expressed concern that the danger for minors to access alcohol is greater with a dual license and stressed that the control measures be strictly managed.  

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission suspend the tavern license until such time as staff is satisfied that the requirements have been met.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Steve Wallenda noted that there are no new club licenses available.  He asked the commissioners to strike #9 The Bistro @ Ogden Marriott and gave an overview of the balance of the ownership changes.  

Ms. McDermott stated that Snowbird is going through an ownership change.  Two issues were identified.  One is an interest that an owner has in a winery.  However, it is a small interest so there doesn’t appear to be any tide house issues.  The second issue is that the lease for one premise is still being negotiated.

Adrian Bell, Tom Jones and Susie Cohen came forward representing Snowbird.  Ms. Bell explained that there is an existing agreement in place for #6 Lodge Bistro and they are in the process of renegotiating the lease.  They requested 45 days to get the lease finalized and approved.  

The commissioners, Ms. Page, Ms. Bell, Mr. Jones and Ms. Cohen discussed the current 90 day closure of the Lodge Bistro premise, the status of the lease negotiations and the fact that a license must be attached to a premise.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend to the full commission that unless there is a lease for #6 Lodge Bistro at Snowbird in place by June 30, 2014 with a copy to the staff, the license will have to be surrendered.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

(4) Tram Car Pizza @ Snowbird, 9385 S. Snowbird Center Drive, Snowbird:  124 seats; open.  (change of ownership)

(5) Toad’s Fun Zone & Mulligan’s Creekside Golf Center, 1690 West 400 North, Ogden:  300 seats; open.  

(6) Carbon County Fairgrounds & Event Center, 450 S. Fairgrounds Way, Price:  6,000 seats; open.

Dave Weloth gave an overview of the applications noting all are complete and staff recommends approval.

Ms. Agraz moved to recommend that the full commission grant on-premise beer licenses resulting from ownership changes to #1 Creekside Café at Snowbird, #2 Snowbird Mid Gad at Snowbird, #3 Snowbird Superior Snacks at Snowbird, and #4 Tram Car Pizza at Snowbird; and on-premise beer licenses to #5 Toad’s Fun Zone & Mulligan’s Golf Center in Ogden, and #6 Carbon County Fairgrounds & Event Center in Price.  Mr. Gladwell seconded the motion which passed unanimously.

Dave Weloth gave an overview of the applications asking the commissioners to strike #1 La Veracruzana.

Mr. Gladwell moved to recommend that the full commission grant a conditional on-premise beer only restaurant license to #2 Mi Tierra Mexican Restaurant in Park City; and an on-premise beer only restaurant license to #3 Las Cazuelas in Salt Lake City.  Ms. Agraz seconded the motion which passed unanimously.
