
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD JULY 21, 2014 BEGINNING AT 11:00 A.M. IN COMMISSION CHAMBERS, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Commissioner Elect Greg Todd, Librarian Cornel Thomas, Duchesne County Resident Lynn Webb, Deputy Assessor Cheryl Fabrizio, Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey, and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Opening Comments
Chairman Winterton gave the prayer. There were no other comments.
Discussion Of Greenbelt Rollback Taxes
Mr. Webb stated that he sold property five (5) years ago that was on greenbelt. The buyers never paid the taxes and he forclosed on it this year. He repossessed the property in February of 2014. Deputy Assessor Fabrizio stated that the property wasn’t being used by the new owners and greenbelt was cancelled so it got rolled back five (5) years. Former employee, Jim Velejos sent a letter in 2011. The taxes are delinquent three (3) years totaling seven hundred forty five dollars ($745.00). He will have to prove that its being used for Agriculture for two (2) years before it qualifies to be put back on greenbelt. Commissioner Peatross suggested waiving penalty fees and interest and asked if they can waive the two year requirement. Deputy Assessor Fabrizio wasn’t sure if they can, she will ask Assessor Garff. Mr. Webb stated that he did have a contract with someone who was running cattle on the property; he will ask if he is still using it. Commissioner Peatross motioned to waive penalty fees and interest based on hardship circumstances. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.     
Consideration Of A Memorandum Of Understanding Amongst Uintah County Library And Duchesne County Library Concerning The Roles And Responsibilities Of Both Libraries For Contracting The Services Of ByWater Solutions LLC And Consideration Of A Contract For Services Between Uintah County Library, Duchesne Library, And ByWater Solutions LLC
Librarian Thomas stated that he has been working on getting a catalog system with Uintah County. The advantage of this is that we are cleaning up patriot files and cleaning up catalog. Users will be able to use both libraries with one card. It will give us a better handle on who is using the library. There will be shared inventory so if Uintah County has something that we are looking for, they will send it over. ByWater Solutions has been very cooperative and that’s why we chose the. Attorney Tingey stated that Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred has reviewed this and the contract. Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the Memorandum of Understanding amongst Uintah County Library and Duchesne County Library and the Contract for services. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration And Discussion Of Temporary Funding For The Victory Pipeline Project
DCWCD Manager Scott Wilson joined the meeting at 11:27 A.M…
Mr. Wilson stated that the Bureau of Indian Affairs has issued an official statement of no environmental impact. We are waiting on one easement, the rest are in the process of getting recorded on Phase I. We have agreed in principal with this property owner, we just need to work it through. The district has stretched out on this and we have gone as far as we can go. It would be helpful if we could arrange for some type of funding for an advancement on those long lead items of two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) so we can get going once the BIA gets us a permit. He is expecting the permit to be twenty (20) years and is insisting that it be renewed automatically. Commissioner Peatross suggested that there be a caveat in the agreement stating that if it’s not renewed then the road across the dam be turned back over to the county. Mr. Wilson stated that we need a federal policy on these. We have requested a fifty (50) year contract with renewal language so it’s our expectation that it will be the case. WW Clyde is holding off on signing the contract until they have the money to purchase the parts. He asked if there is something that they could work out with the county. Our request from the water district is if the county has a source of funds for us to use at 0% interest. Commissioner Peatross stated that we could do a bridge loan that will be paid thirty (30) days within closing of the CIB loan and suggested that they consult with CPA Mike Miles and our Attorney’s Office. Commissioner Peatross moved that we approve a bridge loan in the amount of two hundred fifty thousand dollars ($250,000.00) to DCWCD repayable at zero percent (0%) thirty (30) days after the loan with CIB contingent upon the consultation with Mike Miles and our Attorney’s Office approval. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Discussion Of Grants And Expenses
Uintah Basin Association of Governments Director Laurie Brummond joined the meeting at 11:45 A.M…
Discussion was held concerning Revitalization funding and this year’s allocations. The consensus was to tell each entity that the funding has been obligated due to large county projects taking place this year.
Tax Adjustment – Assessor 

The commission reviewed the attached tax adjustment presented by Assistant Casper. Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the tax adjustment as recommended by the Assessor’s Office. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Consideration Of Vouchers

The commission reviewed vouchers # 128517 through 128659 dated July 11, 2014 in the amount of three hundred fifty one thousand three hundred four dollars and three cents ($351,304.03).  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
The commission also reviewed vouchers # 128660 through 128739 dated July 21, 2014 in the amount of six hundred twelve thousand two hundred ninety four dollars and seventy six cents ($612,294.76).  Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.

