CERT :
CERT Captain Geri Minton stated that there is nothing new to report for CERT at this time.

Fire Department:
Fire Chief Lorin Shumway reported the department has responded to one small fire this month. Chief Shumway reminded everyone to call the sheriff’s office when they plan to burn.

The old military truck now has an alternator and belt, it can therefore get to Fillmore for new tires.  

Councilmember David Whitaker reported that the cheatgrass is about 3-5 inches tall and there is not as much as there usually is.  We had a cool spring and the grass started to grow, followed by a dry period where it set seed, and then we got more moisture resulting in more green than dry grasses.  As far as the wildland fire season it should not be too bad.

Planning and Zoning:
The Planning Commission is trying to obtain a list of items to work on that will benefit the Town of Kanosh and receive any training in these areas that would also help.  Planning and Zoning spokesman Stan Koyle noted the Commission has requested training from 6-county representative Jess Peterson.  The subject matter could also be of benefit to the councilmembers, and with that, the Council members are also invited and encouraged to attend the training.  Dates and times for the training will be delivered as soon as they are available.

Mr. Koyle inquired about the setback ordinance.  Mayor McDonald noted there have been no movements on the setback ordinance.  Mr. Koyle asked if it was dead in the water.  Mayor McDonald stated, "It may be, I am not killing it but it seems to be dying on its own”.

Discussion of the Flood Plain Study:
With the Dam Project, there is a map of the flood plain.  FEMA would like to engage in an additional study and flood risk assessment in our area.  Mayor McDonald received a letter about the possibility of Kanosh being put on the Flood plain, requiring all townspeople to obtain flood insurance. If the study takes place after the Dam project, the results could be more favorable for Kanosh Townspeople.  Mayor McDonald will follow up and report

Review Electrical Rates and Reset Surcharge Rates based on review:
Following a review of our electrical rates, Councilmember Shumway recommends no change in the current surcharge rate this month.

Councilmember Shumway would like to discuss moving the surcharge over into our actual electrical rate and zeroing out the surcharge rate, leaving the surcharge in place in the event we receive another extreme rate increase from UAMPS.  This will serve as an agenda item for the June meeting.  

Tentative 25FY Budget:
Council members reviewed the proposed budget for the FY 2024-2025 fiscal year.  Several projects in the works will require an increase in the budget. 

As mandated by law, Kanosh Town Corporation will hold a Public Hearing on Wednesday, June 12th before the adoption of the 2024-2025 fiscal year final budget, the public hearing is held to receive public comments about the budget.   The hearing will be scheduled for 6:30 pm. Sunrise Engineering Ben Coray P.E.  provided an agenda to cover all pertinent information:
1) Well building: 
· Steel Frame may save about 60 thousand dollars
It does still require a concrete foundation.  There would be some different framing on the inside to hang the electrical panels.
* 	Savings do come with Concessions:
· Security  (if it becomes a target, a bullet will go right through it where concrete won’t)
· Longevity (the durability of a steel building is less than concrete)
· Interior finish.  The Chlorine room has to be separate from the main building and ventilated separately.  Concrete is a lot less reactive to the chlorine, with steel more concerned about how it will play with the chlorine.  
Note: Pricing was obtained through ‘CO Buildings’ in Ephraim.
