The Marysvale Town Board meeting minutes for June 11, 2024 at 7:00 p.m.
Attending:   Mayor Bill Davis and Councilmembers Kennedy Sylvester, Jon Christensen, Keith Anderton and Jeania Kennedy.

1. Approval of Town Board Minutes of 5/14/2024:  A motion was made by Keith Anderton and seconded by Jon Christensen to accept the minutes as presented.  All in favor, motion passes.

2. Approval of Town Bills:   A motion was made by Kennedy Sylvester and seconded by Jon Christensen to pay the town bills as presented.  All in favor, motion passes.

3. Community Wildfire Defense Grant – Mindy Hardy:  Mindy Hardy from State Lands addressed the town board regarding needing citizen volunteers for a Community Wildfire Council in Marysvale.  Mindy provided handouts for citizens stating the purpose of the council and what the council will do.  Nick Niemann also spoke and told the council that they have received a $4.7M grant for education that is specific for Wayne and Piute Counties.  They are looking for input from homeowners regarding defensible space, fuel mitigation and community input in regard to future projects by DNR.  Their first project will be an educational kiosk at Fireman’s Park which will include educational kiosk and pavilion.  They further indicated that they have a contractor who is ready to support the Community Wildfire Councils and are looking for grass roots support from the community.  They went on to advise that the grant can provide community presentations, chipping days and education for kids. Fire Chief Jon Christensen spoke to the audience about how this type of work will affect the town’s ISO rating which is how homeowner’s insurance rates are set.  A motion was made by Jon Christensen and seconded by Keith Anderton to support the Community Wildfire Council and the proposed project at Fireman’s Park.  All in favor, motion passes.

4. Town Budget:  Bill Davis indicated that the town’s budget is in good shape and that we have a bit of surplus.  This will be helpful for the eventuality of having to redo the town’s roads.  Any grant we receive for this work will require some matching funds and he said we should be set for that.  A motion was made by Keith Anderton and seconded by Jeania Kennedy to accept the town’s budget.  All in favor, motion passes.

5. July 24th Activities –Jeania Kennedy:   Jeania said they now have a theme for the 24th and it is “Golden Legacy – Celebrating Miners of the Pioneer Legacy”.  She has a judge for the floats, Sheri Winckle will do the foot races, Karen Christensen will do the trout rodeo and Jen Strong will handle the kid’s games.  Jen addressed the council and said that last year the town gave $2500 for the event.  The sold $2670 in wrist bands and made $335 on the snow cones and popcorn.  She is again asking for $2500 for this year’s event.  This will cover all the games and inflatable water slides and bounce houses.  A motion was made by Jeania Kennedy and seconded by Kennedy Sylvester to give the Oscarson PTO $2500 for the 24th events.  All in favor motion passes.

Jeania also mentioned that she has a volunteer who would like to place flags up Center Street on various holidays.  The volunteer will put them up and take them down and the Fireman’s Club has offered to purchase 15 flags for this project.

6. [bookmark: _GoBack]Water Infrastructure Grant – Bill Davis:  Mayor Davis said they applied for another $1.3M grant that the town can use toward water infrastructure.  If received, it would bring our water grant total to $7.6M.  The Mayor said that this could fix all fire flow issues in the entire town, would pay for the looping needed for the bench and Thunder Mountain Estates, and all new PRV valves.  Although they have not yet heard back, they are optimistic about receiving this grant.  It was stated that the town’s opportunity to apply for all these grants and to be successful is based on the fact that the town increased revenue by increasing water bills.

7. Driver Feedback Signs – Bill Davis:  Mayor Davis said there is a grant available for more driver feedback signs.  He asked Deputy Kennedy his opinion on the signs and he said he feels they are very helpful for getting people to slow down.  He further indicated that a mix of fix and mobile signs would be best for the town.  A motion to proceed with the grant was made by Jon Christensen and seconded by Keith Anderton.  All in favor, motion passes.

8. Reports, Updates, Old Business Follow Up, Elected Officials and Staff:  No Report

9. Public Comment:  Jen Strong indicated that their home has extremely low water pressure.  Nathan Marshall agreed to take a look at the situation and see if the town could do something.

A motion was made by Keith Anderton and seconded by Jeania Kenned to adjourn the meeting at 8:10pm.  All in favor, motion passes.
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
