· Approval of $30,146.96 to All Around Fencing & Landscape for fencing around the Mona Sewer Plant.
Mayor Christensen voiced his concern that the sewer plant is already in debt and requested holding off on the fencing for a time until funding can be found for it. Councilmember Stanley questioned the legality of not having a fence around the plant, and Councilmember Kay stated that he is concerned that it is a liability and someone could be hurt down there or damage could be done to the plant. There was a suggestion of making a temporary fence for the time being.
Councilmember Christensen motioned to table the expenditure of $30,146.96 for fencing around the sewer plant until after the auger is installed. · Approval of a Mona Green Waste Site Commercial Rate -$20 monthly for unlimited dumping – Mona City residents only
This item was tabled due to needing a prior public hearing.

Fire Chief:
· Location of fireworks for celebration
Fire Chief David Sutherland stated that for the upcoming Mona Celebration the fireworks launch site will be moved to the parking lot by the fire station. He stated that they have burned all possible hazards around the fire station and would have trucks around the area in case of a fire.  Planning and Zoning Chair Gardner stated that the cleanup would be easier at that location as well. Fire Chief Sutherland also requested sandbags to weigh down the firework racks. Councilmember Pace requested that when sand be delivered, that additional sand be purchased for the volleyball court as well.

Chief Sutherland stated that he has gone through the hydrants in town and will provide the city with a list of the pressures and gallons per minute from each hydrant.
Secretary:
Secretary Dalton stated that she had a concerned mom call who has a child who is special needs and is nonverbal. She stated that she was playing at the park and some kids came with motorcycles and flipped the bark on the child and scared them. The Council told Dalton to call the sheriff in these situations and suggested signs about not having dirt bikes in the park and possibly putting up barricades in the area.

Planning and Zoning:
· Jeff Kay – building permit – 690 South Old Highway
Planning and Zoning Commissioner Dennis Gardner reported that Mr. Kay changed his plans and will not be building the home at this location.

Planning and Zoning Chair Gardner also reported that the Planning and Zoning Commission received a request for a subdivision at 300 East 450 South. The request is for 5 lots, which makes it a major subdivision, and they are requesting to put in an irrigation pond. Chair Gardner stated that he would keep the Council updated on its progress.
Finance:

· Finance Quarterly Report
Finance Director Sara Samuelson presented the Mona City Quarterly Report, which included the end of the fiscal year (see attached). She also stated that there will be a new finance auditor this year due to the retirement of the former auditor.
Gas, Roads, and Water:
Brad Nicholls stated that they finished testing gas meters. They only found 3 that needed to be repaired.

Mayor Christensen asked when they would get some hot mix to fill in road holes. Nicholls stated that he would look into it and hoped to get it soon.

Sewer:
Sewer Supervisor Brent Arns gave the current status of the sewer plant. He said that the groundwater is still there but has gone down a little. He said that the membranes will be here in August and they have all the necessary parts for it. Arns also said that several members of the State Division of Water Quality came down last week. Arns stated that they went through the plant with him and did some reviewing. He said that Justine, who represents Juab County for the DWQ will be contacting the Mona staff for payment of the fines. 

Arns also stated that a few weeks ago the plant had a flood and the circuits on the flow meter were fried, so they will need a new flow meter, to which Councilmember Kay told Arns to get bids and an invoice.

Recorder:
Nothing Reported

Council Business:
Councilmember Stanley passed out a signup sheet to the Council for volunteering during the Mona Celebration. She also had the signs for the parade ready for Councilmember Kay. There will also be a pre-parade in honor of Carter Gledhill. It will run from 300 South down Main Street at 9:50. 

Councilmember Pace stated that he needed to talk with the Mayor after the meeting for a moment.

Councilmember Christensen had nothing to report.

Councilmember Squire received some complaints about trenches that are still open. He reported that a home on 200 East by the school is still not repaired, two years after the home was finished. He asked how the city is controlling when the home owners are not filling in their trenches. Recorder Hills stated that a new fee has been implemented on building permits that requires an upfront fee for filling trenches that can be reimbursed when the road is repaired. But previous homes did not have this fee. 

Councilmember Kay stated that he is continuing to help with the sewer plant. He has been working with Stallings to have fans installed at the sewer plant to clean the air, and would submit an invoice for the payment of this.

Public Comment: 
Greg Dalton asked if there was any grant money through the State that may help with the sewer plant. Councilmember Stanley stated that the City Manager had given the Council a list of grants and funds available, but there was nothing on the list that could possibly fund the sewer plant. Finance Director Samuelson stated that most grants do not cover maintenance, they usually only cover new projects and buildings.

Adjournment:
