Ms. Evans gave an overview of the application noting it meets all statutory requirements.
The commissioners expressed concern that the application wasn’t submitted timely resulting in the need for a special meeting.  They also clarified that future late submissions from Smith’s may not result in a special meeting as they do not want to set a precedent.
Roger Gough, Director of Construction for Smith’s, participated virtually and addressed the commission.  He explained the store was originally going to open in August, but Smith’s upper management asked that the opening be moved up and they missed the application deadline for the July 25 commission meeting.
Mr. Jacobson moved to approve an off-premise beer retailer license for Smith’s #214 in Heber City.  Ms. Thue seconded the motion.  Mr. Handy asked for a roll call vote.  Mr. Handy, Ms. Thue, Mr. Jacobson, Ms. Orton, and Ms. Tarazon voted yea.  The motion passed.

There being no further business, Mr. Jacobson moved to adjourn.  Ms. Thue seconded the motion.  The meeting was adjourned at 9:45 a.m.
