b. Budget Report – Roger Powell suggested that on the budget report, the pump repair be changed from “maintenance” to “capital” expenditures.
c. Balance Report –$10,000.00 was transferred from HWCU checking to the PTIF ratepayer account in June.  
d. Annual compilation Report - review – The compilation is completed.  We did a quick overview of the report.
     6.  Saddleback Development
The bidding for construction of the development is recently 
under way. Chris Robinson has the county permits and plans to break ground by late July.  
Brendan and have suggested “flow monitoring” on Sunset Road and Mountain View 
Road.  This would give LPID a better idea of current flow and possible future capacity.  
LPID has 8 inch sewer lines and Saddleback’s proposed development shows 10 inch 
lines.  Brady and Brendan have engineering concerns that need to be addressed before 
anything is signed off by LPID.


There are 6 existing lots on Sheppard Lane that will be within 300 feet 


of the sewer line once it is installed by Saddleback.  LPID’s policy 
dictates that residents 
within this area must connect.  Todd and Mitch suggested telling residents about potential 
need for connecting to sewer once this line is installed.  Keith and Mitch will visit home-
owners with this information.  Todd will discuss this with Elliott Peterson on Lake 
Shore Drive.

                    UPDES Compliance Report – June 2014



The district discharged the entire month of June 2014.

One aerator operated 0.5 hrs/day for the month of June.  Dissolved oxygen levels are 15.3 mg/1 average for June.   
LPID was in compliance with all discharge permit parameters. Influent flows – 0.194 mgd.  Effluent flows – 0.124 mgd.  
Removal and inspection of pump #2 at the #1 pump station is scheduled for July 19th at 7am.  
We read a letter from the state of Utah in regards to ammonia criteria in “Utah’s pollution discharge elimination systems at our facility.”  If there are changes or restrictions we need to be aware of, we have until 2017.  It is anticipated that Utah will adopt a revised ammonia standard.
