
The regular meeting of the Orderville Town Board was held Wednesday, June 5, 2024, at 7:00 p.m. in the basement of the Orderville Town Office. Oath of Office:  Carol Lamb administered the Oath of Office to new town board member Susan Esplin.
Mayor Goulding called the meeting to order.  Minutes from the April 3, 2024, meeting were reviewed.  Rory Hatch motioned to approve the minutes as presented.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Bills were presented for payment.  Rory Hatch motioned to pay the bills.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
Public Comment:  Jon Lee asked if the town had ever considered allowing town employees to swim free at the Orderville Town Pool.  Mayor Goulding said they would talk about it.


Pat Guerrero from the Kanab Area Chamber of Commerce was here to talk about the Chamber and the business resources and networking opportunities that they provide.  She said the Chamber isn’t just for Kanab, but for the county as a whole.  They have a few events coming up in August and October at the North Event Center.

Don Jennings, also from the Kanab Area Chamber of Commerce, encouraged the Town to join the Chamber.  The yearly fee is $100.00.  Included in that fee they will list and feature all the municipalities departments on the website and business directory.  He said also the Chamber sponsors the car show every year at Mt. Carmel Junction.

BUSINESS:

1. CONSIDER AMENDMENTS TO RESOLUTION NO. 2024-05-01 – A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF ORDERVILLE TO REQUIRE A FIREFIGHTER FITNESS PACK TEST TO ALL INDIVIDUALS SEEKING VOLUNTEER SERVICE WITH THE ORDERVILLE TOWN FIRE DEPARTMENT TO ENSURE THE SAFETY OF THE VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTERS AND THE COMMUNITY OF ORDERVILLE UTAH – Mayor Goulding said this resolution was passed last month and he said he didn’t read it as carefully as he should have and believes there is some language in it that is unnecessarily harsh regarding volunteer service on the fire department.  It basically says that if you don’t pass the pack test there is no place for you to volunteer at the Orderville fire department.  Mayor Goulding said he has rewritten portions of it so if you don’t pass the pack test, it doesn’t mean you can’t volunteer in any way, shape or form.  It means that you can’t respond to emergency calls and be expected to drag hoses and do the things that the pack test requires.  He thinks there should be place in our volunteer opportunities for people to do other things.  He believes that he was made the amendments and written the auxiliary resolution in a way that safety is a priority.  Rory Hatch motioned to table this item for a month pending further discussion with Chief Levanger and some concerned members of the fire department.  Shaun Sharkey seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.  Marianne Leigh thinks it would be a good idea to have all of the volunteer firefighters and the town board have a work meeting.

2. CONSIDER FOR ADOPTION RESOLUTION 2024-06-05: A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF ORDERVILLE TO ESTABLISH A FIRE DEPARTMENT AUXILIARY FOR VOLUNTEER MEMBERS OF THE ORDERVILLE FIRE DEPARTMENT TO ENSURE OPPORTUNITIES FOR VOLUNTEER PARTICIPATION FOR A VARIETY OF SKILLS AND ABILITIES WITHIN THE COMMUNITY OF ORDERVILLE – Shaun Sharkey motioned to also table this item until next month.  Rory Hatch seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

3. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION ON THE PRELIMINARY PLAT FOR RED HOLLOW HEIGHTS SUBDIVISION PHASE 2 – Ed Bolander from the Orderville Town Planning and Zoning Commission said the P&Z recommends to approve the preliminary plat so the developer can continue to move forward.  Shaun Sharkey asked Tia Lamb if she had found out who the road belonged to between Jim Hoyt’s and Ted Peterson’s.  There was discussion about an easement that Tia has and Steve Neeleman.  Mayor Goulding said that this problem didn’t need to be solved tonight.  Susan Esplin motioned to approve the preliminary plat as recommended.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  Ayes:  Rory Hatch, Susan Esplin, Marianne Leigh, Mayor Goulding.  Nays:  Shaun Sharkey.  Motion carries, 4-1.

4. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT PER ORDERVILLE TOWN CONDITIONAL COMMERCIAL DISTRICT (C-2) ZONE AT 50 N 100 W, ORDERVILLE, FOR STORAGE UNITS & LAUNDROMAT AS REQUESTED BY SHANNA FROST – Ed Bolander said that because there are no setbacks in Shanna Frost’s plan the Orderville Planning Commission recommends a denial of the conditional use permit and refers her to the Board of Adjustments for a variance.  The new C-2 zone requires setbacks from the property lines.  Shanna said where she is surrounded by commercial on two sides, she believes she should be able to go up against her property line in those areas.  She said she would like to utilize the storage units as fencing where there isn’t already a fence.  She said if she has to offset the storage units, she will have to put the road up next to the fences.  She also said that if she can put the units as the fence, it will help provide a sound barrier for the neighbors.  Shanna would like the town board to approve this conditional use permit so she doesn’t have to go ask for a variance.  Rory Hatch has other concerns besides the setbacks.  He said he has done some research, and in most municipalities, this is in an industrial zone and a minimum lot size should be required because of the liability and impact to the neighbors.  He said there is no way of knowing what is going in the storage units and there is no way to police it.  Rory Hatch motioned to deny the conditional use permit as recommended by the Orderville Planning and Zoning Commission for storage units and laundromat as requested by Shanna Frost.  Susan Esplin seconded the motion.  Ayes to deny:  Marianne Leigh, Shaun Sharkey, Rory Hatch, Susan Esplin, Mayor Goulding.  Nays:  none.  Motion carries.  

5. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDTIONAL USE PERMIT PER ORDERVILLE TOWN RESIDENTIAL/RECREATIONAL COMMERCIAL (RRC) ZONE AT 668 W 1000 S, ORDERVILLE, FOR A SHEEP WAGON AS A SHORT-TERM RENTAL AS REQUESTED BY JASON & K-LEE SORENSEN – Ed Bolander said the Orderville Planning and Zoning Commission recommends this item be denied because the sheep wagon is under the 400 sq ft minimum that is in our RRC ordinance.  Marianne Leigh motioned to deny the conditional use permit as recommended by the Orderville Town Planning and Zoning Commission for a sheep wagon as a short-term rental as requested by Jason & K-lee Sorensen.  Rory Hatch seconded the motion.  Ayes to deny:  Susan Esplin, Rory Hatch, Shaun Sharkey, Marianne Leigh, Mayor Goulding.  Nays:  none.  Motion carries.

6. CONSIDER FOR APPROVAL/DENIAL A RECOMMENDATION FROM THE ORDERVILLE PLANNING AND ZONING COMMISSION FOR A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR LOT 8 QUARTER CIRCLE H RANCH SUBDIVISION, ORDERVILLE FOR USE OF FUTURE HOME/CASITA AS A VACATION RENTAL AS REQUESTED BY JESSICA SAWYER – Shaun Sharkey motioned to approve a conditional use permit as requested by Jessica Sawyer for Lot 8 in Quarter Circle h Ranch subdivision as recommended by the Orderville Town Planning and Zoning Commission for a future home/casita as a vacation rental.  Marianne Leigh seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.

Susan Esplin seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
DEPARTMENT BUSINESS:
Streets and Roads:  There was discussion about the roads in town and that most are in need of repair.

Parks, Recreation, and Cemeteries:  Theme for the 4th of July is:  A Family Fourth of July.  Schedule will be the same as in the past.  Program, breakfast, parade, games and lunch, free swim at the pool.  Discussed possibly having fireworks.

Mayor Goulding said that state recreation monies are available for parks if we can do some matching funds.  Marianne Leigh said that she and Kourtney Millard have a meeting with Commissioner Wade Heaton next week.

Shanda Frost thanked the town for supporting the Valley Rally.

Buildings and Fire Department:  Earl Levanger said he has a meeting tomorrow about a grant for an unfunded mandate for mental health.  

Mayor Goulding said the county is having preliminary meetings about establishing a county-wide fire special service district.  He said that he currently sees no advantage to Orderville.

Water Department:  Shaun Sharkey said the town was approved for a grant to do a water line in Mt. Carmel.  Sunrise Engineering will be here tomorrow to fly their drones.

Administration:  No business.

Other necessary items:  Ed Bolander proposes that the Planning and Zoning Commission and the Town Board have a work meeting to discuss vacation rentals.

Executive Session:  No business.

Rory Hatch motioned that the meeting be adjourned.  Susan Esplin seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion carries.
