	MOTION: 	Chair Lowery Snow moved that the board adopt Resolution 2024-02 appointing Michael Ambre as Interim Director of the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority.  

Speaking to the Motion:
Chair Snow explained that the co-chairs have worked together to determine the best candidate for the Interim Director position.  Mike Ambre has recently been appointed Director of DFCM and previously oversaw the construction of the New Prison to successful completion.  He comes with a wealth of experience and great recommendations.

The motion was seconded by Mayor Walker.

Comments from the Board:
Mayor Ramsey and Chair Teuscher expressed their support for the resolution. Mayor Jenny Wilson asked that the record show her support for the resolution as well.

			The motion passed unanimously.

It was noted that the director change will be effective beginning July 20, 2024. 

Resolution 2024-02 reads as follows:

THE POINT OF THE MOUNTAIN STATE LAND AUTHORITY BOARD RESOLUTION
Appointing Michael Ambre as Interim Director of the 
Point of the Mountain State Land Authority

Resolution 2024-02.
WHEREAS, Utah Code Annotated 11-59-301provides that the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority (“the Authority”) is governed by the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority Board, (“the Board”), which shall manage and conduct the business and affairs of the Authority and shall determine all questions of authority and policy; and 
WHEREAS, Utah Code Annotated 11-59-301 provides that the Board, through resolution, may delegate certain powers to Authority staff and the Board has delegated certain powers to its Executive Director; and 
WHEREAS, the Authority Executive Director, Alan Matheson, will resign the position effective the end of the day on July 19, 2024; and 

WHEREAS, the Board intends to conduct a national search to select and hire the next Executive Director of the Authority; and 

WHEREAS, while the Board conducts the selection process for the next Executive Director, it is necessary to appoint an Interim Director to look after and manage the affairs of the Authority; and 

	WHEREAS, Michael A. Ambre currently serves as both the Director of the Division of Facilities Construction and Management (“DFCM”) and, as a member of the Board, is accordingly directly involved in the details and specifics of the current phase of the development of the Point of the Mountain State Land.
NOW, THEREFORE, the Board of the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority, by the authority vested to it by the laws of the State of Utah, does hereby resolve the following:
1. Effective July 20, 2024, the Board appoints Michael Ambre as the Interim Director of the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority until the Board’s search process and selection of a new Executive Director is complete or the Board appoints a different Interim Director.
2. The Board delegates, to Interim Director, Michael Ambre all the authority and power the Board has previously delegated to the Executive Director, subject to certain conditions and limitations. 
3. The Board Co-Chairs, V. Lowry Snow and Jordan Teuscher, are authorized to negotiate and sign a Memorandum of Understating (“MOU”) outlining certain conditions and limitations of Interim Director Ambre’s duel role with both the Authority and DFCM, including but not limited to:
a. When acting in his role as the Authority Interim Director, Interim Director Ambre shall act in the best interest of the Authority; and 
b. If the Authority encounters a scenario where the best interests of DFCM and the best interests of the Authority are in conflict, the authority related to that scenario, approval, or decision will revert to the Board Co-Chairs, V. Lowry Snow and Jordan Teuscher. 
4. As Interim Director, Michael Ambre will not receive any additional compensation in excess of his compensation for his role as the Director of DFCM.
5. The Board shall periodically review the performance and effectiveness of this Interim Director arrangement. 
IN WITNESS WHEREOF, I certify the Point of the Mountain State Land Authority Board did approve and pass this resolution on this 15th day of July 2024.
