#1 Welcome and Introductions

Mayor Alder called the meeting to order.

#2 Approval of Minutes

ACTION: A motion was made by Mayor Miller to approve the minutes from April 29, 2024 and was seconded by Mayor Peterson. The vote in favor was unanimous, 13-0.

#3 Approval of Expenses/Bills

#4 Utah Trail Network Update – Stephanie Tomlin & Landis Wenger

Landis Wenger and Stephanie Tomlin presented on the Utah Trail Network and the goal to connect trail facilities throughout the state.

Wenger reviewed his trip to the Florida to see the implementation of the SUN trail system.

Staff and Wenger and Tomlin discussed sidewalks, education, the Blacksmith Fork Project, the importance of trails and connectivity, and e-bikes.

#5 Next State Western Corridor (Cache Parkway) Planning Study Update

Gilbert reviewed the Wester Corridor Planning Study. $2 million has been awarded with the help of Senator Moore’s office to help get more studying and planning done.
#6 South Valley Connector Corridor Study – Matt Phillips

Phillips reviewed the South Valley Connector Corridor Study and some of the alignments that are being looked at. 

Gilbert informed the CMPO that it looks like 4400 S is the preferred alignment but they are still working with the University on some of their concerns.

Staff and CMPO discussed place holder road 2400 W for the Western Corridor study.

#7 Discuss Draft 2025-2030 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) and Air Quality Memorandum 2025 TIP-1 (to be considered for final approval in August)

Gilbert reviewed the TIP program and the next step is to gather public comment. The TIPs information has COG projects, trail projects, and CMPO projects that have been approved. The CMPO is currently working on saving funds to fund future projects.

Mr. Beutler reviewed some of the CVTD projects that are in the TIPs program.

Staff and CMPO discussed Wolf Pack Way.

#8 Cache County Home Travel Survey Result Summary
