Mayor Mark Marsh opened the meeting at 6:00 p.m.

Item 1 – Welcome
A. Roll Call – A quorum was present.
B. Pledge of Allegiance – City Councilor Lynn Wood led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Item 2 – Public Comment: The Public may address the Mayor and Council with any matter of City business not listed on the agenda or pending applications.

Kendra Stephens of 412 E Chalk Creek Road introduced herself to the Council. Kendra Stephens wants to address the right to farm provision that Coalville City has in code. She has been approached by Sheldon Smith about her violation of the Right to Farm Provision. 

Dustin Stephens of 412 E Chalk Creek Road introduced himself to the Council. Dustin Stephens addressed the council over the right to farm provisions.

Item 3 – Review, Discussion, and Possible Approval: Wohali Master Planned Development Phase 2D Final Plan and Construction Drawings with Development Agreement Amendment.

Don Sargent gave the background of the Wohali MPD Phase 2.D Final Plan and Construction Drawings with Development Agreement Amendment.
Wade Budge representing Wohali introduced himself to the Council. Wade Budge gave the background to the amendment to the Development Agreement. 
Councilor Louise Willoughby asked a question regarding the tax code. Discussion was held between Wade Budge and the Council over the amendment language. Councilor Lynn Wood stated she is having a difficult time understanding the use of the nightly rentals. Councilor Brandon Brady asked a clarifying question on the ownership of the nightly rental units. Discussion was held between Don Sargent, Wade Budge, and Council over the definition of the term “Resort Unit” for clarification of the ownership of those “units”. Elizabeth Kruig answered the council’s questions regarding the size of the resort units. 
Wade Budge withdrew the Development Agreement Amendment portion of the agenda item.

Councilor Louise Willoughby made a motion to table the Wohali Master Planned Development Phase 2.D Final Plan and Construction Drawings for the July 22nd City Council Work Session on the reasoning that the TRT tax and resort unit ownership needs to be further addressed.
Councilor Lynn Wood seconded the motion.
Motion Carried (4-0) with one vote absent.
