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 DUCHESNE COUNTY WATER CONSERVANCY DISTRICT
 December 7, 2009


Minutes of the regular meeting of the Duchesne County Water Conservancy District (DCWCD) Board held at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building, 255 South State Street, Roosevelt, Utah, for the purpose of conducting business as posted on the agenda.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Lynn Burton called the meeting to order at 1:05 p.m. and thanked everyone for their attendance. 

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE REPORT:

Chairman Lynn Burton stated that the Executive Committee had prepared the agenda for this meeting on Nov. 30, 2009, then turned the time over to DCWCD General Manager Randy Crozier.

MINUTES:

The DCWCD Board reviewed the minutes of the regular board meeting held on Oct. 19, 2009.  Mr. Art Taylor requested that a correction to the Oct. 19th minutes be made in regard to a motion on cloud-seeding.  Ms. Marett stated that she would make the correction.  Mr. Craig Thomas made a motion to accept the minutes with the correction on cloud-seeding added.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously. 

PUBLIC COMMENTS:  As no general public was in attendance, no public comments were recorded.

AUDIT REPORT - AYCOCK, MILES & ASSOCIATES, CPAS:

Mr. Crozier welcomed Mr. Cameron Olson, Aycock, Miles & Associates, CPAs, and turned the time over to him for the FY 2008-2009 annual audit report.  Mr. Olson stated that the audit had been conducted in accordance with the Government Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller General of the United States and that GASB #34 requirements were applicable.

Mr. Olson reviewed the individual pages of the audit report in depth with the DCWCD Board.  Mr. Olson stated that the audit showed that DCWCD was in excellent financial condition with no long-term debt and commented on Ms. Marett’s excellent job of record-keeping.  Mr. Olson stated that there was one finding in the audit.  Mr. Olson read the following finding, “The District employed relatives of the District Manager whose salaries were paid with public funds” in violation of Utah Code 52-3  which was a carry-over finding from a previous year’s High Mountain Lake project.  Mr. Olson stated that the District needed to provide a “Management and District Response” and that the response prepared last year could also be submitted to be attached to this year’s audit report.

Chairman Burton and the DCWCD Board thanked Mr. Olson for the work he and his firm did in regard to conducting the District audit.  Mr. Olson asked if there were any questions he could answer and as there were no questions, asked to be excused from the meeting at this time.

Ms. Moreen Henderson made a motion that the DCWCD Board approve the 2008-2009 audit report by Aycock, Miles & Associates, CPAs.  Mr.  Art Taylor seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously.

DUCHESNE/STRAWBERRY RIVER DIVERSIONS:

Mr. Crozier discussed the motion approved in the October 19, 2009 regular session board meeting that the DCWCD General Manager and DCWCD Executive Committee be authorized to sign the Turnbow, Jasper Pike, and New Tabby  contracts with the “most responsive responsible bidder” as there was no regular session DCWCD board meeting scheduled for November.  Mr. Crozier reported that Extreme Excavating, Inc., Park City, Utah, had been chosen for the work on the Turnbow Division, and Vancon, Inc., Springville, Utah, had been chosen for the work on the Jasper Pike and New Tabby Diversions. 

Mr. Keith Mortensen made a motion that the DCWCD Board of Directors ratify the signed contract with Extreme Excavating, Inc. (Turnbow Diversion).  Ms. Moreen Henderson seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Keith Mortensen made a motion that the DCWCD Board of Directors ratify the signed contract with Vancon, Inc. (Jasper Pike and New Tabby Diversions).  Ms. Moreen Henderson seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously. 

CANAL LINING PROJECT (PHASE II):

Mr. Crozier reported to the DCWCD Board in regard to the Duchesne County Colorado River Salinity Control Project (Phase II) that he had talked with the T.N. Dodd Canal Company and that they would like to proceed as soon as possible in approaching the Ute Tribe Business Committee in regard to the right-of-way for the T.N. Dodd portion of the salinity control project.

UBRP - 203:

Mr. Crozier reported, in regard to the 203 Project, that because of the new pumps it was possible to complete the draining of the Sand Wash pipeline in three days.  The work was completed the first week in November.  Mr. Crozier also reported that a couple of vaults had needed painted and a couple of valves replaced.  All work proceeded without any problems. 

GREEN RIVER FILINGS:

The DCWCD Board discussed at some length the information provided by Mr. Bruce Barrett, Area Manager, BOR, Provo, Utah office, in regard to the Green River water rights and the request that DCWCD and Uintah Water Conservancy District (UWCD) agree to accept the same priority date as Central Utah Water Conservancy District (CUWCD) on their Green River water rights.

Mr. Art Taylor made a motion to approve BOR’s request to accept a 1964 priority date on DCWCD’s Green River water rights similar to CUWCD’s.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  The DCWCD Board members wished to further discuss the matter before taking a vote.  After much deliberation the DCWCD Board felt that it was reasonable to take some time to think about and research things before making such an important decision.  At this time Mr. Taylor stated he wished to withdraw his motion.  The motion was withdrawn.