Public Works Department Update
Public Works Director Glen Murphy joined the meeting at 1:00 P.M…
Director Murphy stated that they are working on Mortensen Lane (CR 52). Nielson Construction is willing to come in and give a top layer if we can get ¼ inch material, but he needs drivers and a belly dump. Commissioner Wood suggested that they contact the UBATC to see if they can do it. 
Director Murphy also reported that he would like to vacate County Road 254 and presented pictures of the road. The road dead ends and the culvert keeps getting clogged up. The Attorney’s Office has the paperwork. Chairman Winterton stated that we will have the Attorney’s Office proceed with the request. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding A Road In The Cedar Mountain #8 Subdivision

County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 1:12 P.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that this road has a fifty foot easement to serve as public access to all of the lots within the subdivision and is not to be maintained by the county. EP Energy asked the county to prepare a letter declaring that the road is public. Until the county holds a public hearing, the road is not declared a county D’ road. Our Attorney’s Office has reviewed the letter. All commissioners agreed to send the letter. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding “Clean Power Plan”
Administrator Hyde stated that in the Naco newsletter in June, there was an article by the EPA requiring states to reduce carbon emissions. Our letter joins Naco in voicing opposition to the EPA’s so-called “Clean Power Plan”. By reducing emissions it will cause 300 of America’s coal plants to close in 2025 and 600,000 jobs could be lost. We are asking them to back away on this course of action to these rules. Commissioner Peatross stated good job. Chairman Winterton suggested getting the letter signed and sent off.  
Consideration Of Ordinance No. 14-330, An Ordinance Establishing A Special Service District To Be Known As The Upper Community Recreation District; Defining The Said Boundaries Of Said Special Service District And The Services To Be Provided Therein

Upper Community Board Member Annissa Maxfield joined the meeting at 1:30 P.M…
Mrs. Maxfield stated that the board will hold more meetings once we hold the truth and taxation hearing. 
ORDINANCE 14 - 330

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING A SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT TO BE KNOWN AS THE UPPER COMMUNITY RECREATION DISTRICT; DEFINING THE BOUNDARIES OF SAID SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT AND THE SERVICES

TO BE PROVIDED THEREIN;

WHEREAS the Board of County Commissioners of Duchesne County, Utah, on October 28, 2013, passed a Resolution declaring that the public health, convenience, and necessity require the establishment of a special service district pursuant to the provisions of the Special Service District Act, Title 17D, Chapter 1, Utah Code Annotated, as amended, and Article XI, Section 7 of the Constitution of Utah, for the specific purposes of providing recreational services; and

WHEREAS all property included within the boundary of this proposed special service district will be benefitted by the creation thereof; and

WHEREAS none of the area to be contained with the boundaries of this proposed special service district is also within the boundaries of any other recreation district established by Duchesne County.


NOW THEREFORE, the County Legislative Body of Duchesne County ordains as follows: 

Section 1:
It is the intent of said Board that a special service district, to be known as the Upper Community Recreation District, be created within Duchesne County, Utah, pursuant to the provisions of the Special Service District Act, Title 17D, Chapter 1, Utah Code Annotated, as amended, and Article XI, Section 7 of the Constitution of Utah.

Section 3: 
The district is to be created for the purpose of providing recreation services within the area of the special service district, together with all powers and duties ancillary thereto, as set forth in Utah Code Annotated Section 17D-1-103, and such other powers, duties and services as are, or in the future may be, allowed by law.

Section 4: 
The district so created shall be known as the “Upper Community Recreation District”.


Section 5: 
A public hearing on the question of the creation of the district was held by the Board of Duchesne County Commissioners at the Altamont High School auditorium, Altamont, Utah, at 7 p.m., on Wednesday, December 4, 2013, at which time and place all interested persons or parties could appear and be heard whether in support of or in opposition to the creation of the district, as more fully described in the Notice of Intention set forth in Section 7 hereof.  There were no persons or parties that protested or objected to the creation of the Upper Community Recreation District either at the meeting or thereafter. 


Section 6: 
The Notice Intention to Establish Upper Community Recreation District, as set forth in Section 7, was published at least once a week during four consecutive weeks, the final publication was published not less than five (5) days nor more than twenty (20) days before the hearing, in the Uintah Basin Standard, a newspaper having general circulation in Duchesne County, and was published for thirty-five (35) days before the date of the public hearing on the public legal notice website.


Section 7: 
The Notice of Intention was published as follows:
NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that, on October 28, 2013, the Board of County Commissioners of Duchesne County, Utah adopted a resolution declaring that the public health, convenience and necessity require the establishment of a special service district, to be called the “Upper Community Recreation District,” for the purpose of providing recreation services and performing such duties as are ancillary to the primary purpose of recreation services within the boundaries of the district. The Resolution also provides for a public hearing on the establishment of the district in the county, to be held at the Altamont High School auditorium, Altamont, Utah, at 7:00 p.m. on Wednesday, December 4, 2013.