The DCWCD Board discussed that the importance of having assurances that Washington County Water Conservancy District would have a later priority date than DCWCD and UWCD before complying with BOR’s request.  The Board also felt that if was important to know what other Green River water rights might have priority over the CUWCD date of 1964 before making a decision.  For the sake of documentation and future history the DCWCD Board felt it was important to have all necessary information in writing, rather than just verbal assurances.

Mr. Brad Hancock made a motion that DCWCD defer the decision on changing the priority right on the Green River water rights for a short time period until a request for written correspondence and applicable information could be communicated to BOR and the DCWCD Board had a opportunity to research the decision more thoroughly.  Mr. Craig Thomas seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously. 

As it was time to hold the regularly scheduled board meeting for the Local Building Authority of DCWCD, Mr. Max Warren made a motion that DCWCD temporarily adjourn board meeting to hold the LBA meeting.  Board meeting was temporarily adjourned at 2:29 p.m.

Upon completion of the LBA meeting, Chairman Burton reconvened DCWCD Board meeting at 2:51 p.m.

HIGH MOUNTAIN LAKES (HML) STABILIZATION - LAKE FORK/YELLOWSTONE DRAINAGES:

Mr. Crozier stated that Utah Mitigation Reclamation and Conservation Commission (URMCC) had asked him to work on the stabilization of East Timothy Lake this coming summer and he hoped to be able to do the work in 60 days if possible.  Mr. Crozier reported that it looked like a project crew similar in size to last year’s crew would be needed because the project would probably be running four trackhoes, four skidsteers, two dump trucks, and one compaction unit.  Mr. Crozier stated that he would probably advertise for workers in January or February.

Mr. Crozier stated that the plan was to start flying supplies and equipment in as soon as the weather permitted, but no later than the first part of June.  Mr. Crozier also stated that about 8,000 cubic yards of dirt would have to be moved for the Timothy Lake project.  Mr. Crozier stated that part of the challenge would be finding enough rip-rap for the project.  BOR would be working on stabilizing Deer Lake in the same area at the same time.  

BUREAU OF RECLAMATION (BOR) RIVER HEADING AUTOMATION / RWTA:

Mr. Dex Winterton discussed the work he was currently doing on river automation and reported that Ms. Sydne Jacques, Rural Water Technology Alliance, was currently working on the next RWTA contract for the coming year. 

Mr. Winterton also reported that he had been able to purchase a new 14-foot tandem axle trailer to house DCWCD tools and river automation supplies for the amount of $6,457.00 from Jolley Trailer Sales in Cedar City, Utah.  The trailer would be used to take tools and automation parts to the various river automation job sites.

Mr. Winterton discussed with the DCWCD Board the possibility of having a web page for DCWCD to post information about some of the past and ongoing DCWCD projects, such as the county-wide water masterplan and the Highway 40 pipeline project.  Mr. Winterton stated that it probably could be set up for under $2,000.00 and that he thought he could maintain the site for the District once it was created.  Mr. Hancock stated that he thought it would be a good idea and that it definitely would need to be updated on a regular basis to be useful.  Mr. Taylor stated that he felt that costs should be researched so that the District didn’t have ongoing maintenance charges from outside entities once the web page was set up.  The Board was in agreement that it was a good idea if the updates and maintenance could be taken care of in house.   

Ms. Moreen Henderson made a motion to authorize the DCWCD Assistant Manager to research the costs involved in setting up a web page for DCWCD projects and to expend up to a maximum of $2,000.00 on it, contingent on Mr. Winterton’s research as to what would be involved in maintenance.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously.

STARVATION RESERVOIR - 3,000 ACRE-FEET PROJECT WATER:

Mr. Crozier briefly discussed that there would be 39 ac. ft. of Block “1B” water available for the coming year and that it would be advertised publicly in January.

SAND WASH TEMPORARY AG AND M&I WATER DISTRIBUTION:

Mr. Crozier reported that there were only nine payments still yet to be received on the 2009 temporary ag water.  Ms. Marett had been working with individuals and canal companies to complete all the payments and update all the payment records.

CULINARY WATER ISSUES:

In the October board meeting Mr. Crozier reported that DCWCD had received a summary culinary analysis report from CUWCD in regard to the Allan Smith well and the results had been given to Mr. Allan Smith, Pinon Forest Special Service District Board of Directors, to share with the Pinon Forest Board.  Mr. Crozier stated that he hadn’t heard anything back from Pinon Forest yet.

HIGHWAY 40 PIPELINE PROJECT:

Mr. Crozier reported that he and Mr. Winterton had met with Mayor Kathleen Cooper and the Myton City Council to further discuss the Highway 40 Pipeline Project.  Mr. Crozier stated that he had also asked Mr. Lanny Ross, General Manager, Johnson Water District, to talk to Myton City about the benefits of the project.  Mr. Crozier stated that after meeting with the Myton City Council he felt that Myton City could see that it would be helpful for them to be part of the project, particularly in areas such as fire protection.