PROPOSED SERVICES 
The district will be authorized to provide recreation services within the boundaries of the district, together with acquisition of all properties, facilities, equipment and appurtenances therefore. 
METHODS OF FINANCING AND GENERAL POWERS 
Pursuant to the provisions of the Special Service District Act, Title 17D, Chapter 1, Utah Code Annotated (1953), as amended, and Article XI, Section 7 of the Constitution of Utah, the district may annually impose fees and charges to pay for some or all of the services to be provided by the district. It may also annually levy taxes upon all taxable property within the district to provide the proposed services, and exercise any and all other powers set forth in Utah Code Annotated Section 17D-1-103. 
PROTESTING AGAINST THE CREATION OF THE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT OR AGAINST A SERVICE THE SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT IS PROPOSED TO PROVIDE 
An interested person may protest the creation of the special service district or a service that the special service district is proposed to provide. Each protest shall be in writing, shall be submitted to the Board of County Commissioners of Duchesne County no later than 60 days after the public hearing described herein and shall explain why the person is protesting. A person submitting a written protest may withdraw the protest, or, having withdrawn a protest, cancel the withdrawal, no later than 60 days after the public hearing described herein. The Board may not adopt a resolution or ordinance creating the special service district, or authorizing the district to provide a service, if adequate protests, as defined by Utah Code Annotated Section 17D-1-102(1), are filed with respect to the creation of the district or provision of that service. A parcel of real property may not be included for purposes of calculating adequate protests unless the protest is signed by owners representing a majority ownership in that parcel, or, if the property is owned by joint tenants or tenants by the entirety, by 50% of the number of owners of that parcel. The signature of a person signing a protest in a representative capacity on behalf of an owner is invalid unless the person’s representative capacity and the name of the owner the person represents are indicated on the protest with the person’s signature, and the person provides documentation accompanying the protest that reasonably substantiates the person’s representative capacity. Subject to the aforesaid requirements set forth for persons signing in a representative capacity, a duly appointed personal representative may sign a protest on behalf of a deceased owner. 
Subject to the provisions of Title 17D, Chapter 1, Part 2, Utah Code Annotated (1953), as amended, prohibiting or restricting the same, the Board may adopt a resolution or ordinance establishing the Upper Community Recreation District as proposed. The Board may, in its discretion, change the boundaries of the district and/or change the services to be provided by the district. 
A person may file an action in district court challenging the creation of the district or a service the district is proposed to provide, if the person filed a written protest, in conformity with the requirements set forth above, and either is a registered voter within the district and alleges in the action that the procedures used to create the district violated applicable law, or is an owner of property included within the boundary of the district and alleges in the action that the person’s property will not be benefited by the service that the district is proposed to provide or the procedures used to create the district violated applicable law. Any court action must be filed within 30 days after the date of the adoption of a resolution or ordinance creating the district. If a court action is not filed within said 30 days, a registered voter or property owner within the district may not contest the creation of the district or a service that it is proposed to provide. 
PUBLIC HEARING ON PROPOSED ESTABLISHMENT OF SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT 
The Board of County Commissioners of Duchesne County will hold a public hearing on the establishment of the district and the providing of recreational services within the district at the Altamont High School auditorium, Altamont, Utah, at 7:00 p.m., on Wednesday, December 4, 2013. Section 8: 
The officers of Duchesne County, Utah are hereby authorized and directed to take all action necessary or appropriate to effectuate the provisions of this ordinance.


Section 9: 
If any one or more sections, sentences, clauses or parts of this ordinance shall for any reason be questioned or held invalid, such judgments shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remaining provisions of this resolution, but shall be confined in their operation to the special sections, sentences, clauses or parts of this resolution so held unconstitutional and invalid, and the inapplicability and invalidity of any section, sentence, clause or part of this resolution in any one or more instances shall not affect or prejudice in any way the applicability and validity of this resolution in any other instance.


Section 10: 
All resolutions, bylaws and regulations of Duchesne County, Utah in conflict with this resolution are hereby repealed to the extent only of such inconsistency.  This repealer shall not be construed to revive any resolution, bylaw or regulation, or part thereof, heretofore repealed.


Section 11: 
The district shall be governed by an administrative control board consisting of five members, four to be elected as provided by law, and one to be appointed by Altamont City in concurrence with Utah Code § 17D-1-303(2).  All board members shall serve for terms of four years. The initial administrative control board shall be appointed, two of which will serve until the 2015 Altamont general election, and three will serve until the 2017 municipal general election, as to avoid all directors being elected every four years.