Mr. Crozier also reported that he had met individually with the Cedarview/Montwell Special Service District Board of Directors in regard to the project agreements that would need to be signed.  Mr. Crozier reported that Mr. Rex Harrison, Horrocks Engineers, would be setting up individual meetings with each of the entities to discuss the project agreements.  It was hoped that agreements with at least Johnson Water District and Roosevelt City could be completed soon so that DCWCD could stay on the schedule for the January Permanent Community Impact Board meeting.  A public hearing had also been held on the Highway 40 Pipeline Project on Nov. 12, 2009 to fulfill Permanent Community Impact Fund (PCIF) requirements.

Mr. Crozier reported that he had flown to Denver to meet with Newfield Production Company, Inc. on November 17.  Mr. Crozier stated that Newfield was in agreement that price increases were probably needed but hadn’t made a counteroffer back to DCWCD as yet.

Mr. Crozier also reported that he had met with Mayor Rojean Rowley, Duchesne City, in regard to the project and they had toured the Duchesne Valley Water Treatment Plant (DVWTP).  Ms. Rowley would like to be more fully informed in regard to the project as she would begin her term as mayor in January, 2010.

At this time Mr. Taylor discussed some of the concerns that had been expressed to him as a DCWCD board member by the public in regard to the project.  Mr. Taylor commented that some individuals were concerned that DCWCD would encroach on their right to use the first four million gallons from the DVWTP without additional charges.  Mr. Taylor also stated that he was very appreciative of the amount of funding through grants, etc. for the project, but that there was also concerns as to how entities would pay for their portion of the project.  Mr. Crozier stated that in regard to the funding it would be very difficult to recreate a similar funding package in the future so that it would be in the best interests of the entities to move forward at this time.   

MOON LAKE RESERVOIR ENLARGEMENT:

Mr. Crozier stated that, in regard to the proposed Moon Lake Reservoir enlargement, there had been discussion about looking at the old Midview Reservoir agreements to see if there was a way to develop the undeveloped portion of water rights delineated in the agreements. 

CLOUD-SEEDING - FY 2009-2010:


Mr. Crozier reported that the FY 2009-2010 cloud-seeding program was ongoing.

TOTAL MAXIMUM DAILY LOAD (TMDL) - PARRIETTE WASH:

Mr. Crozier reported that a TMDL draft on Parriette Wash was supposed to be forthcoming soon but DCWCD had not received a copy of the draft yet.  Ms. Henderson reported that she had been regularly attending the TMDL meetings and had submitted some corrections to be incorporated into the TMDL draft.

BUILDING AUTHORITY/BUILDING DESIGN:


Mr. Crozier reported that in regard to the construction of the DCWCD office 
complex, a contract had been signed with Nichols Building, LLC and a “Notice to Proceed” had been issued.  Mr. Crozier stated that the contract language wasn’t specific enough in regard to the cost of the water & sewer hookup, so the District would need to cover the $7,000.00 water & sewer connection charge.

UINTAH BASIN WATER SUMMIT - ROOSEVELT, UT - FEB. 11, 2010:

The DCWCD Board discussed the Uintah Basin Water Summit to be held in Roosevelt on February 11, 2010.  Mr. Crozier asked the DCWCD Board to be thinking of individuals for the Golden Shovel award.  Each county (Duchesne, Uintah, and Daggett) would choose one individual from each respective county to receive this honor.

PROPOSED SCHEDULE OF BOARD MEETING DATES FOR 2010:

The DCWCD Board reviewed the proposed schedule of board meeting dates and locations for calendar year 2010.  (Refer to the attached schedule.)

After reviewing the schedule of board meeting dates, Mr. Art Taylor made a motion to approve the meeting schedule for 2010.  Mr. Max Warren seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously.

VOUCHERS:

Mr. Crozier turned the time over to Ms. Marett to review the vouchers with the DCWCD Board.

After the vouchers were reviewed, Mr. Max Warren made a motion to approve the vouchers.  Ms. Moreen Henderson seconded the motion.  Board members voting in favor of the motion:  Mr. Hancock, Ms. Henderson, Mr. Mortensen, Mr. Taylor, Mr. Thomas, Mr. Warren.  Board members voting against the motion:  None.  The motion passed unanimously.     

DATE OF NEXT WORK SESSION & REGULAR BOARD MEETING:

Chairman Burton reminded the DCWCD Board that the next scheduled board meeting would be held on January 11th at the Roosevelt City Municipal Building, Roosevelt, Utah, with work session beginning at 10:00 a.m., the regular session board meeting beginning at 1:00 p.m., and the LBA board meeting beginning at 2:30 p.m.

MANAGER’S REPORT / OTHER BUSINESS:

Mr. Crozier briefly talked about some issues currently being discussed by the State Executive Water Task force (i.e. canal safety, liability insurance, and how possible regulations might affect canal companies).  Mr. Crozier stated that he did not have any other items to report on. Chairman Burton inquired if there was any other information to be presented.

ADJOURNMENT:

Chairman Burton stated that as there was no other business to be discussed he would entertain a motion for adjournment.  Mr. Max Warren made a motion that the meeting be adjourned.  The meeting was adjourned at 4:15 p.m.
